ADA compliance requirements are not compulsory for maintenance activities. 

The City will address deficiencies to the to the “maximum extent feasible“ (MEF), when full compliance
with design standards is not possible due to technical infeasibility.
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Technical Infeasibility is when existing physical site
constraints (bulleted below) make it impractical to bring
the altered elements into full compliance.
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
