Register your Party, receive a warning 

Call 540-434-4436 and ask to register your party. If a complaint comes in, a dispatcher will call the number 

registered and give a warning. If the viola on is corrected, HPD will not be dispatched.  
 

If more complaints are received, and the viola on con nues, officers will be dispatched. If the viola on is 

sustained, a summons may be issued. If further viola ons are found, the party may be shut down and your 

landlord no fied.
