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HPD Arrests Driver in Hit and Run

On February 19, 2013, the Harrisonburg Police Department began an investigation into an 
alleged hit and run on the property of Thomas Harrison Middle School, located in the 1300 
Block of West Market Street.  The victim reported that while standing in the bus line waiting for 
the buses to load, the driver of a vehicle passed the loading buses and struck the victim with 
the mirror of the vehicle.  The victim also reported that the driver did not stop once the victim 
was struck. 
 
On March 2, 2013, David Paul Miller, 50, of Harrisonburg, VA, was charged with one count of 
felony hit and run resulting in personal injury or property damage (46.2-894) and one count of 
misdemeanor reckless passing of a school bus (46.2-859).
