Last seen wearing 
tan pants, a red t-shirt under a flannel shirt, and a red and black hat.  The hat appears to 
possibly be an Atlanta Braves hat 
 
Suspect #2- White male, approximately 20-30 years of age.  Last seen wearing blue jeans, a 
green colored shirt under a dark colored jacket, and a green in color hat. 
 
The suspects purchased various sporting good items at different locations.
