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HPD Investigates Commercial Burglary and Subsequent Credit Card Fraud 

In the early morning hours of December 18, 2014 an unknown male subject made forced entry 

into a business located on Waterman Drive in Harrisonburg, VA.  The suspect stole several items 

including a credit card belonging to an employee of the business.  The suspect or an accomplice 

then used the card at locations in the City of Harrisonburg and Rockingham County.  Additional 

fraudulent transactions related to this investigation occurred at businesses in the area of 

McGaheysville and Elkton, VA. 

Attached are photographs of a male using the card at an ATM in Harrisonburg and additional 

photographs of a white female using the stolen card.  The female suspect is believed to be 

driving a white, late-model Hyundia Sonata.
