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HPD Investigates Commercial Burglary  

 
Harrisonburg, VA – On Thursday, February 16 at approximately 8:48 p.m. officers from the Harrisonburg 
Police Department (HPD) responded to the Rolling Hills Antique Mall at 779 East Market Street for a 
commercial burglary alarm.  Once on scene it was discovered that a suspect entered the closed business 
and was observed taking items from a display counter. 
 
The suspect involved is described as white male wearing a fur hat, black leather jacket, blue jeans and 
black shoes.  The male was observed in the surveillance footage leaving the area in a dark colored SUV 
and exiting the parking lot onto Hawkins Street.
