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Harrisonburg Police Seek Assistance in Mower Theft 

 
Harrisonburg – On October 17, 2017 the Harrisonburg Police Department (HPD) received a 
report of a lawn mower theft from a business in the 600 block of West Market Street in 
Harrisonburg.  
 
During the course of the investigation, an officer with HPD was able to review the surveillance 
footage at the business and determine the offense took place on October 13, 2017 at 
approximately 7:00 P.M.  
 
The footage shows a light brown or tan colored truck towing a black trailer with a wooden floor 
enter the parking lot, believed to be occupied by one male. A short time later the truck, trailer 
and mower belonging to the business leave property. The truck was last seen traveling West on 
West Market Street. 
 
The mower is described as a Hustler Zero Turn Mower, diesel, with a yellow and black paint 
scheme.  
 
Attached are photographs of the suspect, suspect truck with trailer and the suspect on the 
stolen mower.
