
present ordinance states that there s h a l l be a separate service f o r each dwelling or business 
establishment, which i s being changed to read bui l d i n g structure i n the proposed ordinance. Follow­
ing discussion, Councilmaa Cisney moved that the ordinance amending Section 7-4-41 of the C i t y 
Code be approved for a f i r s t reading. The motion was seconded by Councilman Robinson, and adopted 
by a unanimous recorded vote of Council. 

yWith regard to the matter of requested tax exenption by the Rockingham-Harrisonburg Halfway 
House (for the Pear Street Center and Sunmit House), and by the Blue Ridge Legal Services, Inc. 
(for property at 204 N. High S t . ) , the C i t y Manager reported as follows: correspondence dated 
11/30/8 feceived from the Executive Director of Blue Ridge Legal Services, Inc., advising that 
the Conmlssiener of Revenue has indicated a b e l i e f that the Legal Services does not f a l l -under 
the statutory exenption of Section 58-12, and has reconmended that the l o c a l representative i n the 
General Assembly be contacted i n order that appropriate l e g i s l a t i o n may be introduced i n the 
January session, to enact the desired exenption. Delegate Phoebe Orebaugh has advised that an en­
dorsement from the Governing Body i s necessary i n order for such l e g i s l a t i o n to be introduced. 
Manager Milam then noted that through correspondence of 12/9/83, Conmissioner of Revenue Smith 
has stated that no action i s requested by C i t y Council on the Rockingham-Harrisonburg Halfway 
House, i n that Pear Street Center i s i n the exenpt status, -with the recently purchased Sunmit 
House f a l l i n g into the same status. In the case of Blue Ridge Legal Services, Mf. Smith sa i d he 
was s t i l l of the same opinion as i n November of 1982, when he was approached f o r tax exenption, 
that the organization does not q u a l i f y f o r r e a l estate tax exenption. Mr .Smith was present i n the 
meeting and informed Council that Blue Ridge can, and does make charges f o r i t s services, and i n 
view of t h i s , he could see no reason to grant exenption from taxation. Mayor Green said that the 
request would have to go through the Legislature and that request has been made for approval of a 
resolution i n order that the matter may be presented to'the General Assembly. Conmissioner Smith 
added that Sec. 30-190.4 of the V i r g i n i a Code must be conplied with, through the holding of a 
public hearing, which i s new l e g i s l a t i o n . Councilman Robinson offered a motion f o r the matter to 
be tabled, pending further information with regard to conmunity services, etc. that are rendered 
by the Blue Ridge Legal Services. The motion -was seconded by Councilman Rhodes, and adopted by a 
-unanimous vote of Council. The C i t y Manager -was asked to i n v i t e Ms. E l i z a Hoover, Executive 
Director of Blue Ridge Legal Services, te the f i r s t meeting i n January to present additional i n f o r ­
mation, with matter to be placed on Council's agenda for January 10, 1984. 

Mayor Green infoimed Council that suggestion had been made for the next regular meeting, 
scheduled f o r Tuesday, December 27th to be cancelled, i n view of the Christmas holidays, and 
c a l l e d for a motion to that e f f e c t . Councilman Rhodes offered a motion f o r the meeting of 
December 27th to be cancelled, which motion, upon being seconded by Vice-Mayer Dingledine, was 
adopted by a unanimous vote of Council. 

At 10:00 P.M., Councilman Rhodes moved that Council enter an executive session to discuss 
property and personnel. The motion was seconded by Councilman Robinson, and adopted by a unanimous 
vote of Council. 

At 11:25 P.M., on motion duly adopted, the executive session was declared closed and the 
regular session reconvened. 

Mayor Green asked members' wishes conceming a vacancy which was created on the Harrisonburg 
Parking Authority by the expiration of tfr. Eddie Ney's second term on Novenber 28th ef t h i s year. 
Councilman Cisney moved that Mf. T. C. Frye, J r . , 1211 Paul Street, Harrisonburg, be appointed 
to a f i r s t term of f i v e (5) years on the Authority, expiring November 28, 1988. The motion was 
seconded by Councilman Rhodes, and adopted by a unanimous vote of Council. 

There being no further business and on motion duly adopted, the meeting adjourned at 11:30 PM.

' City Manager Milam c a l l e d members' attention to t h e i r copies of a p e t i t i o n signed by 80 r e s i ­
dents of Fairway H i l l s which had been submitted by Joseph Kosnik, President of the Fairway H i l l s 
Homeowners' Associatioii, i n opposition to any change i n the present R-l zoning of land bordered 
by Country Club Road, East Market Street, Betts Road and Keezletown Road, and added that i n addi­
t i o n , a second p e t i t i o n with 15 signatm-es has been received. Further opposition was expressed 
with regard to the placement of a f i r e substation within those boundaries. Mayor Green said that 
the C i t y has not decided on a location f o r the f i r e substation, and i n fact, i s looking at, another 
location. He noted that i n view of t h i s , there was not much to discuss at t h i s time. Vice-Mayor 
Dingledine suggested that the President of Fairway H i l l s Homeowners' Association be n o t i f i e d that 
the location i n question i s not being considered f o r a f i r e substation.

'^For information, C i t y Manager Milam presented documents received i n h i s o f f i c e , r e l a t i n g to 
Notice of Intent by the C i t y of Lexington to annex portions of Rockbridge County. He noted that 
t h i s i s a requirenent under Section 15,1-945.7 of the Code of V i r g i n i a , 1950, as amended, and said 
that the information w i l l be on f i l e . 

^""During a discussion concerning appointments to various Boards and Conmissions, members were 
reminded that the unexpired term which i s being f i l l e d by Mr, John J. (Jack) Broaddus on the Upper 
Valley Regional Park Authority, w i l l expire on January 24th of t h i s year. Vice-Mayor Dingledine 
moved that Itc. Broaddus be reappointed to the Authority f o r a f i r s t f u l l term of fo-ur (4) years, 
to expire on January 24, 1988. The motion -was seconded by Councilman Robinson, and adopted by a 
unanimous vote of Co-uncilraen present. 

Inasmuch as Mr. James E. Hughes' f i r s t term on the Harrisonburg Parks & Recreation Conmission 
expired on December 31, 1983, and Mr. Hughes i s moving frcm the C i t y , Mayor Green asked members' 
•wishes concerning an appointment. Vice-Mayor Dingledine offered a motion for Mrs. Darla F.Le Pera 
of 318 Sixth Street, Harrisonbra-g, to be appointed to a f i r s t term of four (4) years on the Conmis­
sion, expiring December 31, 1987. The motion •was seconded by Councilman Robinson, and adopted by 
a unanimous vote of Councilmen present. 

•'''"^tomey Karen Geary, Chairman of the Blue Ridge Legal Services Board, appeared before Council 
•with regard to a request f o r tax exenption f o r property situate at 204 N. High Street i n Harrison­
burg. She informed Council that Legal Aid i s a non-profit organization, •with i t s purpose to pro­
vide free l e g a l counselling services to l o c a l indigent persons. She cleared up an e a r l i e r miscon­
ception by s t a t i n g that no funding i s derived from c l i e n t s , but rather fron the National League of 
Services, the General Assembly and United Way. Other funding i n the region i s also being pursued. 
Attomey Geary pointed out that the Legal Aid i n Harrisonbin-g i s the only l e g a l services i n the 
Ccranonwealth that has not been exempted from l o c a l taxation. She noted that i n 1982, when Conmis­
sioner of Revenue Smith was approached concerning the request, he had suggested that the organiza­
t i o n go before the General Assenibly for proper l e g i s l a t i o n . She asked that Council approve a 
proposed resolution f o r Legal Aid of Harrisonbxnrg to be placed under a tax exenpt status. When C i t y 
Manager Milam asked i f she was aware that Conmissioner Smith had reconmended no exenption, based on 
Section 58-12 of the V i r g i n i a Code, Attomey Geary r e p l i e d i n the affirmative, adding that the 
Ccranissioner of Revenue should review the Code section. Manager Milam pointed out that Sec.30-19.04 
of the V i r g i n i a Code provides that a public hearing be held, p r i o r to approval of a resolution f o r 
tax exenpt status, but stated frurther that should Council prefer to take no action, the organization 
could go d i r e c t l y to the General Assenibly f o r action. Following discussion, Vice-Mayor Dingledine 
offered a motion for a public hearing to be scheduled for Tuesday, January 24th, 7:30 P.M., and f o r 
the matter to be placed on that agenda. The motion was seconded by Councilman Rhodes, and adopted 
by a •unanimoi:is vote of Councilmen present. The C i t y Manager was instmcted to properly advertise 
the Hearing i n the Daily News Record newspaper. 

^^'rhe C i t y Manager presented an application f o r a C e r t i f i c a t e of Public Convenience h Necessity 
frcm Charles E. Earman and Diane R. Roach, covering one vehicle. Upon investigation by the P o l i c e 
Chief, his report noted no reason for denial of the application. Mr. Earman informed Council that 
the vehicle would be operated from 614 Franklin Street i n Harrisonburg, and •would be used f e r 
limousine service i n transporting people to airports, other than the Shenandoah Valley Airport at 
Weyers Cave, namely: Dulles, National, Richmond and Roanoke. He said that the service was begun 
on December 6th with good response so f a r . In discussing the venture with the Manager of Shenandoah 
Valley Airport, Mf. Earman sai d he had expressed pleasure, i n that they often have people at the 
airport which they cannot acconmodate, and the limousine service would pick up the slack when t h e i r 
planes are booked. Jh-. Earman pointed out that the service would be by reservation only, and would 
not be i n conpetition with the City's Transportation SySten, i n that no l o c a l hauling would be done. 
When question was raised concerning the rates, Mr. Earman displayed a rate schedule, which set out 
how the rates might be reduced ( i . e . number of people being transported, etc.). C i t y Manager Milam 
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made reninder that i n 1976, the C i t y purchased the p r i v a t e l y owned transportation systen, and noted 
that although the C i t y does provide cab, bus or van service to the airports, the limousine rates 
should be less. He pointed out that approval of Council i s necessary, as provided i n C i t y Code 
Section 14-1-35, p r i o r to issuance of a permit. Councilman Ehodes moved that Council approve 
issuance of a C e r t i f i c a t e of Public Convenience & Necessity to Charles E. Earman and Diane E.Eoach, 
for a one year period, expiring January 10, 1985. The motion was seconded by Councilmam Eobinson, 
and adopted by a unanimous vote of Coxmcilmen present. 

^ Attorney Henry Clark, speaking on behalf of many others and himself, as an i r a t e c i t i z e n , said 
that although the C i t y has nothing ,to do with t e l e v i s i o n pay services, but does have with Warner 
Amex Cable imder a t e l e v i s i o n cable franchise, some may f e e l that Council, i n 1980, "gave amy the 
store" vilien i t renewed the conpany's franchise. He noted that under Section 34 of the franchise 
agreement, Council reserves the r i g h t to approve a l l basic monthly rates, which he considers a 
good idea, i n that i t i s a noimal way to regulate rates insofar as public u t i l i t i e s . The franchise 
reneml, however, exenpts the special pay services from Council's control, and permits the ccopany 
to place whatever charge i t may choose. He sa i d that Council probably f e l t that i t would have some 
ind i r e c t control over the special services, with i t s control over the basic, when the franchise 
was renewed. Ifr. Clark submitted that Warner-Amex Cable should be n o t i f i e d of i t s f a i l u r e to conply 
with Sections 9, 10 and 33 of the franchise ordinance, because of the distorted picture and scramb­
l i n g on ESPN, with service interrupted f o r hours at a time. Mr. Clark contended that he ms "getting 
robbed" i n what he was paying f o r , and pointed out the fact that Council has control to make the 
company stop t h i s treatment to paying customers r i g h t now. He requested that Council give Warner-
Amex ten days' notice for a Hearing on revocation of i t s franchise, based on the conpany's f a i l u r e 
to comply with various sections of same. Following discussion. Councilman Ehodes offered a motion 
for the matter to be placed on Council's agenda for the January 24th meeting, with o f f i c i a l s of 
Wamer-^Anex Cable Conpany to be present i n defense of a possible franchise revocation, insofar as 
what i t intends to do with regard to the paying services and conpliance with the franchise. The 
motion was seconded by Vice-liayor Dingledine, aud adopted by a imanimous vote of Councilmen present. 

Councilman Robinson moved that a supplenental appropriation i n amount of $ 3,029.80, requested 
by the Chief of P o l i c e i n order to reimburse o f f i c e r s on other assignments which were paid out of 
department accounts, be approved for second & f i n a l reading, a f i r s t reading having been approved 
on Decenber 13th, and that:

'^Cit'y Manager Milam reminded C o m c i l that an ordinance, which was approved f o r f i r s t reading 
on March 24, 1981, closing an a l l e y on Third Street i n Harrisonbiirg, has been tabled since that 
time, pending payment of proper fees.

On motion of Vice-Mayor Dingledine, seconded by Comcilman Rhodes, and a manimous vote of C o m c i l ­
men present, the resolution was duly adopted. Planning Director Su l l i v a n added the fact that IMCO 
should be complimented on i t s ligh t e d f l a g . 

•-flayor Green informed C o m c i l that the National League of C i t i e s , at i t s amual meeting i n New 
Orleans i n November, 1983, had agreed that a l l V i r g i n i a c i t i e s should take steps i n preserving 
essential c i t y authority over t v cable franchises, i n that House B i l l 4103 would be taken up soon 
after Congress reconvenes on January 23rd. I t was f e l t that a stand should be taken by the c i t i e s 
to convince Congress that HR 4103 i s an msomd B i l l , t i l t e d strongly toward the interests of cable 
operators and against the interests of c i t i e s and t h e i r t r a d i t i o n a l franchising powers, and further, 
to convince Congress that adoption of NLC's cable p o l i c i e s i s necessary to protect the interests 
of consumers i n both e x i s t i n g and new franchise agreanents. In order to substantia,te i t s position, 
the following resolution was approved at the League's November meeting: 

WEEEEAS, pvovision of 'cahl'e television sevviee has pvoven to he a 
valuagle sevviee to hundveds of communities acvoss the'countvy and holds 
gveat pvomise to all cities in the United States; and

seeing of fvanchise agveements has wovked to ensuve that contvacual obliga­
tions ave cavvied out and the publio intevest sewed; and 

WEEREAS, since 1981, the National Municipal Policy of the League has 
called fov the puvsuit of fedeval cable television legislation which pvo-
tects local vegulatovy authovity; and 

WEEREAS, the National League of Cities has pvovided valunble leadevship. 
in developing suoh legislation; and 

WEEEEAS, the U. S. House of Eepvesentatives has been delibevating on 
fedeval cable television legislation; and 

WEEEEAS, the Eational League of Cities veeognizes that since the V. S. 
Senate adopted S. 66, civcumstances have changed tue in pavt to the com­
plexity of the legislative agenda involving telephone devegulation as 
well as to vapidly developing technology in the field of tele-communications; 

NOW, TEEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVEB that the National League of Cities continue 
its effovts to achieve cable legislation, consistnet with the following goals:

- that at the time of fvanchise venewal, cities be able to obtain 
veasonable upgvades of system havdwave to "state-of-the-avt" 

standavds; be able to vefuse venewal to an opevatov nT, • 
^•z-c/z has 
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given -poor service during the life of the franchise; be able 
to negotiate the purchase price of a cable franchise^ when a 
municipality buys back a cable system or the system is trans­
ferred to a third party through a forced sale; and that any 
court review will not 'be • de novo-- and court review of renewal 
or non-renewal decisions 'be the same as that accorded other 
legislative decisions; 

- that all existing franchises 'and their terms and -conditions 
and all franchise processes in which a Bequest for Proposals 
has been issued be grandfathered; 

- that the legislation protect cities from anti-trust liability 
for compliance with federal law; 

- that any limitation on franohise fees not apply to -fees, charges 
and taxes charged to or 'through 'a cable operator as part of 
a larger class, for example, utility user taxes; 

- that federal cable legislation not restrict the ability of .cities 
to require public, educational, governmental and leased access • 
to cable, television; 

- that ccble companies not be provided with the power to abrogate 
contractual obligations based on a unilateral assertion of. a 
"significant change in circumstances"; and 

- that local government not be restricted from- miunicipal owner­
ship and operation. 

The Mayor pointed out the fact that Mf. Thomas B l i l e y of Richmond, V i r g i n i a , i s serving on the 
House Energy and Conmerce Committee, and offered an opinion that he. along with Our l o c a l repre­
sentatives, should be provided with a copy of the resolution. Eollowing a b r i e f discussion. 
Councilman Rhodes offered a motion for Council to endorse the resolution, as approved by the 
National League of C i t i e s , and to so n o t i f y our representatives and Mr. B l i l e y . The motion was 
seconded by Councilman Robinson, and adopted by a unanimous vote of Councilmen present. 

''"City Manager Milam informed Council that WVPT and WHSV have sutmitted applications to the 
Cit y f o r economic development funding i n the preparation of a cassette f i l m on ex i s t i n g industries 
i n t h i s area, which may be mailed to prospective industries.

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// At 7:47 P.M., Mayor Green c a l l e d the f i r s t p ublic hearing ef the evening to order, and Ci t y 
Manager Milam read the following Notice of Hearing as advertised i n the Daily News Record news­
paper on January 5th and January 19th, 1984: 

The Harrisonburg City Counoil will hold a public hearing on Tuesday, 
January 24, 1984 at 7:SO P.M. in City Counoil Chambers, S4S S. Main St., 
Harrisonburg, to consider adding the following definition to the City's 
Subdivision Ordinance: 

"Minor Subdivision" - -.the division -of a tract of land having a gross 
area of five or less acres, requiring no dedication of public rights-of-
way. When such minor subdivision or a property line adjustment is presented 
to the Planning Director, it shall be reviewed by a technical committee 
comprised of the Planning Director, City Engineer and Building Official. The 
technical committee shall respond to the requested review within a period • 
not to exceed thirty calendar days. If the request is denied, the petitioner 
may submit the proposal to the Planning Commission for review. In the event 
that the petitioner of a minor subdivision is dissatisfied with the technical 
committee's decision, the request may be submitted to the Planning Commission 
for review within thirty days. A minor subdivision decision by the technical 
conmittee shall be reported to the Planning Commission' at its next regular 
meeting. 

The following statement is recommended as an addition to Section 10-2-27, 
concerning 'vacation of boundary lines ':

Ifeyor Green c a l l e d on anyone present desiring to be heard either f o r , or against the request. 
Attorney Karen Geary, Chairperson of the Blue Ridge Legal Aid Board of Directors, stated that the 
organization i s seeking passage of a resolution by Council, f o r exemption fron l o c a l taxation as a 
non-profit organization. She noted that the Blue Ridge Legal Services, Inc. covers t e r r i t o r y fron 
Winchester to Staunton, Page County to Waynesboro, and up to Highland Coimty. The Harrisonburg 
o f f l e e i s presently serving the entire region, i n that some of the o f f i c e s were forced to close due 
to the f i n a n c i a l crunch. By receiving seme funds through the National Legal Services, United Way, 
etc., sone r e l i e f on funding by the l o c a l i t i e s i s being rea l i z e d . Ms. Geary pointed out that t h i s 
evening's discussion i s actually a follow-up of the discussion with Council on January 10th, with 
the primary purpose being to request a resolution from Council endorsing the organization's a p p l i ­
cation for a tax exenpt status f o r i t s property situate at 204 North High Street, before the 1984 
session of the General Assanbly, which, i f approved, would maximize funds they do have for provi>-.i()n 
of services to the l e g a l poor. Seven questions, required under Section 30-19.04 of the Code of 
V i r g i n i a , 1950, as amended. Sub Section B, were answered by the Board Chairperson with respect to 
the Harrisonburg organization,and were received favorably by Council, Councilman Cisney asked i f 
donations are accepted from c l i e n t s , and Ms. E l i z a Hoover, Executive Director of the l o c a l organi­
zation, said that fees cannot be charged, and that any c l i e n t f i n a n c i a l l y able to pay, i s referred 
to another attorney. Clients have to be ' 'advised that they cannot give monetary g i f t s to the 
attorney representing them. She added, however, that approximately $200 has been received by the 
organization, as donations. Vice-Mayor Dingledine offered an opinion that the organization does 
perform a service to the coranunity, of which he i s most appreciative. There being no others 
present, desiring to be heard, the public hearing was declared closed at 8:30 P.M. and the regular 
session reconvened. 
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The Mayor asked member' s wishes concerning the request of Blue Ridge Legal Services f o r a 
resolution. Vice-Mayor Dingledine offered a motion for the following proposed resolution, prepared 
by the Clerk, to be approved, with copies of same mailed to Delegate Phoebe Orebaugh and the 
Harrisonburg Blue Ridge Legal Aid Office:

WEEEEAS, olarifioation by the Legal Services Board Chairperson re_ 
subsection B of the above Virginia Code section was received favorably 
by the City Counoil, • 

EOW, TEEEEEOEE, BE LT EESOLVEE that the Earrisonburg City^ Council 
does hereby support Blue Eidge Legal Services in its presentation for 
proper legislation to be introduced into the Ceneral Assembly at its 1984 
session, for tax exempt status, 

ADOPTEE and APPEOVEE this day of ' ' ' ' 1984. 
The motion to approve the resolution was seconded by Councilman Rhodes, and adopted by a manimous 
vote of C o m c i l . The Clerk was instructed to mail copies of the resolution to Delegate Orebaugh 
and the Harrisonburg Blue Ridge Legal Aid Office. 

"Mltomcll was reminded by the Ci t y Manager that a motion was adopted at the l a s t regular meeting 
on January 10th, f o r a representative, or representatives of Wamer Amex Cable Company of Harrison­
birrg to be present at t h i s time to discuss various sections of i t s franchise agreement with the 
City, and added that he had mailed copies of the sections i n question to the Company's General 
Manager, Mr. Chuck Stigberg. Mr. Bmce Wallinger, attorney f o r Warner Amex, was present for the 
purpose of discussing the agreement and answer any questions which members of C o m c i l may have. 
He took the pos i t i o n that Warner has not vi o l a t e d i t s franchise and that the conplaints before 
C o m c i l two weeks ago were misplaced, i n that season t i c k e t s offered f o r additional games on ESPN 
were not the r e s p o n s i b i l i t y of the company, but rather, r e s p o n s i b i l i t y of the networks. The A t l a n t i c 
Coast Conference owns the r i g h t s of basketball games, which gives them the p r i v i l e g e of terms and 
conditions mder which they may be televised. Contracts have been made between companies that 38 
games w i l l be shewn over the regular network, which a l l cable custoners w i l l be able to see. Last 
year, ESPN had additional games which were shown a l l over the United States, except i n A t l a n t i c 
Coast Conference states. As a r e s u l t , viewers i n those states saw a blank screen. Attorney Wallinger 
informed C o m c i l that t h i s year, the conpany negotiated to allow 20 additional games over ESPN, but 
that they would only be viewed on a pay-to-view basis, with cable customers paying a separate rate 
f o r t h i s p r i v i l e g e . He noted that the only choice Warner had, was to of f e r the program to those 
custoners at a fee, or black out ESPN during the additional games, i n that otherwise, they would 
be i n v i o l a t i o n of t h e i r contract. He added that out of 120 networks o f f e r i n g the pay services, 
about 70 agreed to pa r t i c i p a t e , with the remaining 50 having to black out the games. Conplaints 
came into the conpany's o f f i c e when the programs were scrambled, and the normal reaction of 
custoners was to place the blame on the l o c a l conpany. Warner had been n o t i f i e d that i f they d i d 
not scramble the programs, they would be i n v i o l a t i o n of t h e i r contract, and l e g a l action would be 
taken against them. On January 13th, Warner received notice fron ESPN that the season t i c k e t o f f e r 
was being taken of f the a i r , with money to be refmded those customers that had paid i n advance, 
due to miinliaal response of customers. Because of t h i s , Warner decided to withdraw the season t i c k e t 
o f f e r . Attorney Wallinger made i t clear that Warner does not generate i t s own programs on ESPN, 
but merely shows those that are provided. Under another federal regulation, anytime a game i s being 
broadcast on a l o c a l channel, i t has to be blacked out on ESPN. He offered an opinion that other 
programs may be provided during the times the 20 additional games are being shown, rather than that 
channel being blacked out, but the decision re substitution cannot be made by Warner. When Vice-
Mayor Dingledine asked i f a s i t u a t i o n such as t h i s could a r i s e with the movie channel or HBO, 
Attorney Wallinger s a i d there was no indication of t h i s . The o f f e r to purchase t i c k e t s was promoted 
on the a i r p r i o r to opening of the basketball season. Comcilman Cisney asked i f i t was the 
attorney's interpretation of the franchise agreenent that the coipany would be responsible f o r 
basic cable only, or for both the basic and pay services, and should C o m c i l assume that i t has no 
control over the t i e r systen. Attomey Wallinger r e p l i e d that i t i s a matter of law that C o m c i l 
has no j u r i s d i c t i o n to regulate s a t e l l i t e f o r HBO or the movie channel. C i t y Attorney Lapsley asked 
i f Wamer i s n ' t obligated to of f e r something on channels that are blacked out and was informed 
that t h i s i s a matter of interpretation of the contract between Warner and the network with regard 
to t i e r services. Warner i s required to show what ESPN off e r s , with no control as to the type of 
programs provided. Mayor Green noted that fact tbat i n 1979, a special comnittee had spent many 
hours s t r i v i n g to work out services which Wamer would provide, wha.t would be done by Warner, and 
what assurance could be given with regard to HBO and the movie channel. The attorney said that 
Wamer was to of f e r the 5- t i e r and two movie chamels, and that he mderstands another optional 
service w i l l be offered within the next few months. The Vice-Mayor said there has been f m s t r a t i o n , 
i n that services were assured as to news, sports, movies, etc. fo r subscribers, through Warner Amex. 
Attorney Wallinger said that the pay-to-view i s a new concept where you pay for programs not offered 
on those chamels. He said that Manager Stigberg r e a l i z e s that more notice should have been given 
subscribers, of the intended blackout of ESPN, and further i n advance of i t s happening. Attorney 
Henry Clark, speaking as a private c i t i z e n , said that h i s "beef" was with Warner Amex and not ESPN, 
i n that he was led to believe that he had 24 hour chamel 16 on tv, which i s being blacked out for 
two or three hours at a time. He sai d he should have been t o l d of t h i s , and pointed out the fact 
that " i t i s easy to say, i t ' s not my f a u l t , but sonebody elses." He offered an opinion that Warner 
should put some form of pressure on ESPN, adding that Council has the authority to deal with the 
qua l i t y of services provided by the cable company, although not for the paying services. Mr. Clark 
s a i d that channel 10 i s a "horribl e " station, but something he i s paying for. With regard to the 
scrambling on ESPN, Mr. Clark said that Warner should have sent l e t t e r s to i t s subscribers f a r i n 
advance. In hi s opinion, Warner i s not l i v i n g up te i t s contract, and he objects to paying for 
scmething that the conpany i s not delivering. Attorney Wallinger explained about Channel 10 by 
saying that i t was one which C o m c i l had requested, and that Wamer i s not able to get a clearer

picture or si g n a l . He asked i f another channel, with a clearer signal would be desired. When City 
Manager Mlam noted that only seven of the required 12 channels, under the ordinance, were being 
provided, Attomey Wallinger pointed out that the seven channels were those s p e c i f i c a l l y named. 
JIayor Green said that complaints are being received by members of Council concerning no cable ser­
vice on Garber's Church Road, as w e l l as from others who cannot get satisfactory answers, when re­
questing service. Manager Jlilam noted that complaints have also been registered by residents of 
Greendale Road conceming no cable service, which i s i n the new c i t y under annexation. Attorney 
Wallinger said he would have Mr. Stigberg contact the C i t y Manager with some information regarding 
service i n those areas, i n that he was unable to attend t h i s evening's meeting due to health reasons 
and under doctor's orders. 

With regard to agenda item No. 7 "Appointments to Boards 8s Ccmmissions", Mayor Green noted 
that he would appoint ten members to the l o c a l Task Force to Combat Drunken Driving, following r e ­
ceipt of additional names of po t e n t i a l members yet to be received. The request for representatives 
from the C i t y of Harrisonburg came from the President of Virginians Opposing Drunken Driving.

C i t y Manager Milam explained that the resolution i s necessary i n order to send a l e t t e r to the 
EPA Office, requesting f i n a l payment of $ 3,900. which i s due on the t o t a l Grant of $219,000. On 
motion of Councilman Robinson, seconded by Vice-Mayor Dingledine, and a unanimous vote of Council, 
the resolution was approved, with authorization for the proper o f f i c i a l s to sign same. 

l/^Cit-y Jlanager Jlilam informed Council that following negotiations with Mick or Mack f o r r e n t a l 
of space i n a building situate at 1598 South JIain Street to house the Harrisonburg Department of 
Social Services, a proposed Lease Agreement had been prepared by Henry Clark, attorney f o r Mick or 
JIack, owner of the premises.

Buememyer feels the location w i l l be sat i s f a c t o r y with Walker, i f i t meets the needs ef the City. 
Manager Milam i n v i t e d merabers of C o m c i l to rid e out and view the s i t e . 

(2) South side of East Market Street adjacent to Martin's Fine Furnitin-e. Negotiations are 
mderway with the owner, Mr. Dale Wegner, for approximately 1/3 acre of land at the crest of 
Chestnut Ridge, fronting on a private access road p a r a l l e l to East Market. In order to provide 
access frcm t h i s s i t e to the westbomd lanes of East Market, the Ci t y w i l l have to cionstruct a 
crossover approximately 300' west of the h i l l s ' crest, and opposite a proposed street which w i l l 
r m south frcm East Market.

Inasrauch as i t i s the opinion of Rockingham Comty Supervisors and 
various ccximmity leaders that a diversionary program w i l l not work i n Rockingham, i f administered 
from a location 75 miles distant, the Board i s seeking f e a s i b i l i t y of a Program separate frcm the 
Blue Ridge Diversionary Administration to serve the southem end of the j u d i c i a l c i r c u i t , conprised 
of the C i t y of Harrisonburg and Comties of Page, Shenandoah and Rockingham. Manager Milam reminded 
C o m c i l that Harrisonburg had, by resolution dated 1/12/82, authorized inplementation of the 
V i r g i n i a Conraunity Diversion Prograra which would o f f e r alternatives to prison terms by way of 
r e s t i t u t i o n or conmmity service work, contingent upon one hmdred (100%) percent fmding by the 
Coraraonwealth of V i r g i n i a , and that Mr. Hal Finlayson had been appointed on 4/26/83 as Harrisonbirrg's 
representative on the Conmmity Corrections Board f o r the Blue Ridge Diversionary Program.

Garber, request­
i n g t h a t p r o p e r t y which they own at 715 P o r t Republic Road be rezoned from R - l S i n g l e Family r e s i ­
d e n t i a l t o R-3 J & i l t l - f a m i l y and B-2 General Business. I t was noted t h a t i n t h e i r o p i n i o n , the r e ­
quested r e z o n i n g would serve the highest and best use f o r t h i s property. A copy of the s i t e p l a n 
was attached t o the correspondence, f o r which a p r o j e c t i s proposed. The p r o p e r t y i s l o c a t e d on

On motion of Vice-Mayor D i n g l e d i n e , seconded by Councilman Robinson, and a unanimous vote o f 
C o u n c i l , the P l a n was r e f e r r e d t o the C i t y P l a n n i n g Conmission f o r study and reccmmendation. 

At 7:50 P.M., Ilayor Green c a l l e d the evening's p u b l i c hearing t o order and the C i t y Manager 
read the f o l l o w i n g N o t i c e of Hearing as a d v e r t i s e d i n the D a i l y News Record newspaper on February 
3rd and February 10th: 

Pursuant to Vivg-ini-a Code Sect-ion SO-19. 04, a piibiic hearing wiii he 
held during the regular Harrisonhurg City Councid meeting to he held on 
Fehruary 14, 1984 at 7:SO P.M. at the Municipal Office Building, Harrisonhurg, 
Virginia, to consider the request of Yirginia Mennonite Home, Inc. and Park 
Village, Inc. to he exemrpt from real and personal property tax. 

Mayor Green c a l l e d on anyone present d e s i r i n g t o be heard r e the t a x exempt request. Attorney 
Donald Showalter infoimed C o u n c i l t h a t a vacant f i e l d adjacent t o the Mennonite Home i s i n the 
process of p r e p a r a t i o n f o r c o n s t r u c t i o n . H eritage Haven Apartment C a i p l e x i s exempt from t a x a t i o n 
s i n c e 1981 when i t was p l a c e d under the t a x exempt s t a t u s w h i l e l o c a t e d i n Rockingham County. 
Park V i l l a g e , Inc., which owns la n d along Park Road, and Heritage Haven apartments have been recog­
n i z e d as c h a r i t a b l e o r g a n i z a t i o n s by the I n t e r n a l Revenue S e r v i c e . V i r g i n i a Mennonite Home has 
a l s o been r e i n s t a t e d as such. He ex p l a i n e d t h a t Park V i l l a g e cottages, owned by Park V i l l a g e 
o r g a n i z a t i o n f o r c h a r i t a b l e purposes, i s a p a r t of the p r o j e c t , and i n the f i r s t stage of develop­
ment. People w i l l go there w h i l e they can take care of thenselves and l a t e r on, may move i n t o 
H e r itage Haven. When they become i n c a p a c i t a t e d o r i n need of medical a s s i s t a n c e , they may move 
i n t o the Mennonite Heme. A l l t h r e e are p a r t s of the V i r g i n i a Mennonite Retirement Conmunity 
Conplex, and a l l meet requirements as set out i n the V i r g i n i a S t a t e Code, f o r d e s i g n a t i o n as non­
p r o f i t o r g a n i z a t i o n s . Attorney Showaltar noted t h a t time was of the essence and t h a t a d e c i s i o n 
of C o u n c i l w i t h regard t o approval of the r e s o l u t i o n s must be forthcoming before Thursday o f t h i s 
week. He c a l l e d a t t e n t i o n t o two proposed r e s o l u t i o n s s u b s t a n t i a t i n g the requests before the 
General Assembly f o r t a x exenpt s t a t u s f e r the V i r g i n i a Mennonite Home and Park V i l l a g e , Inc. 
Comnisslener o f Revenue Smith s a i d t h a t he i s i n charge of a l l p o s s i b l e t a x a b l e p r o p e r t y i n the 
C i t y and t h a t every year there are a number of requests f o r exenption which come across h i s desk. 
In the S t a t e o f V i r g i n i a , he noted t h a t "exenption i s an exception and t a x a t i o n i s a m l e . " In 
h i s o p i n i o n , Park V i l l a g e does not come under the C o n s t i t u t i o n o r the V i r g i n i a Code, i n t h a t i t i s 
r e n t a l p r o p e r t y , and i f a u n i t i s vacated, there can be no c h a r i t y c l a u s e . He contended t h a t 
Park V i l l a g e would not f i t i n t o the c h a r i t a b l e category e i t h e r under the C o n s t i t u t i o n o r T i t l e 58 
of the V i r g i n i a Code. JJf. Smith reconmended t h a t Park V i l l a g e not be supported f o r t a x exenpt 
s t a t u s , and added t h a t he c o u l d see no reason f o r V i r g i n i a Mennonite Home t o be requested, i n 
t h a t i t i s already under t h a t s t a t u s . When Attorney Showalter asked Mf. Smith i f he f e l t the 
s i t u a t i o n at Park V i l l a g e was the same as Sunnyside P r e s b y t e r i a n Home, Mf. Smith r e p l i e d i n the 
negative, i n t h a t the P r e s b y t e r i a n Home i s under one e n t i t y and the Mennonite R e t i r e n e n t Ccranunity 
under three separate c o r p o r a t i o n s . He s a i d t h a t should Heritage Haven have been l o c a t e d i n the 
C i t y when request was made f o r t a x exenption, he would have reconmended t h a t i t not be supported. 
A l l low cost r e n t a l u n i t s are s u b s i d i z e d by the F e d e r a l Government. Mr. Showalter p o i n t e d out 
th a t t h e r e are no stockholders and no p r o p r i e t a r y i n t e r e s t , at e i t h e r Park V i l l a g e o r the Menno­
n i t e Hone, and th a t people pay f o r the r i g h t t o s t a y i n the cottages p r i o r t o moving i n t o the 
Home, which i s c h a r i t a b l e i n t h a t i t serves the needs o f Senior C i t i z e n s . He noted t h a t under 
the' V i r g i n i a S t a t e Code, they have a r i g h t t o request a r e s o l u t i o n f r o n C o u n c i l f o r a p p l i c a t i o n 
t o the General Assembly f e r t a x exwnption. Councilman Cisney asked C i t y A ttorney Lapsley who 
makes the d e c i s i o n and was t o l d t h a t r e s o l u t i o n s are d e s i r e d from the Governing Body, but t h a t 
should C o u n c i l decide t o take no a c t i o n , the General Assembly can a c t oh the requests. F i n a l 
judgement i s i n the hands o f the L e g i s l a t u r e . He added t h a t Senator M i l l e r would l i k e some ex­
p r e s s i o n from C o u n c i l , p r i o r t o p r e s e n t a t i o n before the General Assembly. Attorney Showalter added 
t h a t a r e s o l u t i o n i s needed, whether C o u n c i l approves the requests o r not, and s a i d i t i s c l e a r 
t h a t the L e g i s l a t u r e w i l l not act without support of the l o c a l Governing Body. When the Mayor 
questioned A t t o m e y Showalter conceming the c l i e n t e l at the cottages, he was infoimed t h a t Park 
V i l l a g e p r o v i d e s care f o r people w i t h money, and when they move out of a cottage and i n t o the Hone, 
p a r t o f the d e l l a r s spent are being r e t u r n e d t o them i n s e r v i c e s . The refund i s not l e s s than 75% 
of the appraised value when they move out o f a cottage, and these funds are used i n the Hone. They 
may a l s o r e c e i v e a refund and move anywhere they choose. Councilman Cisney asked i f the County 
had approved a r e s o l u t i o n f o r t a x exenpt s t a t u s f o r Heritage Haven and was assured t h i s was so, by 
the attorney. Conmissioner Smith p o i n t e d out t h a t i n i t i a l requests come through h i s o f f i c e f o r a 
review of same, and noted t h a t the C i t y had t r e a t e d Heritage Haven and Mennonite Home the same as 
when they were l o c a t e d i n Rockingham County. A t t o m e y Showalter e x p l a i n e d t h a t the pr o p e r t y owned 
by Park V i l l a g e , Inc. was taxed i n the county, due t o the f a c t t h a t no ene was l i v i n g i n the 
cottages. I t was taxed as vacant l a n d u n t i l the c h a r i t a b l e purpose was put t o use. He p o i n t e d out 
th a t they were not y r y i n g t o bypass the Commissionef's O f f i c e by b r i n g i n g the request t o C o u n c i l 
f o r r e s o l u t i o n s . There being no others d e s i r i n g t o be heard, the Hearing was d e c l a r e d c l o s e d a t 
8:25 P.M. and the r e g u l a r s e s s i o n reconvened. 

Mayor Green asked members' wishes concerning the request f o r approval o f r e s o l u t i o n s f o r 
Park V i l l a g e , Inc. and V i r g i n i a Mennonite Hone, Inc. Councilman Cisney moved t h a t the f o l l o w i n g 
r e s o l u t i o n s u b s t a n t i a t i n g the request f o r V i r g i n i a Mennonite Home, be approved:

NOW BH IT RESOLVEB that the City Council of the City of 
Harrisonhurg, Virginia, this 14th day of Fehruary, 1984, does herehy 
express its support for the pending legislation hefore the General 
Assembly that the property of Virginia Mennonite Home, Ino. in 
Harrisonbuvg, Virginia, be and remain tax exempt pursuant to 
Article X, Sec. 6(a)(6) of the Constitution of Virginia.

A project office, 
swimming pool, tennis courts, -yard space and S21 parking spaces are proposed on 
the 8. 2 acre site, which has S75 feet of frontage on Old Fumace Road and 1, 250 
feet of frontage on extended Blue Ridge Drive and a secondary entrance is shown 
off Old Fumace Road. The project will he huilt In two phases, according to 
Architect Thomas .Wyant of Charlottesville. Fhase L will he on Blue Ridge Brive. 
MRM Associates, hy contract with Reherd Acres, Inc. will construct extended Blue 
Ridge Brive. Chairman Enedy noted that a pattem will he estahlished of traffic 
using Blue Ridge Brive and Meadowlark Drive, if access to Old Fumace Road is 
several months or years away.

P l a n n i n g D i r e c t o r S u l l i v a n presented three miaps: (1) s i t e p l a n showing 5 c l u s t e r s o f Condominiims, 
p r i v a t e p a r k i n g , t e n n i s c o u r t s , swimming p o o l , o f f i c e and Manager's Headquarters; (2) showing ex­
t e n s i o n o f Blue Ridge D r i v e and l o c a t i o n o f "J.ladison Manor" Condominiums; (3) showing zoning c a t e ­
g o r i e s i n the development ( i . e . s i n g l e f a m i l y , ccramercial, e t c . ) He noted t h a t a year ago,Council 
approved s i n g l e f a m i l y l o t s , as w e l l as sone others not conpleted. In A p r i l , 1983, group townhouse 
u n i t s were approved, although not co n s t r u c t at t h a t time.

Blue Ridge D r i v e was the Key s t r e e t t o 
the divelopment, which brought about a 60', r a t h e r than a 50' s t r e e t i n t h a t i t was considered as 
a connection f r o n O l d Furnace Road t o Country Club Road. He noted t h a t t o n i g h t . C o u n c i l i s reviewing 
acceptance o f a right-of-way f o r a f u t u r e s t r e e t . The developer w i l l s ubdivide, by c u t t i n g o f f 
about 8.2 acres o f a f i e l d . Mayor Green asked what time i s a n t i c i p a t e d f o r the p r o j e c t t o be com­
p l e t e d , i n t h a t 30 raonths i s set out f o r the s t r e e t , and was informed t h a t Phase I w i l l be s t a r t e d 
i n the very near f u t u r e , i f approved, w i t h no s p e c i f i c time l i m t f o r Phase I I .

He presented reproduced copies of the new Reherd Acres 
Master P l a n which s e t s out the b l o c k i n g of Blue Ridge D r i v e , Meadowlark D r i v e and Sparrow Court. 
I t proposed f o r t r a f f i c t o be r e - d i r e c t e d out of the R-3 area t o O ld Furnace Road, which would r e ­
duce t r a f f i c i n t o the R - l neighborhood. Mr. Riddlebarger s a i d t h a t Vine S t r e e t c o u l d be used, 
which i s already i n an R-4 raulti-faraily area. The P l a n would a l l o w f o r continuance o f the t r a f f i c 
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p a t t e r n frora Blue Ridge Into Meadowlark. He requested t h a t C o u n c i l evaluate the P l a n f o r the e n t i r e 
area. Although the p e t i t i o n e r s are not opposing a c t u a l c o n s t r u c t i o n o f the R-3 type p r o j e c t , Mf. 
Riddlebarger p e t i t i o n e d C o u n c i l t o be sure t h a t Reherd Acres developers p l a c e a b u f f e r zone between 
R-3 and R - l t o extend from V i n e S t r e e t t o 1-81, which c o u l d be duplex type homes. He, p e r s o n a l l y , 
does not want the developers t o l o s e money, but i s concemed about t r a f f i c f l o w through r e s i d e n t i a l 
s t r e e t s , which would be used as a short cut t o the northern p a r t o f the C i t y . He c a l l e d on the 
l a r g e group of r e s i d e n t s , present i n the raeeting, t o stand, i n d i c a t i n g support o f the p e t i t i o n . l!tr. 
S t a n l e y Turner, owner o f propert y at 912 Broad View D r i v e , d i r e c t e d C o u n c i l ' s a t t e n t i o n t o the 
o v e r a l l p l a n which was presented on Febmary 10th t o the P l a n n i n g Conmission, f o r extension of Blue 
Ridge D r i v e t o Old Furnace Road, which shows a cul-de-sac l e a d i n g o f f Blue Ridge D r i v e . The new 
p l a n shows t h i s as no cul-de-sac, but does show Blue Ridge D r i v e t y i n g i n t o sorae o f the s t r e e t s i n 
the northeast area, which would feed a l l t r a f f i c i n t o the R - l neighborhood, which should be p r o t e c ­
t e d from R-3 t r a f f i c . He noted t h a t i n the area between Broad View D r i v e and 1-81, there are about 
125 l o t s now zoned R - l , w i t h about 100 c h i l d r e n ranging i n age from i n f a n c y t e 16 years, w i t h i n 
the s i x b l o c k area, who need p r o t e c t i o n frem heavy t r a f f i c . He suggested c o n s i d e r a t i o n o f a 
b u f f e r , a l l the way through t o 1-81. Mr. DePoy s a i d t h a t the developers would be happy t o cooper­
ate i n any way, but added a p e r s o n a l o p i n i o n t h a t they cannot consider themselves on l y , but have t o 
consider neighbors on O l d Furnace Road which i s R - l zoned, as w e l l as Vin e S t r e e t on the west. He 
a l s o f e e l s t h a t the C i t y ' s eraergency s e r v i c e s ( i . e . p o l i c e & f i r e ) rausf be considered, i n t h a t they 
r e q u i r e sorae s o r t of loop i n the area, r a t h e r than j u s t one way i n and out. Mr, DePoy expressed 
no problera i n p r o v i d i n g a b u f f e r area, Mr. S u l l i v a n informed C o u n t i l t h a t the map was reviewed 
on February 15th by the Conmission, w i t h no formal reconmendation raade t o the goveming body,but 
o n l y t o Mr. Copper. There i s no r e p o r t from the Conmission t o n i g h t concerning the map, but Mr. 
S u l l i v a n s a i d he a n t i c i p a t e s t h a t a P l a n w i l l be r e c e i v e d f o r review at the l l a r c h 21st Commission 
raeeting. According t o the D i r e c t o r , a p r o p e r t y owner of Blue Ridge D r i v e , stopped by h i s o f f i c e 
f o r a copy of the Master P l a n , which has not been c o n p l e t e l y s t u d i e d by the P l a n n i n g Conmission. 
Mr. J.R.Copper,Jr., Land Surveyor, b r i e f l y presented the Master P l a n which was discussed by the 
Pl a n n i n g Canmission, and noted t h a t Blue Ridge D r i v e has been shown as a through s t r e e t s i n c e 
year 1974. He s a i d t h a t a l l aspects of the P l a n would be considered, i n c l u d i n g a b u f f e r zone, 
a f t e r which time they w i l l get back w i t h the Conmission t o work out f u r t h e r d e t a i l s . Councilman 
Robinson s a i d he was t o l d by a couple of r e s i d e n t s who had pm-chased homes on Blue Ridge D r i v e , 
t h a t according t o the developers, the s t r e e t would not be a through s t r e e t . Vice-Mayor D i n g l e d i n e 
r e f e r r e d t o rainutes of a p r e v i o u s C o u n c i l meeting, and o f f e r e d an o p i n i o n t h a t any a c t i o n should 
be postponed u n t i l the area i s f u r t h e r s t u d i e d by a l l concerned, and s a i d he would l i k e t o see 
every p o s s i b l e c o n s i d e r a t i o n g i v e n t o d e a l i n g w i t h the Condominium p r o j e c t , t o work i n the 
i n t e r e s t o f O l d Furnace Road, t o consider an entrance & e x i t on Old Furnace Road, and t o determine 
how t o best c o n t r o l t r a f f i c . He o f f e r e d a motion f o r the P l a n n i n g Conmission r e p o r t concerning 
"Madison Manor" Condominiums, t o be r e f e r r e d back t o the P l a n n i n g C a i m i s s i o n f e r a review of the 
o v e r a l l P l a n , p r i o r t o any a c t i o n by C o u n c i l w i t h r e g a r d t o i t s reconmendation. Councilman Robinson 
seconded the raotion and s a i d t h a t he agreed w i t h the Vice-Mayor i n h i s t h i n k i n g , and f e e l s i t i s 
appro p r i a t e t o re - e v a l u a t e the area frora the standpoint e f a l t e r n a t e r o u t e s which may be approved 
by the Conmission. The motion was adopted by a unaniraous vote of C o u n c i l . When Mayer Green again 
questioned the t i m e t a b l e f o f c o n s t m c t i o n of u n i t s i n the p r o j e c t , as conpared t o the 30 months 
allowed f o r the s t r e e t c o n s t m c t i o n , Mr. Copper r e p l i e d t h a t c o n s t m c t i o n o f Phase I I would depend 
on s a l e s i n Phase I , w i t h no s p e c i f i c tirae l i m i t . Councilman Cisney s a i d he would p r e f e r t h a t 
the matter not "drag on" but d e c i s i o n reached very soon. The question before C o u n c i l i s whether o r 
not t o accept d e d i c a t i o n of a right-of-way f o r extension of Blue Ridge D r i v e . 

y C i t y Manager Milam presented and read the f o l l o w i n g P l a n n i n g Conmission r e p o r t from a meeting 
h e l d en February 15, 1984: 

"...Mrs. Sherry Swrmers, president of the Harrisonburg Hesoue Squad, pre­
sented information regarding the Squad's proposals for expanding its meeting 
facilities. She as'ked for permission to locate a mobile home on City-owned 
property between Fire Co. Ho. 1 and the Civil Air Fatrol mobile home which was 
placed at the northwest end of the City property a few years ago. Mrs.Simmers 
explained that the Rescue Squad has several female memibers and the mobile home 
would serve as sleeping quarters for those females on duty ovemight. It would 
also serve as a meeting place. She added that it would be landscaped and have a 
brick foundation. Fire Chief Larry Shifflett told the Commissioners that he and 
the Rescue Squad officers explored all possible ways to accommodate the Squad, 
and the only need which cannot be met in the fire station is housing of females. 
He added fhat construction of two new fire stations will not 'free up ' additional 
space in the Maryland Avenue fire structure. 

Mr. Sullivan noted that the City's policy regarding mobile homes is to allow 
them for temporary purposes, such as construction-site offices, and not to allow 
them for permanent residential purposes. Mr. Byrd asked what time span or is 
'permanence desired'. He also asked if it will be large enough for the Squad's 
needs. 

Mr. Fleming described the request as a 'public and emergency need' for the 
general publio. He moved fhat the Flanning Commission recommend approval of 
placing a mobile home as a temporary structure, on City- owned property for the 
Harrisonburg Rescue Squad, betweem Fire Co. Ho. 1 and the Civil Air Patrol 
mobile home. Mr. Heath seconded fhe motion and all members present voted aye, 
with Mr. Milam abstaining..." 

Manager Milam c a l l e d a t t e n t i o n t e a l e t t e r frcm the Rescue Squad concerning the request, as w e l l 
as a diagram showing s p e c i f i c a t i o n s , l o c a t i o n and e l e v a t i o n o f the proposed mobile hone. Councilman 
Cisney o f f e r e d a raotion f o r the request of the Rescue Squad t o be granted, based on a tenporary 
s i t u a t i o n . The raotion was seconded by Councilraan Rhodes, and adopted by a unanimous vote o f C o u n c i l . 

The f o l l o w i n g P l a n n i n g Conmission r e p o r t from a Febmary 15th meeting was read by the C i t y 
Manager: 

"... Fire Chief Shifflett described two proposed locations for Fire Bepartment 
Sub-Stations and he referred to architectural drawings. T'he first location described 
is a 145' X 125' site on the north side of Pleasant 'Valley Road, opposite the Massa-
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-ty^ nutten Yo-Teeh Centev. Walkev Manufaotuving Company has offeved the site 
to the Ctty. This iooation is almost in the eentev of the South Main- ' 
Pleasant Yalley seetion of the City's newly annexed south end. The second 
location d&sevihed is a 2SS'' x 100'' site on the south side of East Mavket 
Stveet, adjacent to Martin's Eine Fumiture on Chestnut Eidge. Mv. Dale 
Wegnev may offev the site to the City and it is located in the city's 

• ' newly- annexed east end.. • Both of these sites ave in the geneval vicinity 
of what had heen vecommended fov Five Eepavtment Sub-Station locations 
in Septemhev 19-83. • 

• Conceming the south end site, Mv. Milam vepovted that site distance 
on Pleasant Yalley Eoad is excellent and the site is above the neavhy 
Blacks Eun. flood plain. Fov the east end site, a ovoss-ovev voad will 
have to be constructed hetween the, east-hound -and west-hound lanes of 
E.S. Eoute 33. .The City will huild this cross-ovev and extend watev 
and sewev lines to the site. The City Engineev and State'Eighway Engi-
neevs have checked the site distance faatovs wheve the ovoss-ovev is 
pvoposed, and have vepovted that safety standavds will he met. Mv. Fleming 
asked if the pvoposed sites will he lavge enough. The Five Chief said 
theve ave no' foveseeable needs -fov expanding the substations in the 
futuve. 

Mv. Eeath concluded the veview with a motion fov the Ccmmission to 
vecommend appvoval of the two pvoposed Five Bepartment Sub-Stations, 
one on Pleasant Yalley Eoad opposite Massanutten Yo-Tech and one on 
E.Mavket Stveet just west of Mavtin's' Fine Fuvnituve. Mv. Fleming 
seoonded the motion .and, all membevs voted aye..." 

P l a n n i n g D i r e c t o r S u l l i v a n e x p l a i n e d sketches of the two s u b - s t a t i o n s , n o t i n g t h a t the b u i l d i n g s 
w i l l be i d e n t i c a l . Councilman Cisney moved t h a t the recoranendation o f the C i t y P l a n n i n g Coranission 
be approved. The motion was seconded by Coxmcilman Robinson, and adopted by a unanimous vote of 
C o u n c i l . 

C i t y Manager Milam read the f o l l o w i n g r e p o r t submitted by the P l a n n i n g D i r e c t o r from a Comnis­
s i o n meeting h e l d on February 15, 1984: 

"...The Bivectov vepovted that the ad hoc cormittee studying mobile 
home zoning vegulations met on Januavy 25, 1984 and has oome up with two 
pvoposed zoning distvicts fov mobile home developments; one fov vental 
mobile home parks and one fov mobile home subdivisions, wheve the units 
and lots would be owned by the occupants. Copies of pvoposed ME-1 Mobile 
Eome Park Bistviot and ME-2 Mobile Eome Suhdivision Eistviots weve veviewed 
by the Cormissionevs. Messvs. Tvobaugh, Byvd, Sullivan, Bill Eeff and 
Eallas Eewing sewed on .the ad hoc committee. Seveval changes weve. made 
fvom the pvoposed text -which was consideved in public heavings in Eeeembev 
1982 and Januavy 1983. Mv. Byvd stvessed the need to adopt zoning vegula­
tions fov mobile home developments. Ee added that no changes will- occuv on 
the zoning map until an applioation fov vezoning to ME~1 ov ME-2 is appvoved 
on an individual case. 

Mv. Eeath concluded the discussion with a motion that the pvoposed texts 
fov ME-1 and ME-2 Mobile Eome Eistviots be vecommended to City Council fov 
final adoption. Mv. Fleming seconded the motion and all membevs pvesent 
voted aye..." 

Inasmuch as no a c t i o n has been taken w i t h r e g a r d t o zoning f o r n o b i l e homes, Manager Milam suggested 
t h a t i f approved, the C i t y Attorney draw a,proper ordinance f o r a f i r s t reading. When Coimcilman 
Cisney asked i f c o n s i d e r a t i o n had been given concerning the d i s c u s s i o n l a s t year, when a number of 
suggestions had been miade, Mr. S u l l i v a n r e p l i e d t h a t the ad hoc ccomittee named i n the Commission's 
r e p o r t , had thoroughly i n v e s t i g a t e d and discussed the matter, w i t h a f e e l i n g t h a t the zoning p r o ­
p o s a l f o r c o n s i d e r a t i o n at t h i s time, was r i g h t . He r e i t e r a t e d the f a c t t h a t no changes w i l l be 
made on the map u n t i l i n d i v i d u a l requests f o r rezoning are approved. Councilman Cisney moved t h a t 
an ordinance s e t t i n g out zoning f o r mobile heme d i s t r i c t s , as reconmended by the P l a n n i n g Conmission, 
be approved f o r a f i r s t reading, and r e f e r r e d t e the C i t y Attorney t o be drawn i n proper form. The 
motion was seconded by Vice-Mayor D i n g l e d i n e , and adopted by a unanimous recorded vote of C o u n c i l . 

C i t y Manager Milam reminded C o u n c i l t h a t the matter of a new b u i l d i n g t o house S o c i a l S e r v i c e s 
had been touched upon, and c i t e d the 1965 Conprehensive P l a n f o r a M u n i c i p a l Center, which had been 
di s c u s s e d e a r l i e r . The o n l y change i n the d i r e c t i o n of t h a t P l a n has been c o n s t r u c t i o n of the HEC 
b u i l d i n g . Mr, Tem Conners o f the S t a t e Welfare Department s a i d t h a t the s t a t e would p a r t i c i p a t e 
i n a l l phases of new q u a r t e r s , except purchase of land. P a r k i n g , landscaping e t c . w i l l be amortized 
; over the l i f e o f the b u i l d i n g , w i t h other s i z a b l e items amortized over an ei g h t - y e a r p e r i o d . The 
s t a t e w i l l pay o n l y f o r space occupied by the Welfare Department. When Councihmn Cisney asked 
about "up f r o n t " monies, Mr. Conners r e p l i e d t h ere would be none. The'state would request t o review 
the s t r u c t u r e t o be sure i t meets a l l s t a t e requirements. F o l l o w i n g the d i s c u s s i o n p e r i o d , Mayor 
Green expressed a p p r e c i a t i o n f o r the r e p o r t .

He gave the breakdown of 
federal, state and l o c a l fmding. .Mr. Smith noted that continued expansion and growth i n the 11.4 
square mile amexation from Rockingham Comty, along with the increase of JMU students, present a 
greater need f o r transportation services to be provided. Due to the fact that two of the routes 
are overcrowded, a 40' volvo denonstration bus w i l l be provided on a t r i a l basis. Should t h i s 
prove successful, purchase of one would be desired. Comcihnan Robinson asked the Director when 
the denonstrator would be here, and i f he f e l t t h i s would solve the City's problem of overcrowding. 
Mr. Smith r e p l i e d that the coach should be here i n the very near future and would be used as an 
experiment to determine i t s worth. When asked i f the bus would be ordered from the same Blue B i r d 
Canpany, Mr. Smith said i t would have to be bid. Miss Sandy Modell, Transportation Administrator, 
informed C o m c i l that they would be working i n the next few months to r e l i e v e crowding, with a 
need for some revisions i n the system. She noted that they have been able to determine the 
changes needed and to anticipate problems that may arise i n the next year. She offered an opinion 
that following the revisions, the bus route system should be a better one. When the Vice-Mayor 
asked i f the 40' bus would be an additional bus, and exactly what i t means, he was informed that 
a l l agencies would be using the vehicle as a t r a n s i t bus and i t would also be used as a back-up f o r 
fi x e d d a i l y routes i n the City. Manager Milam referred to the t o t a l of $ 398,580. as set out i n 
the project budget f o r the next f i s c a l year as project expenses, with breakdown of fmding as 
follows: federal, $ 278,184.; state, $ 43,603.; l o c a l , $ 76,796. Mayor Green c a l l e d on anyone 
present who may desire to be heard re the application f o r Transportation Grants. There being no 
one, he declared the public hearing closed at 8:01 p.m. and reconvened the regular session. 

The following proposed resolution was presented, with regard to the City's application f e r 
Sectien l 8 Transportation fmds, as discussed i n t h i s evening's public hearing: 

BE IT EESOLVEE by the City Counoil of the- City of Havvisonhurg, Vivginia, 
that the City Managev of the City of Havvisonhurg he authovized to execute and 
file an application to the Vivginia Eepartment of Eig'hways & Tvanspovtation, 
Commonwealth of Vivginia, fov a Gvant of Fedeval Fublic Tvanspovtation Assistance 
authovized undev Section 18 of the Uvhan Mass Tvanspovtation Act of 1964, as 
amended, in the amount of $ 278,184. to assist in the opevating, capital and ad­
ministvative cost of local public tvanspovtation sevvices, to accept fvom the 
Vivginia Bept. of Eig'hways & Tvanspovtation, Gvants in such amount as may he awavded, 
and to authovize the City Managev to furnish to the Vivginia Bept.of Highways & 
Tvanspovtation, suoh documents and othev infovmation as may he vequived fov pvooessing 
t'he Gvant vequest. 

FURTEER, BE IT RESOLVEB that the City Managev is' authovized fov and on hehalf 
of the City of Eavvisonhuvg, to execute and file an application to the Vivginia Eept. 
of Eig'hways & Tvanspovtation, special vevenues authovized undev hudget item 640 of 
the 1980 Acts of the Geneval Assembly- Chaptev 760, Item 640, Financial Assistance - ̂ . 
fov Mass Tvansit- in the amount of $ 7,070. to defvay fifty pevcent (50%) of the 
local matching shave fov administvative expenses and in the amount of $ 36, 533. to 
defvay ninety-five (95%,) pevcent of the local matching shave of the City of Eavvison­
huvg fov capital costs of an appvoved Fedeval Gvant, to 'accept fvom the Vivginia Dept. 
of Eighways & Tvanspovtation, Gvants in such - amount as may he awavded, and to authovize 
the City Managev to fuvnish to the Vivginia Eept.of Eighways & Tvanspovtation, such 
documents and othev infovmation as may he vequived fov pvooessing the Gvant vequest. 
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The Harrisonburg City Counoil certifies that the funds shall be used in 
aoeordanoe withtthe requirements of the UMTA Section 18 Program and the State 
Appropriation Act of 1980, that the City of Harrisonburg will provide matching 
funds in the ratio as required, and that the record of receipts and expendi­
tures of funds granted the City of Harrisonburg may be subject to audit by the 
Virginia Dept.of Highways & Transportation and by the State Auditor of Public 
Accounts. 

APPROVED this day of , 1984. 

Councilman Rhodes moved, that the resolution be approved, with authorization f o r the proper o f f i c i a l s 
to sign the same. The motion was seconded by Vice-Jilayor Dingledine, and adopted by a imanimous 
vote of Councilmen present. 

The following report from a Planning Ccmmission meeting held on March 21, 1984, was read by 
the C i t y Manager: 

The Commissioners reviewed the proposed Final Plan for Reherd Aores Subdivision, 
Unit 15, which involves 26 townhouse lots plus common area for par'king and green 
spaoe. They will be located on the west side of Vine Street, ccmrpleting the linking 
of Vine between Country Club Road and Old Fucmaae Road. The Director reported that 
b oth water and sewer lines are already installed in Vine Street right-of-way, .and 
Mr. DePoy stated that the street will be constructed in the summer of 1984. He 
added that Reherd Acres, Fnc. will be building the townhouses and all of the town-
houses along Vine Street will form their own homeowners'' association. The Director 
noted that utility easements for water, sewer and electric lines must be shovm on 
the. Final Plan. 

Mr. Rhodes moved that the Planning Commission recommend approval of the Final 
Plan for Reherd Aores Subdivision, Unit 15. Mr. Trobaugh seconded the motion and 
the motion passed unanimously..." 

Planning Director S u l l i v a n presented a map showing the portion of Vine Street now under construc­
t i o n , and reite r a t e d the fact that t h i s i s the l a s t l i n k to put the street together with paving, 
etc. Vice-Mayor Dingledine moved that the recommendation ef the Planning Commission be approved. 
The motion was seconded by Coimcilman Rhodes, and adopted by a unanimous vote of Councilmen present. 

^ The following Planning Caimission report frem the March 21st meeting m s read by the Ci t y 
Manager: 

"...The Director reviewed the Commission's February 15th recommendation to 
City Council conoeming the proposed site plan for 'Madison Manor'' condominiums, 
which Included extension of Blue Ridge Drive from Meadowlark Drive to Old Furnace 
Road. If approved and opened. Blue Ridge Drive will serve as a collector street 
with Country Club Road on the south and Old Fumace Road on the north. Another 
collector. Vine Street, will do the same farther to the west, thus disbursing 
traffic to some extent. The Director added that the Master Plan for Reherd Acres, 
approved in 1974, called for extension of Blue Ridge Drive to Old Furnace Road. 
Conoeming the proposed site plan for Madison Manor, no changes have been made by 
the developers, MKM Associates. Mr. J.R.Copper reported that the developers will 
open an access road off Old Furnace Road in the Phase I construction period, if 
the City requests it. A discussion with comments and questions frcm homeowners 
on Blue Ridge Drive involved need for traffic counts, a solution to the intersec­
tion at Vine Street and'Country Club Road, and when a 'new Master Plan' for the 
undeveloped land will be reviewed. Mr. Jack DePoy reported that he is showing a 
'new plan' to residents and Mr. Clyde Pugh said they will submit it to the Commis­
sion when they feel it meets the approval of the residents. 

Mr. Trobaugh concluded the discussion with a motion for the Commission to 
retum its February 15, 1984 recommendation to City Council, restating approval 
of the preliminary site plan of Madison Manor and the extension of Blue Ridge Drive 
from Meadowlark Drive to Old Furnace Road. Mr. Rhodes seconded the motion, adding 
that a special study be made of the Vine Street-Country Club Road intersection, 
and traffic counts be made on Blue Ridge Drive. The motion passed unanimously..." 

Manager Milam c a l l e d members' attention to the plan attached to the report, showing location of the 
proposed 8.2 acre "Madison llanor" condominiums, as i t relates to Old Fumace Road and e x i s t i n g 
Blue Ridge Drive. Mayor Green noted that inasmuch as seme questions had arisen at Council's Febm 
ary 28th meeting, he had met with various parties conceming the matter, 3 f o l d : the Ci t y has been 
given a right-of-my f o r widening of Old Furnace Road which w i l l r e l i e v e the t r a f f i c s i t u a t i o n ; 
the developer w i l l hasten opening of that portion of Blue Ridge Drive and Old Furnac^Road; the 
Cit y w i l l do the necessary t r a f f i c studies through the area. Councilman Rhodes said there i s seme 
concern about which end of Blue Ridge Drive w i l l be opened f i r s t . Mayor Green said the C i t y would 
improve Old Furnace Road, with the added space provided through the right-of-my to help t r a f f i c . 
Suggestion was made for a service route to be established f o r tmcks, during the constmction 
period. The Mayor said t h i s has been discussed with the developers,with assurance given that they 
would be w i l l i n g to open an access read into 1/Iadison Manor from Old Furnace Road, and the Mayor 
rep l i e d that i t would be opened a l l the way, with Blue Ridge Drive going straight through, with 
an e x i t from the service road. Following discussion. Councilman Rhodes offered a motien f o r Council 
to approve the recaimendation of the Planning Caimission f o r approval of the preliminary plan for 
"Madison Manor" condominiums and extension of Blue Ridge Drive. Vice-Mayor Dingledine seconded the 
motion after adding to the motion that the access read be provided i n Phase I of the project. 
The motion m s adopted by a unanimous vote of Councilmen present. Councilman Rhodes then offered 
a second motion f o r the matter of through tmcks i n the area to be referred to the Harrisonburg 
Department of Transportation 8E Safety Commission f o r study and report. This motion m s seconded by 
Councilman Robinson, and adopted by a unanimous vote of Councilmen present. A resident of Meadowlark 
Drive, present i n the meeting, had expressed concern about through tmcks on that, and other r e s i ­
d ential streets i n the area.

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City Manager Milam read the following Planning CorcrHission report frcm i t s March 21, 1984 meet­
ing f o r Council's consideration: 

"...The Ccmniss-ioners reviewed a map of revisions to Lots Z, 4 & S in the L.D. 
Gable Subdivision, looated on the south side of Fleasant Hill Road, between .Emery 
.Street and Central Avenue. The Eireotor distributed oopies of the Commission's 
Eovember '298S review and approval of a proposed apartment complex which is now 
under construction on these dots. The 20-unit project, 'Kingsway Apartments', are 
being built by Mr. Sevy Eexrode. The proposed Einal Elan is in accordance with 
the Eovember 1983 review, but Mr. Sullivan asked that Mr. Rexrode check with 
Copper & Smith to confirm whether or not a 5'' strip of land is being dedicated to 
the City along Pleasant Eill Eoad. 

Mr. Trobaugh concluded the discussion with a motion that the Commission 
recommend approval of the revised E.L.Cable Subdivision, subject to confirmation 
that a 5' strip is dedicated along Pleasant Eill Road. Mr. Rhodes seconded the 
motion.and the motion pass.ed unanimously..." 

Planning Director S u l l i v a n informed Council that Mr. Rexrode had given assurance i n November 1983 
that the 5' s t r i p would be dedicated, as promised, and added that the pl a t would be changed p r i o r 
to obtaining signatxrres of the proper o f f i c i a l s . Vice-Mayor Dingledine offered a motion for Council 
to accept the report of the Planning Conmission and approve r e v i s i o n of l o t s i n the D.D.Cable Sub­
d i v i s i o n , subject to dedication of the 5' s t r i p along Pleasant H i l l Road, and necessary changes 
on the P l a t . The motion was seconded by Councilman Robinson, and adopted by a unanimous vote of 
Councilmen present. 

Mrs. Carolyn Shank, Chairman of the Harrisonbto-g C i t y School Board, was present i n the meeting, 
along with other members of the Board, f o r the purpose of presenting the proposed 1984-85 budget, 
which i s required by law. Disbursements and Revenue requests t o t a l $ 9,763,624., representing an 
increase ef $ 1,307,829. ever the cm-rent f i s c a l year. The City's requested appropriation of 
$ 6,506,056. for 1984-85 represents an increase ef $ 892,571. over the current f i s c a l year. Mrs. 
Shank noted that the state c a l l s f o r a 10% salary increase f o r teachers, and expects the l o c a l i t i e s 
to pick up the difference. She explained i n d e t a i l , various areas which necessitate the increase 
i n rppropriation, and noted that the Board had been working d i l i g e n t l y to reduce items, wherever 
possible, and added a personal opinion that the proposed budget i s a r e a l i s t i c one. Following the 
presentation and discussion, Mayor Green expressed appreciation for the report. 

Canmissioner of Revenue Smith was present i n the meeting to present h i s proposed budget f e r 
f i s c a l year 1984-85, which r e f l e c t s a 10% salary increase, subject to confirmation by the State 
Ccmpensation Board. He noted that i t had been indicated l a s t year that Council w i l l be going along 
with the Ccmpensation Board and informed memibers that a meeting w i l l be held at James Madison 
University on Tuesday, A p r i l 3rd, by the Board. He suggested that i t would be helpf u l f o r any 
members of Council to attend t h i s meeting and support an increase i n i t s share of appropriation. 
Ifr. Smith also asked Coimcil f o r a transfer of al l o c a t i o n from the c i t y budget to his department 
for the increase i n hospital insurance, and replacement ene car which i s badly needed. He said he 
hoped that Council woul see f i t to approve his budget of $ 143,448. for the 1984-85 f i s c a l year. 

Ci t y Treasurer Beverly Simmons, i n presenting her proposed budget requests f o r the 1984-85 
f i s c a l year, said that she was also asking a 10% salary increase f o r enployees i n h i s o f f i c e , and 
that her budget, which i s s e l f explanatory, i s i n t o t a l amount of $ 118,801. f o r the 1984-85 f i s c a l 
year. 

C i t y Manager Milam informed Coimcil that he was i n receipt of correspondence from the Upper 
Valley Regional Park Authority en several occasions, requesting funds: A January '84 request f o r 
$ 10,000.; February 9th request f o r $ 10,000. for year 1985; Febmary 23rd l e t t e r requesting 
$ 10,000. inmediate appropriation which i s needed to open f a c i l i t i e s next week for spring, and a 
February 24th request f o r support of the Authority's budget f o r the current year and a one-time con­
t r i b u t i o n toward the Authority's debt of $ 30,000. from each of the four p a r t i c i p a t i n g j u r i s d i c t i o n s 
Harrisonburg, Staunton, Rockingham County and Augusta Coimty. Funding i s needed for some c a p i t a l 
needs for the two parks (Grand Caverns and Natural Chimneys), which are operated by the Authority. 
Manager Milam sa i d that he had attended a meeting with the other three j u r i s d i c t i o n s t h i s morning, 
and i t was agreed that each representative present would present a request to h i s l o c a l governing 
body to approve an appropriation of $ 10,000. f o r the Authority's inmediate emergency need. The 
Cit y of Staunton had made i t s contribution yesterday. He noted that he would l i k e to discuss seme 
leg a l matters with Council at a l a t e r date. Councilman Rhodes moved that an alppropriation ef 
$ 10,000, for the Upper Valley Regional Park Authority, be approved f o r a f i r s t reading, as reccm­
mended by the Ci t y Manager, and that: 

$ 10,000. chgd.to: General Fund - Unappropriated Fund Balance 
10,000. approp.to: General Fund (9104-5604.08) Support of Conraunity 8s C i v i c 

Organizations- Upper Valley Regional Park Authority. 
The motion was seconded by Councilman Robinson, and adopted by a unanimous recorded vote of 
Councilmen present. 

Correspondence dated 3/22/84 fron the U t i l i t y B i l l i n g Department was presented, requesting 
authorization to charge o f f c i t y records a l i s t of delinquent accounts f o r years 1982 and 1983, 
t o t a l i n g $ 4,466.79. I t was noted that none ef the l i s t e d consumers presently have service with 
the City, and accounts have proven uncoUectable through e f f o r t s which have been made. C i t y Manager 
Mlam raninded members that although delinquent accounts are charged o f f , they are collectable, 
should a delinquent consumer again request water, sewer or refuse service with the City. He noted 
that the amount of $ 25.00 which i s required under the UDAP Program as payment by James Madison 
University toward unpaid delinquent accounts of JMU students, has proven i n s u f f i c i e n t to cover 
b i l l s which may be l e f t when a proposed increase of payment by JMU f o r the next regular meeting of 
Council. Additional d e t a i l s concerning the Program w i l l be brought to Council f o r that meeting. 
Following a review ef the delinquent l i s t . Councilman Rhodes offered a motion f o r the Department 
of U t i l i t y B i l l i n g to be authorized to charge o f f the accounts. The motion was seconded by Council­
man Robinson, and adopted by a unanimous vote of Ceuncilmen present. 
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A l i s t of delinquent accounts which renain mpaid i n the Department of Transportation, and 
which have proven m c o l l e c t a b l e through e f f o r t s which have been made by both the department and 
City Treasurer's Office, was presented. The l i s t of mpaid accomts t o t a l $ 749.30 and covers the 
period from 1979 through 1982. When question was raised i n C o m c i l concerning the department's 
p o l i c y of extending credit to those iising the City's transportation systen,the Director assured 
members that t h i s would no longer be the case, and that passengers would be hauled on a cash basis. 
On motion of Comcilman Ehodes, seconded by Vice-JJayor Dingledine, and a manimous vote of 
Comcilmen present, the Transportation Department was authorized to charge the delinquent accomts 
off i t s records, with the mderstanding that any of those l i s t e d would not be accoramedated i n the 
future, m t i l the amount charged o f f as delinquent, has been paid i n f u l l . 

/ Inasrauch as C o m c i l has been asked to conrait f i n a n c i a l support to the V i r g i n i a Horse Center 
to be located at the Eockingham Comty P a i r Gromds f a c i l i t i e s , i f so designated by the V i r g i n i a 
General Assembly, C i t y Manager Milam presented the following proposed resolution f o r Comcil's 
consideration: 

WEEREAS, the Virg-inia General Assembly has established. the goint -Legislative 
Subcommittee studying the establishment of -a Yirginia Eorse Center, the Yirginia 
General Assembly would designate- a location in Yirginia as the Yirginia Eorse 
Center; and 

WEEREAS, -the placement of the Yirginia Eorse Center at the Eockingham/ ' 
Earrisonburg facilities is supported by an extensive feasibility study done for 
the Central Ehenandodh Elanning Eistriot; and 

WEEEEAS, the Virginia State Eepartment of Agriculture has found that the 
financial stimulation resulting from such a facility to the Yirginia economy 
would be an estimated 62 million dollars .over the first four years; and 

WEEEEAS, the Virginia Lepartment of Conservation and Economic Eevelopment 
estimated that travel generated tax revenue alone from the facility would be 
approximately 1. 7 million dollars in a four year period; and 

WEEEEAS, estimates based on 132 days per year usage of the facility will 
increase the estimated annual direct revenues to the City by $ 250,000.00 ex­
clusive of additional local labor and supplies; and 

WEEEEAS, the Bockingham County Fair Association has offered its facilities 
as the location for the Virginia Eorse Center if it can be established on a 
feasible financial basis; and 

WEEEEAS, the financial support of all local goveming bodies is needed, 
EOW, TEEEEEORE, BE LT RESOLVEB that the City Council of Earrisonburg, 

Virginia, does hereby endorse the concept of the Virginia Eorse Center to be 
located at the Eockingham County Fairgrounds. 

FUETEEE EESOLVEB that to evidence our support for the location of the 
Virginia Eorse Center at the Eockingham County Fairgrounds, the City Council 
directs the City Manager to develop apian that is compatible with the City 
revenue prog ections and budget requirements so that up to one million dollars 
$$1,000,000.00) will be made available for the design and cosntruotion of the 
facility subgect to the following additional conditions which must be met: 

(1) The Virginia General Assembly must designate the Eockingham County 
Fairgrounds, - located in Rockingham County, Yirginia, as the location for the 
construction of the Virginia Eorse Center; 

(2) The assurance that the Commonwealth or other sources will fund fully 
the design and construction of such faciiity, in addition to those funds com­
mitted by said City and said County; and 

(3) That the goveming board of such Virginia Eorse Center facility must 
agree to accept the appointment of at least one representative on such goveming 
board,to be appoint by the City Council.

City Manager Milam said that i t has been reported that i f , and when, the Horse Center i s b u i l t and 
i n operation, the l o c a l econoray of the f a c i l i t y would generate approximately $7 m i l l i o n to the 
l o c a l area. He noted that the estimate as set out i n the resolution i s based on use of motel rocms 
and taxes -which w i l l be charged. The best estimate of what the City would r e a l i z e i s $ 168,000. 
additional tax revenue annually, which means that the investment of $1,million would be recovered 
i n about a 10 year period. Following discussion, Comcilman Eobinson moved that the resolution 
be approved, with authorization f o r the proper o f f i c i a l s to sign the same. The motien was seconded 
by Vice-?/Iayor Dingledine, and adopted by a maniraous vote of Comcilmen present. 

For Comcil's information. C i t y Manager Milam reported that he -was i n receipt of correspondence 
frcm the V i r g i n i a Departraent of Highways & Transportation dated March 16, 1984, advising that the 
Conmission had approved the addition of 0.91 mile of Primary Extension and the net addition of 
1.39 miles of "Other Streets" e l i g i b l e f o r maintenance payment at the annual rate of $ 6,089. and 
$ ,§04. per moving lane available to peak hexrr t r a f f i c amually, and maintained to a standard 
satisfactory to the Canmission. Payments w i l l be. e f f e c t i v e , begiming the t h i r d quarter, January 
1, 1984, for payment due a f t e r Maxch 31, 1984. A resolution requesting the maintenance payments 
had been approved by C o m c i l on January 24, 1984. Manager Milam noted that next year's estimated 
income to the City to be used for street & highway work i s $ 928,688., which amomt -will be r e ­
f l e c t e d on the revenue side of next year's budget. 

^ C i t y Manager Milam reminded C o m c i l that authorization had been granted at the l a s t regular 
meeting f o r camping to be r e s t r i c t e d within 500' of Switzer Dam, i n order to protect the area. He 
reccmmended that authorization be granted at t h i s tirae f o r a gate to be i n s t a l l e d where t r a f f i c 
turns o f f Eoute 33 west to the Skidmore roadway at the bottom of the h i l l , or at the f i r s t stream 
crossing. He said he anticipated some repercussion i f the area i s closed o f f , but that property 
owners i n the area have conplained, i n that 4-wheel ch-ive vehicles are ccming into the area for 
camping, which necessitates some protection f o r t h e i r properties. Manager Milam said that the gate 
would be open dinring hmting season, and that cars -would park i n the C i t y Park area. The Ci t y -will

i n s t a l l the gate and post signs, i f approved. Locks w i l l be placed on the gate by both the C i t y 
and Forestry Service. Following a b r i e f discussion. Councilman Rhodes moved that Council approve 
i n s t a l l a t i o n of the gate, x^ere necessary.

request of the Harrisonburg Redevelopment & Housing Authority, Vice-Mayor Dingledine moved 
that Council enter an executive session with the Authority's representatives to discuss a l e g a l 
matter at t h i s time (9:35 P.M.). The motion was seconded by Councilman Robinson, and adopted by 
a unanimous vote of Councilmen present. 

At 10:55 P.M., on motion duly adopted, the executive session was declared closed and the 
regular session reconvened.

Mr. Mike 
Lowry o f the Harrisonburg R e t a i l Merchants' A s s o c i a t i o n , p o i n t e d out t h a t t r a f f i c would be detoured 
up Bmce S t r e e t t o Mason S t r e e t , and the Court Square area would not be c l o s e d o f f . Chief of P o l i c e 
Presgrave s a i d h i s concern was whether o r not t r a f f i c c o u l d swing up Bmce t o Mason. Councilman 
Cisney asked about the p o s s i b i l i t y of u s i n g the upper l e v e l of the E l i z a b e t h S t r e e t p a r k i n g deck 
f o r t h e event, i n view of a p r o b l a n i n b l o c k i n g o f f a s e c t i o n of South Main S t r e e t . The Chief noted 
t h a t p a r k i n g permits had been s o l d f o r spaces on the top deck, but s a i d he d i d not know how many 
park t h e r e on a Saturday morning. Mr. Lowry o f f e r e d an o p i n i o n t h a t impact of the a c t i v i t y would 
be l o s t i n an open p a r k i n g deck, and added t h a t the Club d e s i r e s t o catc h t r a f f i c t h a t would a l s o 
p a t r o n i z e downtown businesses. Ms. M i l l e r s a i d the Club would work i n any way, i n order t o h o l d the 
F e s t i v a l downtown. Vice-Mayor Di n g l e d i n e s a i d h i s thought was f o r the l a r g e area on south Court 
Square, w i t h a p o s s i b i l i t y of b l o c k o f f t h a t s i d e of the Square during those hours. Mr. Lowry s a i d 
t h a t 50 t o 60 a r t i s t s d i s p l a y t h e i r work, which r e q u i r e s a great d e a l of space. Mayor Green s a i d 
t h a t C o u n c i l wants t o conply w i t h the request e f the Club, and asked the C i t y Manager and Chi e f e f 
P o l i c e t o work -with Mr. Lowry t o determine what, can be worked out. 

The f o l l o w i n g Proclamation was read, f o r C o u n c i l ' s c o n s i d e r a t i o n o f approval:

Councilman Cisney offered a motion 
f o r the ordinance to be approved for a f i r s t reading. The motion was seconded by Comcihmn 
Robinson, and adopted by a manimous recorded vote of C o m c i l . 

"*''^ty Manager Milam informed C o m c i l that two property owners had been n o t i f i e d i n w r i t i n g by 
the City Engineer, that eminent domain proceedings may have to be i n i t i a t e d by the Ci t y i n order 
to obtain sewer easanents across t h e i r properties f o r construction of the "Boxwood" Collector 
sewer, m l e s s af f i i m a t i v e r e p l i e s were received by March 30th, accepting the l a s t and f i n a l o f f e r 
to purchase the easanents. Manager Milam asked.that he be authorized to work with the Ci t y Attorney 
i n f i l i n g s u i t s i t i Rockingham Comty C i r c u i t Court. The matter has been discussed by the Ci t y 
Engineer and C i t y Attorney, p r i o r to t h i s time. The sewer c o l l e c t o r systan w i l l be located i n the 
southern amexation area, and w i l l serve several houses that are presently using septic tanks. He 
noted a p o s s i b i l i t y that one. ef the two property owners may s e t t l e f o r the City's f i n a l o f f e r , 
p r i o r to f i l i n g of the s u i t . Eollowing discussion, Comcilman Cisney moved that the C i t y Manager 
be authorized t o work with the Ci t y Attorney concerning the s u i t s . The motion was seconded by 
Vice-Mayor Dingledine, and adopted by a manimous vote of C o m c i l . 

Eor information, Mayor Green reported that through a telephone c a l l today. Walker Manufacturing 
extended an i n v i t a t i o n to t h e i r pranises, by manbers of C o m c i l , on A p r i l 19th, 11:00 a.m.at which 
time he w i l l be presented the deed to property donated to the City of Harrisonburg as location f e r 
a f i r e sub-station, by an o f f i c i a l from Wisconsin. Other i n v i t e d guests w i l l also be present. 

''^Comcilman Robinson registered a conplaint(s) he had received conceming loose gravel on Clay 
Street, Alleghany Street, Broad View Drive, etc., which poses a danger to bicycles, etc., and asked 
i f the Ci t y intends to do additional work i n the area. Assistant C i t y Manager Driver said he had 
not reviewed the Street Department's budget and was not aware of proposed projects. C o m c i l asked 
the C i t y Manager to look into the si t u a t i o n through contact with the Superintendent of Streets. 

^^Comcihnan Robinson said he had also received conplaints of motorists who expressed d i f f i c u l t y 
on entering Port Road i n morning hours, when going south on 1-81, up the ranp, and tuming l e f t . 
The l e f t turn r e s u l t s i n a long wait. 

At 8:28 P.M., Vice-Mayor Dingledine moved that C o m c i l enter an executive session to discuss a 
leg a l matter, on request of the C i t y Manager. The motion was seconded by Comcihmn Robinson, and 
adopted by a manimous vote of Co m c i l . 

At 10:00 P.M., Comcilman Cisney moved that the executive session be closed and the regular 
session reconvened. The motion was seconded by Comcilman Rhodes, and adopted. There being no 
fiirther business, the meeting was adjourned.

Minutes of the regular meeting held on A p r i l 10th were approved, as corrected. 

Ms. Kimberly M i l l e r , representing the Harrisonburg J m i o r Women's Clu-, was present i n the 
meeting as a follow-up of her l e t t e r , requesting that South Main Street be blocked o f f to t r a f f i c 
from Grand Piano Furniture to the Sovran Bank, for the Club''s 10th F a l l Arts F e s t i v a l on Saturday, 
October 6th, 7 a.m. - 6 p.m. She noted that other F e s t i v a l s had been held en the Court House lawn, 
which i s no longer permitted. According te Ms. M i l l e r , t h i s i s a wholesome entertainment for the 
conmmity, and gives a r t i s t s an opportmity to display t h e i r work. I t i s not a money making 
project f o r the Club, but merely i t s way of enriching the coramunity into the world of art. Mr. Mike 
Lowry of the Harrisonburg R e t a i l Merchants' Association, pointed out that t r a f f i c would be detoured 
up Bmce Street to Mason Street, and the Court Square area would not be closed o f f . Chief ef Po l i c e 
Presgrave said his concern was whether or not t r a f f i c could swing up Bmce to Mason. Comcilman 
Cisney asked about the p o s s i b i l i t y of using the upper l e v e l of the Elizabeth Street parking deck 
fe r the event, i n view of a problan i n blocking o f f a section of South Main Street. The Chief noted 
that parking permits had been sold f e r spaces on the top deck, but said he did not know how raany 
park there on a Saturday morning. Mr. Lowry offered an opinion that inpact of the a c t i v i t y would 
be l o s t i n an open parking deck, and added that the Club desires to catch t r a f f i c that would also 
patronize downtown businesses. Ms. M i l l e r said the Club would work i n any way, i n order to hold the 
F e s t i v a l downtown. Vice-Mayor Dingledine said h i s thought was f o r the large area on south Court 
Square, with a p o s s i b i l i t y of block o f f that side of the Square during those hours. Mr. Lowry said 
that 50 to 60 a r t i s t s display t h e i r work, which requires a great deal of space. Mayor Green said 
that C o m c i l wants to conply with the request of the Club, and asked the C i t y Manager aud Chief of 
P o l i c e to work with Mr. Lowry to determine what can be worked out.

On motion of Vice-Mayor Dingledine, seconded by Councilman Rhodes, and a -unanimous vote of Councii, 
the Proclamation -was approved, and signed by the lilayor. 

Messrs. Chuck Stigberg, mianager of Warner Amex Cable Ccrammications Ccttpany, and Bruce 
Wallinger, attorney for Warner Amex, -were present i n the meeting concerning a request for increase 
i n basic t v cable rate. Attorny Wallinger noted that additional f i n a n c i a l and other information 
was prepared, but not made available f o r manbers of Coxmcil x m t i l today. In view of t h i s , he said 
he f e l t sure that manbers would want to review t h i s infoimation p r i o r to any action by Council.

Hartman Seconded the motion and att 
members voted In lavon.. Hft.. Pugh assured the Commission that a. copy ol 
the bond wilt be pfiovlded as soon, as dosing Is completed with MRM 
Ass ociates..." 

Planning Director S u l l i v a n pointed out the area location on a map, and noted that two ways i n and 
out, have been proposed on the P l a t . Following a b r i e f discussion, Councilman Cisney moved that 
Council approve the reccmmendation as stated by the Planning Comiission i n i t s report. The motion 
was seconded by Vice-Mayor Dingledine, and adopted by a unanimous vote of Council. 

•̂ •'The following Planning Commission report from i t s A p r i l 18, 1984 meeting, was presented and 
read: , 

"..Hft. J.R.Copper descfvibed a pftoposed Master Plan loft the undeveloped 
pofitlon ol Reherd Acres. He noted that 67 single Iamlly lots are planned. 
Including 25 In Unit 14. Moftth ol the single Iamlly area, a strip ol 
pftoposed duplex lots are shown, Iftom. extended Blue Ridge Vflve over to 
Interstate 81. The northern pofttlon, with 46.6 acres zoned R-3 Hultlple 
Dwelling District, Indicates'a loop ftoad system and the possibility ol 
924 multiple diMeJLling units. Pftoposed 'Madison Hanoft's' 156 condominiums 
are part ol these units. Hft. Copper explained that some ol the buHer ol 
duplex lots Is pftesentty zoned R-l, and Reherd Acre.s, Inc. will ftestrid 
these lots by covenants to duplex units only, l l ftezoned to R-3 District. 
Hft. Jack DePoy ftepofited that he has shown this pftoposal to sevenl nearby 
homeowners, and he hopes the plan can be Implemented as shown. However,., 
he noted that due to two large sinkholes In the R-l pofitlon, some ol these 
lots may be undevelopable. He also suggested limiting the duplex strip to 
the south side ol the pftoposed street which would serve them. Hft. Tftobaugh 
wondered l l the overall design ol streets Is good planning, since access 
loft such a large area Is limited In the attempt to separate all the single 
Iamlly lots Iftom the higher density area. 

Hft., Eleming concluded the discussion with a mot-on to fteeommend accep­
tance ol the Master Plan loft Reherd Acres 'In concept.' Hft. Heath seconded 
the motion and all members voted In lavoft.. Hft. Copper was asked to woftk 
with Hft.. Sullivan ftegardlng any lofimal ftezonlng ol land In the duplex 
buller area..." . 

Mr. Sul l i v a n stated that the Master Plan i s f o r the s t i l l undeveloped land i n Reherd Acres Subdivi­
sion, and pointed out the areas on a map. He noted that additional rezoning to R-3 w i l l have to be 
requested, i n that covenants set out construction of duplex houses only, along the middle s t r i p , 
which i s presently zoned R - l single family r e s i d e n t i a l . Concept of the Plan i s based prim a r i l y on 
the street pattern. Mayor Green made reminder that residents i n the area are opposed to through 
streets into the r e s i d e n t i a l area, and have expressed a desire for a buffer s t r i p . A c c e s s i b i l i t y 
of emergency vehicles entering the area also has to be considered. He offered an opinion that the 
Plan serves as a ccrapromise, and the Planning Director agreed. Mr. Copper said that the developers 
are i n the process of getting together re the request f o r R-3 zoning for the duplex houses. Manager 
Milam pointed out the fact that a street pattern "has nothing to do with zoning", and added that 
the Planning Ccmmission i s s t r i v i n g t o . s a t i s f y neighbors i n the comprcmise. Mr. Sul l i v a n reminded 
Council that a Plan f o r the land was not accepted by the Planning Commission i n February of t h i s 
year, but that a Plan of seme type f o r the area was desired. Following discussion. Councilman 
Cisney moved that Council approve the recaimendation of the Plan ning Cbnmission, and accept the 
Reherd Acres Master Plan " i n concept." The motion was seconded by Councilman Rhodes, and adopted 
by a unanimous vote of Council.

"...The Commissioner ftevlmed a pftoposed site plan loft 98 apartments on 

5.45 acres ol the Eby Pftoperty oH-South Avenue. A new public street would have 
to be dedicated and constructed by Hft. Eby, and a 50' easenent to the Tolson 
pftoperty must be shown, based on earlier agfteements between the two pftoperty. 
owners. H appftoved, Hft. Sevy Rexfto.de plans to construct 98 one-bedroom apart­
ments with 196 oil-street parking spaces. The Blacks Run llood plain encompasses 
most ol.the 5.45 acres, which have been lilted In over ftecent months to raise 
the building sites abote the 100-year llood plain. Building OHlclat John Byftd 
discussed his concern about the M-l Industrial District zoning text, which allows 
ftesldential devetopment In .a_ block which Is already developed 50% oft mofte, with 
dwellings. The Eby pftoperty Is zoned H-1 Indixstrial, and a leed mitt plus the 
Wayne Oxygen Supply Company exist on adjacent land. Hft. Sullivan ftepanted that 
City Attoftney Lapsley has looked at the Oftdlnance and Zoning Hap, and leels 
South Haln Street and Central Avenue Iftom the nearest Intersecting streets, 
thus Eby's pftoperty Is In a 'block' wity 910' ol ftesldential Iftontage. Thus, 
additional dwellings could be allowed on H-1 pftoperty. Mft. Byftd noted that the 
Zoning Oftdlnance doesn't dellne, a block, and he stressed the fteason loft the 
'Intent' paragraph which tries to set the tone loft each zoning district. II he . 
denies a building permit loft apartments, his decision could be appealed to the 
Board ol Zoning Appeals. Another option would be loft Hft. Eby to ftequest ftezon-
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Ing oi kU pfiopeAty ifiom U-1 to R-3. Messns. Rhodes and Uttam suggested 
the ftezonlng pftoeess, even though the stte has fwJJjwad stdlng and a ieed 
mtlZ exists adjacent to the pftoposed pftojeet. Vft. Enedy suggested splitting 
the 5.45 aeftes, keeping the fmtVtoad side M-.l, Hft. Byftd stfteSsed the Intent 
pa/tagJtaph as the gutdtng Item ioft all zoning dlseusslons. 

Wt. Eleming then moved ioft the Planning Commission to deny the pftoposed 
site plan ioft 98 apafttments In an H-1 Indusftlal Vlstftlct. Hft. Heath seeonded 
the motion. The vote ior the motion passed unanimously. The Commlsslonets 
suggested to Hft. Eby that he get tagetheft with the VlJteetoft and Bulldtng 
OiileloJL to decide what: ftezonlng, l i any, should be punsued..." 

Attorney Larry Hoover pointed out that the property i s zoned M-l I n d u s t r i a l , and conprised of 5| 
acres o f f South Avenue. He noted that according to the C i t y Attorney, there i s no s p e c i f i c d e f i n i ­
t i o n ef a "block", but added the fa c t that there i s f a r more r e s i d e n t i a l i n the area., than indus­
t r i a l . According to Mr. Hoover, t h i s i s an unusual s i t u a t i o n , with severe timing problem f o r the 
developer. Mf. Rexrode fe e l s there i s a need for more apartments i n t h i s area, due to i t s proximity 
to James Madison University. Mf. Hoover stated that the property i s o f f - s t r e e t , and served by a 
50' right-of-way, secluded frcm t r a f f i c . He said he f e l t that "Liberty Square" would be open to 
an apartment conplex, i n that i t i s a conpatible use. He noted that the property has been "on the 
market" for ten years, with no sale as i n d u s t r i a l property, and said he f e e l s i t i s reasonable to 
use i t for conpatible use.' The apartments would create s i g n i f i c a n t tax revenue f o r the City. He 
would l i k e to ask Council to approve the s i t e plan, but i s aware that same -was denied by the Plan­
ning Commission. A suggestion was made for the Plan to be ref erred back to the Planning Ccranission 
for special re-consideration. Mr. Eby i s w i l l i n g to f i l e application to have the property rezoned 
i f i t cannot become r e s i d e n t i a l under the present request, but Mr. Hoover pointed out that t h i s 
procedro-e would take u n t i l J u l y or August, at which time the building season would be over. Mf. 
Martin Eby concrn-red i n statements made by Attomey Hoover. Mr. Sevy Rexrode said he hoped to 
constmct 24 of the units by August or September of t h i s year. Planning Director S u l l i v a n reported 
that a siding comes i n o f f the C-W r a i l r o a d . The map before Cormcil i s f o r the rezoning of 5 acres, 
which, i n h i s opinion, i s breaking up the zoning pattern. The zoning plan -was set up because of 
the r a i l r o a d , and possibly the Southern States M i l l . He presented copies of' the Ordinance governing 
an M-l Ind u s t r i a l D i s t r i c t , and pointed out that the primary purpose -was to allow M-l I n d u s t r i a l 
itans i n the area, while the apartment conplex request i s r e s i d e n t i a l . M-l In d u s t r i a l has been 
the character of the area for many years. C i t y Attorney Lapsley s a i d that the c i t y ' s ordinance 
does not imply what a "block" i s , but offered an opinion that the area between Central Avenue and 
South Main Street, constitutes a block. C i t y Manager Milam said the owner weuld have to dedicate 
land for a street, and cul-de-sac f o r anergency vehicles, etc., and that the d e t a i l s weuld have 
to be worked out with the Street Department. He noted that the purpose of the d i s t r i c t , was h i s 
reason for h i s vote i n denying approval of the s i t e plan, and added that the owner would have to 
f i l e application f o r rezoning to R-3 Residential. Councilman Rhodes said he would l i k e c l a r i f i c a ­
t i o n of the paragraph r e l a t i n g t o 50% r e s i d e n t i a l i n a block. Councilman Robinson suggested that 
Messrs. . Byrd and Su l l i v a n work out a solution. Councilman Rhodes asked i f i t wouldn't be faster to 
go through the rezoning process, than by r e f e r r a l back and f o r t h between Coimcil and the Planning 
Conmission. Mr. Eby made an observation that i t weuld be inpossible to rezone land which was sold 
off as Indu s t r i a l . Manager Milam said i f rezoning i s not ptn-sued, the Building O f f i c i a l has the 
authority to issue, or refuse to issue b u i l d i n g permits, under the present text. Should the owner 
desire to appeal the decision of the Building O f f i c i a l , the next step would be before the Board of 
Zoning Appeals. Eollowing the lengthy discussion, Cotmcilman Cisney moved that the Planning Com­
mission report be referred back to the Ccranission with i n s t m c t i o n s f o r c l a r i f i c a t i o n of a "block" 
frcm a leg a l standpoint. The motion was seconded by Vice-Mayor Dingledine, and adopted, by a majority 
vote of Council, with Coxmcilman Rhodes abstaining. 

Mf. Ben Vorhies, Director of the Shenandoah Valley Private Industry Council, appeared before 
C i t y Council i n support of the "Plan for A c t i v i t i e s to be Conducted xmder T i t l e IIA of the Job 
Training Paftnership Act" f o r period J u l y 1, 1984 - June 30, 1986. He expressed appreciation f o r 
the City's interest and support l a s t year, i n setting up the Service Delivery Area, and appointment 
of twe representatives on the P.I.C. He requested endorsement of the governing body with regard 
to proposed a c t i v i t i e s , as set out i n the report. Another report of a c t i v i t i e s which are proposed 
for the suraner Of 1984, and already approved, was presented by the Director for information. In 
reply te a question, Mf. Vorhies noted that the program i s federally ftmded, with a guarantee of 
funds f o r the next f i s c a l year beginning July 1, 1984. Eollowing discussion, Vice-Mayor Dingledine 
moved that Council o f f e r i t s endorsement and support of a c t i v i t i e s proposed by the Private Industry 
Council for period July 1, 1984 - June 30, 1986. The motion -was seconded by Councilman Robinson, 
and adopted by a unanimous vote of Council. 

;/ City Manager Milam referred to minutes ef the March 20, 1984 meeting of the Harrisonbtirg Park­
ing Authority, which included the following adopted motion: "for the Parking Authority to take over 
the Kimble l o t and meter i t a f t e r the c i t y paves t h i s l o t . " Manager Milam offered an opinion that 
inprovement ef the l o t would help development i n the block, and noted that i f approved, the l o t 
could be turned over to the Authority, by l e t t e r , f o r metering, supervision.and maintenance. Mayor 
Green said he f e l t inprovanents to the l o t would be advantageous. Following a b r i e f discussion.

Martin stated his pAeltmtnaAy woAk ts drawn to scale and wilt be the basic layout ioA 
Section 2. 

MA. Fleming then moved ioA the Planning Commission to Aecommend the Aezonlng 
oi Triple H Farm's pAoposed B-2 strip,, and R-3 strip on the west stde oi Virginia 
Avenue, as shown on the pAeliminaAy plan ioA Section 2 oi Harmony Heights Subdivi- .

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City Manager Milam noted that the t o t a l net appropriations tor 1984-85, as proposed and advertised, 
was i n amount of $ 26,462,048.00, plus inter-fund transfers of $ 7,357,598.00, r e s u l t i r g i n gross 
appropriations of $ 33,819,646.00. The proposal includes a l l e x i s t i n g revenues fron the current 
f i s c a l year, and sets out a proposed r e a l estate tax increase frem the present 65^ per $100 property 
valuation, to 80^, i n order to support the 1984-85 budget. He informed those present i n the Hearing 
that following a budget study by C o m c i l on May 16th, he had been asked to investigate other avenues 
which may allow the proposed r e a l estate tax of 80^i to be reduced to 72<^, namely: an increase i n 
the transient occupancy tax for motel roomis from the present 2% to 5%; increase i n refuse c o l l e c t i o n 
f o r r e s i d e n t i a l customers from $ 5.00 to $ 7.00 per month - business mininum charge from $ 11.00 
to $ 14.00 monthly; C i t y L a n d f i l l minimum charge from $ 1.00 to $ 2.00; a proposed new tax on amuse­
ments of 10%. He presented estimated figures of revenue which could be derived from these increases. 
By amending the o r i g i n a l proposals. Manager Milam said he was presenting tonight, an amended budget, 
mbalanced by the amomt of $ 168,133., with no recommendation at t h i s moment as te how t h i s short­
f a l l could be made up. He noted that revenues from other sources (excluding r e a l estate taxes), 
approved by C o m c i l , would provide s u f f i c i e n t fmds f o r the 10.1 teacher salary increase, reccmmen­
ded by the C i t y School Board. A meeting with School Board representatives and Superintendent, r e ­
sulted i n t h e i r agreeing to rearrange a l l categories and fmds of the School Budget, as w e l l as 
transfers, i n order to meet the proposed salary increase. Inasmuch as problems may be encomtered 
i n imposing a 10% amusement tax. Manager Milam said i t would have to be discussed as to endorcenent, 
with e f f e c t i v e date not l i k e l y m t i l January of next year. In keeping with a requiranent of the 
state cede. Manager Milam read the Notice of Proposed Tax Increase i n Real Estate Levy by the C i t y 
of Harrisonburg, and Public Hearing notice f o r Tuesday, May 22nd, setting out the 80^ tax rate as 
advertised i n the Daily News Record newspaper. Mayor Green c a l l e d en anyone present, desiring to 
be heard. Managers and/or owners of the varieus motels., expressed opposition to the 3% increase 
which has been proposed on rooms, f o r the following reasons: senior c i t i z e n s , and ethers l i v i n g 
on a f i x e d inccme, would have to by-pass the C i t y f o r cheaper motel rates, which would reduce 
revenue; the increase would discourage t o u r i s t s that usually stay i n the l o c a l motels when passing 
through Harrisonbxn-g, and eliminate t h e i r spending i n the various business establishments; t o u r i s t s 
would go either north or south i n order to f i n d a better motel rate; a m l l motels are i n c o i p e t i t i o n , 
i n that they provide a cheaper roon rate; taxes have increased substantially since the motels have 
been annexed into the City; the increased room tax would " k i l l " convention business, etc. The 
manager of Howard Johnson Restaurant informed C o m c i l that he depends en the Lodge f o r a large 
portion of his business, which would be affected with the increased room rate. A representative of 
the Shenandoah Valley Travel Association expressed opposition to any form of motel tax, i n that 
"no tax" plays a large part i n t r a v e l package tours, Mf, Jackson, manager of the Sheraton Inn, 
noted that roon ren t a l has been affected by the weather, as w e l l as the outbreak ef avian f l u i n 
t h i s area, which has caused a decrease i n business. He added that revenues are expected to be up, 
t h i s year, i n that the economy i s better. When Comcilman Cisney asked the motel representatives 
i f a l l the establishments anticipated an upswing i n revenue t h i s year, the answers were a l l a f f i r ­
mative. He was InfomBd that carpet i t iveness i s l o s t , when tax i s added, even though they may 
rai s e room rents ccmparable to other c i t i e s . Lfeyer Green read a l e t t e r fron arployees of the Ci t y , 
and said C o m c i l has been aware of the s i t u a t i o n insofar as s a l a r i e s , a l l along, with the knowledge 
that equality has to be maintained between teachers and those i n the City's arploy. There being no 
others desiring to be heard, the Hearing was declared closed at 8:40 P.M. and the regular session 
reconvened. 

^ C i t y Manager Milam reite r a t e d the fact that after going through sone of the School itans with 
representatives of the Board and Superintendent, i t was decided that by changing categories by 
fmds, and certain other transfers, the requested increase i n teachers' s a l a r i e s , could be reali z e d . 
He then reviewed with C o m c i l , a l l amendments i n the proposed 1984-85 budget, by fmds. Eollowing 
the review, Comcilman Cisney offered a suggestion f o r the r e a l estate to be figured on a 72^ rate; 
the transient occupancy tax on motel rooms to be considered as 3% (an increase of 1%); an increase 
i n refuse c o l l e c t i o n fron the present $ 5.00 monthly to $ 7.00 for r e s i d e n t i a l consumers, business 
minimum monthly charge fron $ 11.00 to $ 14.00, C i t y L a n d f i l l minimum monthly charge from $ 1.00 
to $ 2.00; and a 10% amusement tax to be eff e c t i v e as of January 1, 1985.

SECTION X 

A l l of the monies appropriated as shewn by the contained items in Sections I through IX are 
appropriated upon the terms, conditions and provisions hereinbefore set forth in connection with 
said i t ons and those set forth in this section and in accordance with the provisions of the of f i c i a l 
code of the City of Harrisonburg, Virginia, Edition 1952, new in effect or hereafter adopted or 
amended, relating hereto. 

That the rate of taxation of Real Estate be fixed at $0.72 (Seventy-two Cents), and that the 
rate of taxation on Tangible Personal Property, Machinery and Tools and Merchants Capital, as 
defined by Chapter 16 of Title 58 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, and oh a l l beats or 
watercraft imder five (5) tons burthen used for business or pleasure, as defined by Section 
58-829.2 ef said Code, and on a l l vehicles without motive power used or designed to be used as 
mobile hemes or offices or for other means of habitation, as defined by Section 58-829.3 of said 
Code, be fixed at $2.65 (Two Dollars and Sixty-five Cents) on the one hundred dollars assessed 
valuation for the year 1984; i t being expressly provided, however, that the provisions of this 
Ordinance shall not apply to household goods and personal effects as enumerated under subsection 
(9) to (12), inclusive, of Section 58-829 of said Code, and as further defined by Section 58-829.1 
of said Code, i f such goods and effects be owned and used by an individual or by a family or house­
hold incident to maintaining an abode, which goods and effects are hereby declared wholly exempt 
frcm taxation. 

That the rate of fee or service charge imposed en Real Estate Property exenpt from regular 
taxation shall be twenty percent (20%) of the real estate tax rate levied.by the City Council in 
the above paragraph, which applies to the real estate for which the City furnishes police and 
fire protection and for the collection and disposal of refuse, and where such real estate are 
exempt from taxation imder Sectien 58-12 of the Code of Virginia. Pursuant to Section 58-16.2 Cede 
of Virginia, as amended, rate of service charge shall be Fourteen Cents ($0.14) per annum per 
$100.00 of assessed valuation, payable on or before December 5, 1984. The above service charge 
shall apply to a l l real property except those specifically exenpted frcm the service charge as 
provided in such section, (Such as property owned by the Conmonwealth, hospitals, cemeteries, 
churches, etc.) 

That the salaries, wages and allowances set out in detail in the budget statement, and adopted 
by the City Council for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 1984, and ending June 30, 1985, both 
dates inclusive, be, and they are hereby authorized and fixed as the maximum conpensation to be 
allowed officers and employees for the services rendered, unless otherwise provided by ordinance; 
provided, however, that the City Ifenageris authorized to make such re-arrangenents of salaries 
in the several departments herein named as may best meet the needs and interest of the City and to 
transfer parts of salaries frcm one department to another when extra work is transferred fron one 
department to another. 

A l l ordinances or parts of ordinances, incxjnsistent with the provisions ef this ordinance 
be and the same are hereby repealed. 

This ordinance shall beciome effective July 1, 1984.

He read the fellowing quote by the Auditor, as stated i n a l e t t e r 
acccrapanying the report: "In our opinion, the f i n a n c i a l statements referred te above, present f a i r l y 
the assets and l i a b i l i t i e s a r i s i n g from cash transactions of the County of Eockingham/City of 
Harrisenburg General D i s t r i c t Court as ef June 30, 1983 and 1982, and the cash receipts and d i s ­
bursanents f o r the years then ended, on the basis of acciounting described i n Note 1, which basis 
has been consistently applied."

Mf. D. P. Davis, J r . , President ef R.D.C, was present i n the meeting to present facts, figures 
and history of the conpany, i n an e f f o r t to formalize c e r t i f i c a t i o n . He noted that the ccrapany 
desires to j o i n forces with both the county and c i t y i n continuing to deal with representatives of 
prospective new industries f o r the area, with a necessity f o r both goveming bodies to approve the 
proposed resolution, designating RDC as t h e i r representative. Mr. Davis said i t i s caning to the 
point that i f not c e r t i f i e d , the c i t y or county would not be given an opportunity f o r any industry 
locations, which must go to the Govemor's Office. By amending the RDC By-laws, twe representatives 
frcra the C i t y and two fron the Coimty, wpuld be appointed to serve on i t s Board. He noted that 
appointraent of a Council raember could be constmed as c o n f l i c t of inte r e s t . From the f i n a n c i a l 
standpoint, Mr. Davis reported that approximately $ 30,000. would be required the f i r s t year for 
carrying out i t s work, with 1/3 of that amount :$ 10,000.) to be paid by the City; 1/3 by the County 
and 1/3 by RDC, An o f f i c i a l application f o r c e r t i f i c a t i o n must be made to the Governor's O f f i c e , 
following approval of the resolution by both goveming bodies. Attomey Henry Clark, a raanber 
of RDC Board, said h i s concem was that of getting into a divided project, rather than looking at 
the s i t u a t i o n as a t o t a l ccramunity project, and offered an opinion that " C e r t i f i c a t i o n i s the way 
to go for prospects."

^The Ci t y Manager c a l l e d attention to the following Planning Conraission report from i t s June 
20, 1984 meeting:

Existing 
8" sewer lines are within 20' easenents across Lots 1 and 4 and a drainage 
easenent Is shown'on Lot 1. Mr. Miller stated that he has a purchaser ior Lot 
2 which will iront on Warehouse Road and Is located Immediately north oi the 
existing Rockingham Warzhousz Cznter Bulldtng. He also agrees to dedicating 
the 50' street, and desires to show a temporary turn-around at thz zast znd 
until iuturz dzvzlopmznt dztznnlnzs thz location ior a permanent cut-de-sac. 
Mr. Miller asked ior a waiver concerning curb and gutter, since he built the 
road under statz spzclilcatlons when the area was In the county. Mr. Milam 
agreed to the waiver, providing the City Engineer an d Street. Superintendent 
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Inspect the road to see ti they ieel the Ctty wtll qaaltiy ior State 
matntenanee iunds. Wt. WtZeox added that hts department needs to vertiy 
the easement Lines and to cottons, prior to itnat reeordatton or aeeeptanee 
oi the street,. 

Ur. Rhodes eonetuded the dtseusston wtth a motton that the Commtsston 
reeommend approval oi the Roekingham Warehouse Center. Sub division, subject 
to the minor changes eoneerning easements, and ti the existing roadway ts 
approved by the Street Superintendent, a waiver oi the eurb and gutter 

y requirement be granted. Ur. Hartman seeonded the motion and alt members 
present voted tn iavor..." 

Manager Milam infonned Council that he had received a Memo frora the C i t y Engineer and Street 
Superintendent, setting out seven questionable aspects of the subdivision, which i s proposed f o r 
the east side of South Main Street, extended. He asked that Council action be deferred, i n that 
problems exi s t between the Highway Department and Mf. M i l l e r , with regard to the street's width, 
which must be considered, i n the Ci t y q u a l i f y i n g f o r maintenance payment frcm the state. On motion 
of Councilman Rhodes, seconded by Vice-Mayor Dingledine, and a unaniraous vote of Council, action 
was defefred on the Planning Coramission's recoranendation. 

• / ^ C i t y Manager Milam sa i d he f e l t i t important to bring to Council's attention, some of the 
conditions where streets intersect r a i l r o a d s , and had asked the F i r e Department, School Board, 
Planning Director and Street Department to get involved i n the si t u a t i o n . Street Superintendent 
Ralph Smith noted that r a i l r o a d crossings are an "old problem" i n the c i t y , and pointed out three 
most i n need of repair, namely: West Market Street, N o l l Drive and Country Club Road. Menbers of 
Council viewed a f i l m , showing conditions of the various tracks, with t r a f f i c raoving across same. 
Mr. Smith noted that work i s currently being done on the Country Club crossing, and said he would 
l i k e f o r C o m c i l to i n v i t e a C-W representative to i t s next meeting, i n order that he might explain 
seme "high c l a s s " repairs which could be done. Comcihnan Robinson said h i s raain concem was 
Comtry Club Road, and also the angled crossing on South Main Street near Roth Theatre. Mayor Green 
noted that the C i t y Manager had contacted the r a i l r o a d ccrapany about a year ago with regard to the 
skidding of bicycles at the S. JJain crossing, which has resulted i n a large number of accidents.

Mr. Sheehan pointed out the fact that t h i s s i t u a t i o n had 
been brought up at the time tmck t r a f f i c around Court Square was discussed, and that since that 
time, h i s daughter had been struck by a car on that stretch of Bmce Street. Assistant C i t y Manager 
Driver reported that i n October, 1981, request was made for street l i g h t s to be i n s t a l l e d on t h i s 
portion of Bmce Street, and that he had advised Council that no houses, only garages, are situated 
there. The City's p o l i c y i s to i n s t a l l l i g h t s only where there are residences, and that placing 
them on Bmce from Mason to Ott, could set' a precedent for many other such requests throughout the 
Ci t y . He noted that the portion of street had been studied sometime ago by the Transportation and 
Safety Canmission, and added the fact that streets and a l l e y s are designated as such, according to 
the subdivision p l a t . Following discussion, Vice-Mayor Dingledine offered a motion f o r the Trans­
portation & Safety Commission to take another look at the s i t u a t i o n on Bmce Street frcm Mason to 
Ott, taking into consideration the statanents and suggestions i n Mr. Sheehan's l e t t e r . The motion 
was seconded by Councilman Rhodes, and adopted by a unanimous vote of Council.

Engineer of the Department of Highways SE Transportation, enclosing Notice of a scheduled Public 
Hearing te be held i n the E.M.C. Science Center Auditorium on Thursday, Atgust 9, 1984. Purpose 
of the Hearing i s to consider the proposed location and design of Route 42 from 0.91 mile south of 
the North Corporate Limits of Harrisonburg to 2.24 miles north of the North Corporate Limits of 
Harrisonburg, i n the City of Harrisonburg and Rockingham Cotinty. Manager Milam reminded Council 
that the proposed project had been discussed at the June 12th meeting, with inforraation referred 
to the City Planning Coraraission fer review and report, prior te the Hearing date. 
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Correspondence was presented frcm }Jtr. Ted McCormack, Assistant to the Director of the Conmis­
sion on Local Government, inviting oral or written testimony by the City of Harrisonburg, with re­
gard to the proposed City of Lexington - County of Rockbridge Interlocal Agreanent. A Public 
Hearing i s scheduled for July 16,1984 at the Rockbridge County Court House i n Lexington. The 
correspondence stated that Harrisonbin-g qualifies under provisions of Section 15.1-945.7 of the 
Code of Vii g i n i a , for notice of the review. Manager Milam noted that Harrisonburg i s involved with 
both Lexington and Rockbridge i n the Shenandoah Valley Juvenile Detention Heme, and added that in 
cases such as this, the City has taken the position of "ne comment." Members were in general 
agreanent that no comments be offered i n this Interlocal Agreanent between Lexington and Rockbridge.

Assistant City Manager Driver informed Council that he was presented the Award i n Richmond, by 
Governor Robb, fer the City's Solid Waste (steam) Plant, and added that Harrisonburg was one of 
ten communities i n the state, receiving energy awards. 

f ^ i t h regard to the condition of railroad crossings i n the City, Manager Milam asked Street 
Superintendent Ralph Smith to explain the City's policy concerning maintenance, etc., and to intro­
duce the railroad representative who was present i n the meeting, en Council's invitation. Mr. Smith 
said that the City's present policy i s for the railroad ccrapany to maintain a l l crossings within 
1' ef the ties en either side. The City works closely with the company in patching potholes, etc., 
fumishes equipment fer repairs, and supervises street closings while repairs are being made. 
Following his introduction, Itr. Richard Vandergrift, General Manager of the C-W Railway, informed 
Council tha-t work i s scheduled to begin on the Country Club Road crossing on August 6th, but 
added the fact that materials, which are on order for the West Market and Rock/Liberty crossings, 
have net been received. When the Vice-Mayor questioned condition of approaches to the tracks, Mr. 
Vandergrift replied that although work on the Country Club Road track would make i t smc»ther, i t 
weuld not eliminate the 14" gap between the r a i l and the parallel t i e , which i s a necessity. 
Manbers ef Coimcil expressed awareness that the gap i s responsible for most of the accidents, i n 
that i t i s wide enough for wheels ef bicycles, mopeds and narrow raotorcycles to drop into. Mr. 
David Crosby, Assistant Manager of Ekwneer, noted interest i n the Country Club Itoad crossing which 
has resulted i n a number of accidents, particularly i n early morning hems when the plant i s break­
ing shift, and added that six yeara ago, ene of the workers was f a t a l l y injured when he lost 
control ef his moped while crossing the track. Ifeyor Green said he f e l t that the only way to avoid 
accidents, would be to provide special crossings te the side of the tracks for bicycles, mopeds, 
etc. He noted that about a year ago, the City Manager had contacted railroad o f f i c i a l s i n Roanoke 
for a solution in making the tracks safer, and had been informed that the ccmpany would i n s t a l l 
mbber tie s , i f purchased by the City, and i f not, the conpany would i n s t a l l wooden ties. He asked 
Mr. Vandergrift i f anyone frem the conpany had been i n touch with him conceming this, to which 
the representative replied that he did not knew much about those. Assistant City Manager Driver 
noted that even i f mbber ties were installed, i t would s t i l l be necessary to leave the 14" gap. 
He asked the possibility of using treated timbers, which weuld make the entrance level more stable. 
Mr. Vandergrift said that sone of the problem at the tracks, i s places where bolts have worked up. 
Councilman Rhodes expressed an opinion that the Gay Street, Kratzer Road and Maryland Avenue tracks 
are in as bad, i f not worse shape, than ethers which have been discussed. Street Superintendent 
Smith said work weuld be done on those crossings. Following discussion, Ceuncil instmcted the 
Assistant City Manager to work with the Street Department, Virginia Dept.ef Highways & Transporta­
tion and C-W Railway Conpany o f f i c i a l s , i n an effort to find a solution for a l l crossings, with 
regard to elimination of the angles, providing smoother approaches to the tracks, and further i n ­
vestigation into the installation of mbber ties. 

" ' ' ^ i t y Manager Milara informed Council that he had been requested by phone c a l l , for appointment 
of two menbers to the Rockinghara Development Corporation Board, to be made. He reminded manbers 
that this had been discussed en June 12th, when the Resolution for Participation was approved. The 
City Manager was instmcted to keep the matter on future agendas u n t i l appointments are made. 

y Eor inforraation and recordation i n Council rainutes, the City Attorney presented the o f f i c i a l 
notice fron the Circuit Court of Rockinghara County, ef the appointmient of Mf. Mervin B. Stickley 
to the Beard of Zoning Appeals. Inasmuch as Itr. T. H. lowery's second term expired en March 20, 
1984, Mr. Stickley's f i r s t five year term w i l l expire on March 20, 1989.

a portion of alley en Third Street for Mr. Gerald Myers, requestor, was presented. Council was 
reninded that the ordinance corrects location and survey bearings of the alley, as set out i n the 
original ordinance which was approved i n January of this year, and recorded as such at the Rocking­
ham Comty Courthouse by the City Attorney. Vice-Mayor Dingledine moved that the ordinance, 
approved for a f i r s t reading on Jme 26th, be approved for second & f i n a l reading, with authoriza­
tion for the Mayer to sign the ordinance and the Clerk to attest same and spread upon the pages of 
the City's Ordinance Book.

Traffic w i l l be 
detoured fron the eastbound lane en Tuesday for three cuts, and on the westbomd lane on Thursday 
for three cuts. He explained in detail, a l l phases of the projects, and traced the water and 
sewer line routes on a map. According to the City Manager, 3700' of 10" sewer line w i l l be installed 
i n the median strip to just east of Betts Road, or approximately three-quarters of the way up the 
h i l l (top of Chestnut Ridge) and frcm there to the southem shoulder of the highway, along a fence, 
and take off cross-comtry through the Deyerle property, parallel to an existing storm sewer. Erom 
this point, the sewer line w i l l proceed northeastward toward the highway, following the surface 
drainage pattern. Estimated cost of the sewer project i s $ 185,000. Manager Milam said this was 
the only location for the sewer line, i n order to not have to move i t at seme later date. A 12" 
water line w i l l be extended frem the present line which ends several hmdred feet east of the 
Comtry Club Road intersection, to the crest of the h i l l , on the south side of the highway, at an 
estimated cost of $ 65,000., making the total cost of both projects, approxhnately $ 250,000. In 
conclusion. Manager Milam expressed a hope that, weather permitting, only one day w i l l be required . 
on each of the t r a f f i c lanes for installation of the lines. Comcil received the report, for 
information. 

^"^ice-Mayor Dingledine reported that a resident of Ott Street had expressed concern about 
t r a f f i c going west on Paul Street, insofar as sit e distance of the "Yield" sign.

He noted that the 
City will not be Involved In funding the project. The Commissioners, having visited 
the project area on July 16th, noted that several residential faelltties' exist or 
are planned for the west side and more business development Is probable on the east 
side. Mr. Earl Greaser, manager of Heritage Haven, reported that he and Harmony 
Heights developers visited the Highway Vepartment's urban office In Richmond and 
expressed concerns and support for five lanes at least to the new city limits.

Manager Milam c a l l e d attention to the application which had been prepared by lir. Steve Yancey, add­
ing that Mr. Yancey has been responsible f o r the preparation of Block Grant applications over the 
past several years, and i s anployed i n the City's Water/Sewer Department as Assistant Superintendent. 
According to Manager Mlam, a map w i l l be sent along with the application, setting out the sewer 
l i n e extension route and drainage area that would be served. The Interceptor which w i l l serve 
streets i n the Rid g e v i l l e Area, i s esthnated to cost $ 412,700.00, with Grant application i n amoxmt 
of $ 312,700.00. The ranaining $ 100,000. w i l l be fxxnded l o c a l l y . Water/Sewer Superintendent Edgar 
Loker, noted that althoxxgh water service i s i n one portion of the area, sewer seivl c e i s badly 
needed. Eron Section C of the application. Manager Milam reviewed breakdown of the project cost 
as follows:

6,000' 8" sewer l i n e @ $28 per foot -$168,000. " " "

Manager Milam noted that the Ci t y would assxxme the cost f o r services to the 90 units. Mayor Green 
c a l l e d on anyone present, desiring to be heard either f o r , or against, the proposed project. Mr. 
George Eoley of Ridge Road, asked i f the sewer l i n e would "run up" Ri d g e v i l l e Lane, and was infonned 
by Superintendent Loker that a portion would be, with residences supplied access to t he sewer 
service. He ezplained that the $500. service clmrge was established under an ordinance approved 
t h i s year, and i s f o r nioning the service from the property l i n e to the main sewer l i n e . When Itr. 
Eoley questioned whether or not a water l i n e would be i n s t a l l e d i n R i d g e v i l l e Lane, i n that approxi­
mately thirteen residences have cisterns. Manager Milam r e p l i e d that although plans were being 
formulated f o r water service i n that area, i t was f e l t that sewer service should be the f i r s t 
p r i o r i t y . He added that the City would l i k e to i n s t a l l both seivices at the same time, but that 
problans may be encountered with digging i n the narrow street. Although R i d g e v i l l e Lane i s designed 
as a Ci t y street, i t i s an exi s t i n g right-of-way with a 10' width. Future plans w i l l be to widen 
the street, i n that i t cannot presently q u a l i f y f o r state maintenance payment due to i t s narrow 
width.

•"''^yor Green reported that he had received a l e t t e r from Mr. Robert W. Amos, tendering h i s 
resignation as a member of the Harrisonburg School Board, eff e c t i v e August 1, 1984, i n that he w i l l 
be moving to T e l l City, Indiana. Mr. Amos said that i t had been a great honor and p r i v i l e g e to 
serve on the School Board for the past f i v e years, and extended best wishes and continued success 
to C i t y Council and the C i t y of Harrisonburg. The resignation was accepted, with regret, by 
Councilmen present, and the Mayor said that a l e t t e r of appreciation would be sent Mr. Amos, f o r 
seivices rendered. 
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Transportation Director Reggie Smith was present i n the meeting to request an increase of 20^ 
per mile on t a x i rates, e f f e c t i v e 9/1/84, and also a 10^ increase (to 509) on adult fare f o r t r a n s i t 
bus service and a $ 2.00 increase f o r adult coupon books (25 coupons for $10.00). He noted that 
other rates ranain primarily the same as at the present time, with a chain charge of 50^ (represen­
t i n g extra amount to be charged passengers when chains are required during inclement weather when 
transporting emergencies) i s included i n the proposal, Mr. Smith reported a loss of $ 31,056, f o r 
period 7/1/83 to 6/1/84, based on expenditures i n amount of $ 180,301. and revenue of $ 149,245. 
The Director said he knew of ho way to recover revenue f o r the extra services provided, and added 
that he would l i k e to experiment from now i m t i l the f i r s t of next year, with a 24 hour t a x i service 
on Thursdays, Fridays and Saturdays, with 50^ extra charge after the hour of 10:00 P.M. Council was 
informed that the City's out-of-town services are l i m i t e d to the c i t y schools, i n that the Trans­
portation Department i s not i n competition with other t r a v e l services which are provided. Councilman 
Rhodes said he was opposed to the 50^ extra charge f e r chains. Mr. Smith explained that the charge 
was included i n the proposal, due to the fact that mechanics and drivers receive overtime pay when 
anergency runs are made during bad weather. He pointed out the fact that extremely bad weather i s 
the only time sone people use the City's transportation service. After a review ef a l l rates, and 
discussion. Councilman Robinson moved that the rate schedule, excluding the 509 extra charge for 
chains, be approved, with tax rate increase e f f e c t i v e 9/1/84. The motion was seconded by Councilman 
Rhodes, and adopted by a unanimous vote ef Councilmen present.

Manager Milam noted that Mr. Gilkerson was unable to be present t h i s evening, i n that he i s hospi­
t a l i z e d , but had requested that action be taken at t h i s meeting. He pointed out location of the 
acreage desired, which i s between P u r c e l l Park and Interstate 81. The land borders P u r c e l l Park 
and i s owned by Rocco, Inc. He reninded Council that a portion of the land was presented i n the 
City's annexation, and was mandated by court order. Manager Milam added an observation that t h i s 
i s very v i t a l to the park system, and that "we are fortxanate that the Recreation Department and 
Cenmission have been able to negotiate with the owner." The City's $ 90,000. represents the l o c a l 
share of cost, and fmds are en hand at the present time. Comcilman Rhodes offered a motion for 
approval of the Resolution, with authorization f o r the proper c i t y o f f i c i a l s to sign the same.

^ Assistant C i t y Manager Driver presented each member ef C o m c i l with a lengthy report corpiled 
by the V i r g i n i a Department of Highways & Transportation, which he had received since the l a s t 
meeting. He said i t was an excellent report, and relevant to t h i s evening's meeting, i n that i t 
speaks ef r a i l r o a d crossings, p a r t i c u l a r l y these on Comtry Club Road and South Main Street, which 
were discussed with a r a i l r o a d representative at the Ju l y 10th meeting. In a b r i e f review of the 
report, Mr. Driver noted that the Comtry Club Road crossing has a 10" skew and the South Main 
crossing, a 25" skew, with anything over a 30" skew considered dangerous. The report contains a 
selution f o r some of the dangers: place rubber within the opening along the r a i l , which i s depressed 
when a t r a i n passes ever the rubber. \tr. Driver said that the only place t h i s has been t r i e d , i s 
where t r a i n s are doing less than 10 miles per hour, and added that i f the r a i l r o a d i s flagging a l l 
ovjc crossings, t r a i n s would not be doing over 10 nph. Although mbberized crossings are about three 
times as expensive as wooden crossings, they w i l l l a s t twice as long. Mr. Driver said he had 
contacted Mr, Richard Vandergrift of Roanoke, and been advised that a rubberized crossing would 
cost approximately $ 250, per l i n e a l foot, •wiilch would r e s u l t i n the Comtry Club Road crossing 
amomting to approximately $ 50,000. In view of the solutions mentioned which would make safer 
crossings, Mf. Driver said he would l i k e f o r C o m c i l to write the r a i l r o a d and request a delay i n 
repairs to the Comtry Club Road crossing, i n that he was of the opinion that the C i t y should take 
seme action with regard te safety. He does not f e e l the C i t y should o f f e r to pay anything at t h i s 
time, i n that the r a i l r o a d i s responsible, but noted that should the r a i l r o a d not agree with the 
City's proposal, C e m c i l could make a decision. Two rubber ccmpanies have been contacted concerning 
crossings: Goodyear and Park. Mf. Driver noted a 24" - 3" flange on each side of the r a i l , and 
said he i s of the opinion that a wooden or rubber wedge could be placed on one side, leaving the 
other side open. Following the report, C o m c i l instructed the Assistant C i t y Manager to ptn-sue 
a l l p o s s i b i l i t i e s through the r a i l r o a d representatives, and others, p a r t i c u l a r l y f o r the Comtry 
Club Road and S.Main Street crossing, where most accidents occiur. I t was agreed that the Railroad 
Conpany be asked to delay repairs, pending fxn-ther investigation into types of crossings which 
may be desired. 

There being no further business, and on motion of Comcilman Rhodes, seconded by Comcilraan 
Robinson, and a maniraoxos vote of Comcilmen present, the meeting was adjourned at 9:27 P.M.

Manager Milam noted that Mr. Gilkerson ms unable to be present t h i s evening, i n that he i s hospi­
t a l i z e d , but had requested that action be taken at t h i s meeting. He pointed out location of the 
acreage desired, which i s between P u r c e l l Park and Interstate 81. The land borders P u r c e l l Park 
and i s owned by Rocco, Inc. He raninded Council that a portion of the land ms presented i n the 
City's annexation, and ms mandated by com't order. Manager Milam added an observation that t h i s 
i s very v i t a l to the park systan, and that "we are fortunate that the Recreation Department and 
Ccranission have been able to negotiate with the owner." The City's $ 90,000. represents the l o c a l 
share of cost, and fmds are on hand at the present time. Comcilman Rhodes offered a motion for 
approval of the Resolution, with authorization f o r the proper c i t y o f f i c i a l s to sign the same. 
The motion was seconded by Comcilman Robinson and adopted by a manimous vote of Comcilmen 
present. 

Assistant C i t y Manager Driver presented each member of C o m c i l with a lengthy report ccmpiled 
by the V i r g i n i a Department of Highways Ss Transportation, which he had received since the l a s t 
meeting. He said i t was an excellent report, and relevant to t h i s evening's meeting, i n that i t 
speaks of r a i l r o a d crossings, p a r t i c u l a r l y those en Comtry Club Road and South Main Street, which 
were discussed with a r a i l r o a d representative at the July 10th meeting. In a b r i e f review of the 
report, Mr. Driver noted that the Comtry Club Road crossing has a 10" skew and the South Main 
crossing, a 25" skew, with anything over a 30" skew considered dangerous. The report contains a 
solution f o r some of the dangers: place rubber within the opening along the r a i l , which i s depressed 
when a t r a i n passes over the rubber. Mr. Driver said that the only place t h i s has been t r i e d , i s 
where t r a i n s are doing less than 10 miles per hour, and added that i f the r a i l r o a d i s flagging a l l 
ovoc crossings, t r a i n s would not be doing over 10 nph. Although rubberized crossings are about three 
times as expensive as wooden crossings, they w i l l l a s t twice as long. Mr. Driver said he had 
contacted Mr. Richard Vandergrift of Roanoke, and been advised that a rubberized crossing would 
cost approximately $ 250. per l i n e a l foot, which would res u l t i n the Comtry Club Road crossing 
amomting to approximiately $ 50,000. In view ef the solutions mentioned which would make safer 
crossings, Mr. Driver said he weuld l i k e f o r C o m c i l to write the r a i l r o a d and request a delay i n 
repairs te the Comtry Club Road crossing, i n that he was of the opinion that the C i t y should take 
seme action with regard to safety. He does not f e e l the C i t y should o f f e r to pay anything at t h i s 
time, i n that the r a i l r o a d i s responsible, but noted that should the r a i l r o a d not agree with the 
City's proposal, C o m c i l could make a decision. Two rubber conpanies have been contacted concerning 
crossings: Goodyear and Park. Mr. Driver noted a 24" - 3" flange on each side ef the r a i l , and 
said he i s of the opinion that a wooden or rubber wedge could be placed on one side, leaving the 
ether side open. Following the report, C o m c i l i n s t i n c t ed the Assistant C i t y Manager to pursue 
a l l p o s s i b i l i t i e s through the r a i l r o a d representatives, and others, p a r t i c u l a r l y f e r the Comtry 
Club Road and S.Main Street crossing, where most accidents occur. I t m s agreed that the Railroad 
Conpany be asked to delay repairs, pending further investigation i nto types of crossings which 
may be desired. 

There being ne further business, and on motion of Comcilman Rhodes, seconded by Councilman 
Robinson, and a manimous vote of Comcilmen present, the meeting ms adjourned at 9:27 P.M.

"'''^^rrespondence dated 8/14/84 was presented from Attorney George H.Roberts, J r . , on behalf of 
Rocco Feeds, Inc. and Rocco Realty, Inc., requesting the closing of Gray Street and the portion of 
Kratzer Avenue l y i n g between Main and Liberty Streets. I t was noted that the request was being 
made under provisions of the V i r g i n i a Code and Harrisonbin-g C i t y Code, and that i n making the 
request, the only known owners of r e a l estate adjacent to the portion of streets to be closed, are 
Rocco, the Southern and C-W Railway companies, a l l of which concur i n the closing request. A 
lengthy t r a f f i c analysis report was attached to the correspondence, and a $ 50. check f o r f i l i n g 
fee ms paid, as required under 6-1-22 of the C i t y Code. On motion of Vice-llayor Dingledine, 
seconded by Comcilman Rhodes, and a imanimous vote of Comcilmen present, the request and a l l i n ­
formation ms referred te the Ci t y Planning Comiilssien f o r review and report. 

t^As a follow-up of his l e t t e r of August l l t h . Attorney George Conrad reite r a t e d statenents and 
suggestions set out therein. He pointed out problems which exist at the intersections of East 
Market - Elizabeth and Liason Streets, with recommendations, as follows: 

(1) East Market and Mason Streets -
Pedestrian crossing l i g h t hazardous. When button i s pushed, l i g h t s f e r east 
and west t r a f f i c remain on green, with drivers continuing to make l e f t and 
right turns across pedestrian lanes, (east-west l i g h t s should renain on red 
m t i l pedestrians cross). 

(2) Intersection of Mason and Elizabeth Streets -
No l e f t turn si g n a l . Cars going north on Mason and tinning l e f t onto 
Elizabeth, have to cross two lanes of heavy north and south t r a f f i c on Mason, 
( l e f t tum signal reconmended) 

(3) Intersection of Mason and Elizabeth Streets -
Due to narrowness of Elizabeth at point where cars turn r i g h t from Mason, i t i s 
almost impossible to make the turn without ruming over the sidewalk, (corner 
should be widened) 

Vice-Mayor Dingledine offered a motion for the matter of intersections to be referred to the 
Harrisonburg Transportation & Safety Comnission for review and report. The motion ms seconded 
by Comcilman Rhodes, and adopted by a manimous vote of Comcilmen present. 

At 7:57 P.M., Mayor Green closed the regular session tenporarily, and c a l l e d the f i r s t Public 
Hearing of the evening, te order. The following Notice ef Hearing as advertised i n the Dai l y News 
Record newspaper on J i i l y 26th and August 9th, was read:

Station. The Garber and Keagy parcels are tots 1 and 3, Block M, 
Page 11 of City Bloak Hap. Over 200 condominium living units are 
proposed. 

AH persons Interested wilt have an opportunity to express their views 
at this Public Hearing." 

CITV OE HARRISOMBURG- Marvin B. Mitam, City Manager 
Attention ms c a l l e d to the following Plaming Ccmnission report which had been presented to C o m c i l 
at i t s July 24th meeting: 

"..Eollowing review of the Land Use Plan, Zoning Map and a proposed develop­
ment plan from V.M.I.Corporation of Williamsburg which shows a layout of 204 
condominium living units, the Commissioners asked Mr. Sterling Mlahols several 
questions concerning his firm's proposal. Chairman Enedy asked what was the one 
basic reason V.M.I. Is seeking R-3 zoning. Mr. Rhodes asked about the blank or 
open space fronting Port Republic Road. The Vlrector asked how many units will 
be built In the first phase and when. If rezoned. Mr. Trobaugh asked If the pro­
posed public street wilt be buitt In stages and woutd they add a right tarn lane 
on Port Road. Mr. Heath asked If V.M.I, would still buy the 8.9 acres tf the 
City stipulated that the frontage remain R~3 Indefinitely. The Vlrector suggested 
that the south portion of Mr. Garber's tand, already zoned R-3, be developed 
first, and If a deman exists tn the future, rezoning be considered at that time. 

Mr. Mlchols and Mr. McCardle of V.M.I. Corporation, said they are primarily 
residential developers and they are seeking the J.M.U. student market. They re-
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ported that they've met wtth the JMM.Vean of Stadenti and the Vean of 
Admt&itons, and were eneoufiaged to develop off-eampus hoastng. Mr. Albert 
Constable satd he has watttng Ust6 of students looking for off-eampus 
hovstng. Ur. Ntehols also stated that the Garber-Keagy dwellings on Voitt 
Republie Road wtll not be demolished, but rented for the tnmedtate future. 
He added tha^^hey wtlt work wtth the Ctty or Htghway Vepartment aoneerntng 
safe turning,/^yigress and egress off Port Republic Hood. Vetatled engineering 
and construction plans have not been drawn, since the question of rezoning 
hasn't been settled. 

The Vlrector then read a July 9, 7984 letter from the Williamsburg Plan­
ning Commission Chairman, expressing her confidence In Uessns. Mlchols and 
UcCardte as developers of resldentiat devetopment In Wlttlamsburg. Ur. 
Constable then gave Ur. Sullivan a July 16, 1984 letter from the Williamsburg 
Board of Architectural Consultants Chairman, also expressing satisfaction 
of the work and cooperative attitude shown by Ur. Mlchols. 

Ur. Heath, noting that the Commissioners had visited the site and nearby 
Vevon Lane and Squire Hilt Apartments, offered a motion that the Planning 
Commission recommend the rezoning of the 8. 9 acre Garber-Keagy properties on 
Port Republic Road from R-1 Single Family Resldentiat to R-3 Uultlple Vwelling 
Vlstrict. Ur. Hartman seconded the motion, and all menbers voted In favor..." 

Mayor Green asked anyone desiring to speak at t h i s Hearing, to state t h e i r names c l e a r l y f o r the 
record, and added that Council woiHd take no action follovfing the Hearing, due to the absence of 
two members/ Planning Director Sullivan reviewed the area requested f o r rezoning, and pointed out 
i t s location on the C i t y Block Map, showing the zoning pattem consisting of R - l , R03, R-4 and 
B02 i n the v i c i n i t y , as w e l l as that Mlilch sijrrounds the Garber-Keagy properties. He noted that the 
land i n question i s located below Devon Lane and the Squire H i l l Apartments. The Garber land 
includes a dwelling, as w e l l as another 4 acres which i s landlocked, and 2' frcm touching another 
street. I t also borders along a private parking l o t which i s part of the Squire H i l l arrangenent. 
Mr. Su l l i v a n added the fact that the Ci t y had l e f t t h i s area zoned R - l , following i t s annexation 
into the City , He oriented the Plan of Development as submitted by the Williamsbxn-g firm, which 
sets out 204 condominiums i n s i x units, each 3 stor i e s high. One himdred fourteen of the condomi­
niums would be situate on the present R-l land, and the remaining ninety at the south end, would 
be on R-3 acreage, and not accessible except through the front portions. Included i n t h i s area 
are the Garber and Keagy hones which w i l l remain, f o r the forseeable future, for r e n t a l piu-poses. 
In conclusion, Mr. Sul l i v a n noted that the request before Coimcil t h i s evening, i s f o r rezoning 
of 8.9 acres of land fron the present R-l Residential to R-3 Multiple Dwelling D i s t r i c t . Mr. E a r l 
Swecker, 1180 Nelson Drive, expressed concern about the number of students that would be allowed 
to reside i n the condominiums. Mr. Albert Constable, r e a l t o r , speaking on behalf of the D.M.I.Corp. 
of Williamsubrg, stated that t h i s type of housing has beccme popular i n un i v e r s i t y c i t i e s . He c a l l e d 
attention to l e t t e r s which had been sent Council from the Chairman of the Williamsburg Planning 
Ccmmission and Chairman of the Williamsburg Board of Architectural Consultants, both of which highly 
reccmmended D.M.I, for constmction of the Harrisonburg proposed project, based on work performed 
i n Williamsburg. He then presented a l e t t e r from Blue Ridge Appraisers which stated an opinion that 
R-3 zoning i s the best possible use for the land i n question. Mr. Constable said that the C i t y 
had inherited t h i s "Island" under annexation^ and added that he knew there was a need for t h i s 
type of housing, with interest already expressed f o r purchase of some of the uni t s . He noted that 
the multiple housing provided on Port Road would draw students frcm r e s i d e n t i a l areas of the Ci t y 
where problens e x i s t . Mr. S t e r l i n g Nichols of D.M.I, made reminder that the number of students 
at J.M.U. i s r e s t r i c t e d , and sai d that more management would be exercised to protect the condominium 
property. Although the units are designed f o r students, he noted that seme may be rented or sold 
to others. The units w i l l be close enough for students to walk frcm JMU, or r i d e bicycles. Insofar 
as parking f a c i l i t i e s f o r the units, Mr. Nichols noted no problens i n other areas. Mr. L.Q.Higgs, 
775 Port Road, expressed opposition to the rezoning, noting that when a l l f a i l e d i n getting h i s 
cjorner f o r a right-of-way, the developer now wants to b u i l d a road beside h i s house. Mr. James Eby, 
1357 Devon Lane, c a l l e d Council's attention to the p e t i t i o n bearing 134 signatures, which had been 
presented e a r l i e r , i n opposition to the rezoning. He noted that there are several'hundred single 
family residences i n the area, and that R-l zoning has been the long-time understanding. According 
to Mf. Eby, large undeveloped areas of R-3 zoned land exist i n the v i c i n i t y of Port Road. He said 
there was no demonstrated need f o r more student housing, and that the 600 - 800 students resiging 
i n the units would add more congestion to t r a f f i c and pose many other problems. He added the fact 
that the Port Road area i s already congested and over-developed. Mr. Warren S p i t l e r , President of 
the Devonshire V i l l a g e Homeowners' Association, expressed opposition to the R-3 zoning f o r condomi­
nium units. Mr. Hadley Cress of 1361 Devon Lane, expressed opposition from the standpoint of 
t r a f f i c congestion and other problems. Dr. L i l l i a n Jennings of 1335 Devon Lane, said she does not 
see that the number of units proposed, i s planned f o r , i n JMU's own plans for i t s growth, i n that 
the school i s r e s t r i c t e d as to the s i z e of i t s student body. As a member of JMU's faculty. Dr. 
Jennings noted that when t r a v e l l i n g frcm the school to her hone f o r lunch, she i s often forced to 
backtrack to Route 33, because of some accident or congestion on Port Road. She added that the 
congestion at the intersection w i l l be much greater with the additional housing f a c i l i t i e s . In 
conclusion, she said that t r a f f i c converging at the intersection w i l l make t h i s a greater problen 
than Harrisonburg has had, or may ever have. Mr. Edwin Bmribaughof 1373 Devon Lane, said that the 
term "Island" i s a nice term f o r r e a l t o r s , or someone who does not l i v e i n the area. The proposed 
project i s s t r i c t l y f o r JMD students and the out-of-town developer, but w i l l r e s u l t i n a dr a s t i c 
impact on the l i v e s and property values of those l i v i n g i n single family residences. He rei t e r a t e d 
facts about t r a f f i c congestion and other R-3 land which i s yet to be developed i n the Port Road 
area. In t a l k i n g with JMU representatives, Mr. Bumbaugh said he was of the impression that the 
school i s not too anxious f o r students to he housed next to Howard Johnson's, and would prefer a 
s i t e i n rear of the Convocation Center. Mr. Ken Landreth of Devon Lane, expressed opposition to 
any change from the present R - l zoning, and offered an opinion that the people i n opposition 
should be assured of a d e f i n i t e need for the student housing. I f no assurance, Council should not 
approve the request f o r rezoning. He noted the fact that purchase of the units.by parents of 
students, which are resold upon graduation, would r e s u l t i n a turn-over cycle. He expressed con­
cem about upkeep of the property, which w i l l be i n the backyarcJs of seme residences, and closer 
to other housing units. Also mentioned was a problem with pedestrian t r a f f i c and the fact noted 
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that the economic development w i l l not outweigh a l l the problems. f,trs. Daniel Stark, Ashby Heights, 
resident, offered an opinion that the students bothering residents i n other areas of the C i t y , should 
not be moved to t h i s area. She asked when action might be taken by Council en the rezoning issue, 
and was informed by the Mayor that i t would possibly be acted upon at the next regular meeting on 
August 28th. Attorney Conrad referred to r e s t r i c t i o n s i n the City's Zoning Ordinance, and sai d 
that the proposal i s i n exact opposition to the ordinance. He noted that the widening of the bridge 
w i l l only be fer a short distance, and that the only solution wDuld be a 5-lane road. Mr. Conrad 
said that i n order to rezone property, you have to prove that i t can only be used f o r the requested 
use, and that i f i t cannot be used i n a p a r t i c u l a r zone, then the next zone must be considered. He 
added that "you cannot skip from R - l t o R-3, without p o s i t i v e proof." Mr. Constable noted that 
maintenance of the property would be under a Homeowners' Association, and said the condcminium units 
are the best use f o r the area, with a need for more student off-campus housing. Vice-Mayor Dingle­
dine asked f o r c l a r i f i c a t i o n of the following paragraph fron the Blue Ridge Appraisal Company's 
l e t t e r ef 2/14/84: "In analyzing the two subject t r a c t s with respect te maximizing the highest 
p o t e n t i a l , i t i s f e l t that the front 250' ef both t r a c t s should be zoned business, consistent with 
the adjacent ceramercial t r a c t s , while the remainder of the property should have i t s zoning changed 
to R-3, Multi-Family Residential." Mr. Constable r e p l i e d that i t was the intent to re t a i n the front 
portion as R-3, with no intended business u s e at the present time, but to reserve the right to come 
back l a t e r and ask for business zoning, i f desired. When ]\fe,yor Green questioned plans f o r getting 
out of the developnent, onto Port Road, Mr. Nichols r e p l i e d that t h i s had come up i n the Planning 
Commission meeting, with rig h t tin-n lane suggested. Mr. Constable said t h i s weuld have to be worked 
out with the Engineering Department. Assistant C i t y Manager Driver pointed out that under Highway 
standards, a ri g h t tta"n lane would be required, whether the developer wants i t , or not. Councilman 
Rhodes said he would l i k e an opinion f r o n the City Attorney concerning Mr. Conrad's statanents r e ­
l a t i n g to the City's Zoning Ordinance, before any action i s taken. It-. Sullivan offered an opinion 
that Port Road, frcm the bridge eastward to the new Ci t y Limits, should be included i n a p r i o r i t y 
l i s t f o r widening. He reported that upon inquiry i n February or March of t h i s year concerning i n ­
tended growth at jr.ID, he had been advised of none. When developers were asked about the need f o r 
student housing, they said they were encoirraged by JMU's Dean of Students and Dean ef Admissions, 
who requested promotion of off-campus housing. Mr. Sullivan said that these developers d i d t e l l the 
Planning Canmission that the housing would be f o r students, which i s a unique s i t u a t i o n , i n that 
seme developers refuse to give out t h i s information. He said i n conclusion, that reducing congestion 
and t r a f f i c i s i n the beginning of a l l zoning codes, but added that he did not know how t h i s could 
be done. Mr. Bumbargh expressed concem that when the Planning Commission deferred action on the 
rezoning follewing i t s Public Hearing, the developers were permitted to present t h e i r case at the 
next meeting ef the Coranission, with no public views stated. Mayor Green gave assurance that t h i s 
would not be the case with Cornell, i n that a l l pertinent infoimation had been received t h i s evening, 
as to pros and cons i n the rezoning issue. There being ne others desiring te be heard. Mayor Green 
expressed appreciation f o r the interest shown by those i n attendance, and closed the Hearing at 
8:59 P.M.

Attention was c a l l e d te the following Planning Ccmmission report frcm a July 18th meeting, and pre­
sented to Ceuncil on July 24th: 

"...The Vlrector oriented the Commissioners to the Reherd Acres Master 
Flan map, pointing out the 11,1 acres of vacant land proposed as a 'buffer 
strip" for duplex housing, separating single famity lots from future higher 
density housing, A Juty 17th letter from Mr. Jaak VeFoy, President of Reherd 
Acres, Inc., was read: 

''The property upon whlah Reherd Acres, Inc. Is requesting 
a rezoning Is Intended by Reherd Acres solely as a buffer 
zone between the R-3 and single family housing. 
When sold, eaah of the three lots whlah are on the south­
eastern side of Blue Rtdge Vrive and the seventeen lots 
situate dn the south side of yet unnamed street, as shown 
on the plan of devetopment, witt be restricted to permit no 
more than one duplex unit per lot.' 

Mr. Mitam asked about the status extending Blue Rtdge Vrive, the Uadlson Manor 
aondomlnlums, and the Final Flan for Unit 14 of Reherd Acres Subdivision. Mr. 
VeFoy sold the elosing with M.R.M.Associates has been delayed, but Is expected 
to oaaur In a week or two. Mr. J.R.Copper said the aonstruation plans for 
Unit 14 have been approved by the Ctty Engineer. 

Mr. Heath then moved that the Commission reeommend approval of the 11.1 
acre rezoning from R-l to R-3 Multiple Vwelting Vlstrict for Reherd Acres, . 
Inc., based on the assuranees In Mr. VeFoy's letter of Juty 17, 1984 that 
duplex units only, will be allowed on the lots proposed. Mr,: Rhodes seeonded 
the motion and att members present voted In favor..." 

Planning Director S u l l i v a n reviewed the new miap ef Reherd Acres t e r r i t o r y , c a l l i n g attention to 
location ef the buffer l i n e between Cedar Grove and a co r n f i e l d , which location had been agreed 
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upon by the Conmission. He noted that although E-2 Eesidential would be the proper zoning f o r duplex 
housing, i t was f e l t that by recoomending the E-3 (already on the map), i t would eliminate c l u t t e r ­
ing of the map with a s t r i p of a different zone. He noted that the key to the Planning Caimission's 
recaimendation to approve the rezoning, was based on Mr. DePoy*s statenent i n h i s l e t t e r , that only 
duplex units weuld be b u i l t . Other than Blue Eidge Drive, Mr. Su l l i v a n noted no other streets 
crossing into the area i n question. Mr. DePoy reminded Council that residents had expressed con­
cern about the t i e - i n streets into the area, and had also requested that a buffer zone between the 
E-3 and single family area be provided. He added that since a street was necessitated i n the center 
of the area, i t was f e l t that t h i s would be the proper place f o r the buffer zone of duplex units. 
Mayor Green c a l l e d on anyone else present who may desire to be heard either f o r or against the r e ­
zoning request. There being ne one, he declared the Hearing closed at 9:10 P.M. and the regular 
session reconvened. 

With regard te various matters which had been referred to the Harrisonburg Transportation and 
Safety Canmission, by Council, Mr. John Driver, Secretary ef the Conmission, presented the follow­
ing matters referred, and actions taken thereon at the J u l y 31st meeting:

Matter studied i n 1983 when s i m i l a r request was made. Caimission 
fee l s more complaints would be made fron making the portion of street 
l-way than are presently being received. Motion of July 31st: "that 
the Canmission reconmend to C i t y Council that Bmce Street, between 
Mason and Ott Street, be l e f t as a two-way street as i t i s presently 
being used." 

(3) "Oouncilman Elon Ehodes brought up for discussion the intersection of 
Paul Street and C a n t r e l i Avenue. I t i s f e l t that t h i s intersection 
could be improved. Chief Presgrave stated that t h i s intersection 
has the present t r a f f i c pattem due te the fact that there were a l e t 
ef conplaints on the intersection before t h i s work was done. Councilman 
Ehodes made a motion that the Ccmmission reconmend to C i t y Oouncil that 
they i n s t m c t someone to make another study of the intersection of Paul 
Street and C a n t r e l i Avenue to see i f any improvements could be made. 
Jean Grimes seconded the motion and a l l menbers voted aye." 

Mr. Driver reviewed each s i t u a t i o n , and Council discussed i n d e t a i l , the intersection of Paul Street 
and C a n t r e l i Avenue. Members were i n general agreement that further investigation was warranted, 
due to dangers posed under the present setup, and number of accidents occurring at t h i e intersec­
t i o n .

Each Itm above was voted on separately. All motions to support these 
recommendations were passed unanimously." 

Planning Direetor S u l l i v a n referred tp maps showing two-hour truck t r a f f i c counts on various 
streets i n Harrisonburg, summer of 1984, and two-hour truck t r a f f i c counts on Court Square: Friday, 
June 15, 1984 frcm 10 a.m. - 12 a.m., and on Wednesday, June 20, 1984 frcm 2 p.m. -4 p.m. He noted 
that the matter of truck t r a f f i c came about a f t e r the Truck Route Study Coirmittee (appointed by 
Council) had held i t s public hearing, and met with the Planning Caimission on Deceriber 15th of 
l a s t year, at which meeting, ten or twelve trucking firms were represented. Some input fran those 
representatives was used by the Committee i n c a r p i l i n g i t s report. Itr. S u l l i v a n informed Council 
that the Carmissieners took a tour, by c i t y bus, a f t e r receiving and reviewing the report, to de­
termine what recanmendations should be submitted. Mayor Green asked i f the Plan was the consensus 
of the Conmittee, Planning Conmission and Planning Office, te which the Director r e p l i e d i n the 
affirmative. Vice-Hayor Dingledine questioned the Director cencerning the News Record a r t i c l e which 
set out a suggestion that had been made i n Council, f o r a c i t y ordinance to be written, and was 
included i n the Committee's report. Mr. Sul l i v a n said the "key" was to not include the w r i t i n g of 
an ordinance, i n that Court Square and East Market Street could not be closed insofar as trucks, 
due t e d e l i v e r i e s , etc. which must be made i n that area. He added the fact that the Planning 
Conmission had determined that the w r i t i n g ef an ordinance should be eliminated frcm the reconmen­
dations, following a study of the small number of trucks which were observed taking these routes.

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the Hcmecoraing Weekend A c t i v i t i e s , and the display at the Mall i s to culminate Labor Day sales pro­
motion. Mr. Braun noted that Skyfire of Dayton, V i r g i n i a , i s federally licensed to conduct these 
types of displays, and they are done with p a r t i c u l a r attention focused on public safety. Arrange­
ments have been made with the Harrisonbiu-g P i r e Department and Rescue Squad, to provide standby 
protection, and notice of the displays has been given the Harrisonburg P o l i c e Department and V i r g i n i a 
State P o l i c e f o r t h e i r information and assistance. Security Forces of JMD and Valley M a l l w i l l 
also be involved to ass i s t i n t r a f f i c and crowd control. C i t y Manager Milam said that fireworks 
are prohibited i n the C i t y Code, but that t h i s p a r t i c u l a r request had been referred to the C i t y 
Attomey and Po l i c e Chief f o r opinions. No objections were expressed by either, providing the 
events are properly supervised. Following a b r i e f discussion. Councilman Rhodes moved that per­
mission be granted for firework displays on August 31st and September 3rd, as requested. The motion 
•was seconded by Councilman Robinson, and adopted by a unanimous vote of Ceuncilmen present.

»^ayor Green presented a l e t t e r dated 9/11/84 frcm Attorney P h i l l i p Stone, on behalf of David & 
Doris Garlier and Winfred & Margaret Keagy, expressing t h e i r desire to withdraw the rezoning request 
for 8.9 acres on the southwest side of Port Republic Road, from R - l Single Family Residential to 
R-3 Multiple Dwelling D i s t r i c t . Inasmuch as Council delayed action on the request following i t s 
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August 14th Public Hearing, due te the absence ef two members, the applicants are ef the eplnlen 
that the matter sheuld be brought back to Councii when a l l members are present, and fellowing further 
review of the effect the proposed widening of the bridge, and other iraprovanents, may have i n the 
area. On motien of Councilraan Eobinson, seconded by Councilman Shank, and a unaniraous vote of 
CoTincil, the request f o r withdrawal, was accepted. 

^ C i t y Manager Milam c a l l e d Council's attention to the Annual Eeport f e r the Shenandoah Valley 
S o i l & Water Conservation D i s t r i c t , covering period July 1, 1983 through June 30, 1984. He noted 
that additional copies were available f o r those desiring same. 

Cit y flanager Milam c a l l e d attention to the annual report f o r the Department of Social Services 
for 1983-84, copies of which had been mailed to Council members. He noted that copies of the 
report would be made available f o r anyone desiring same. 

City flanager ftilam presented two reports from the Eockingham Public Library: Annual Eeport 
fo r 1983/84 and Pinancial Statanents of June 30, 1984 with conparative t o t a l s f o r June 30, 1984. 
A sizable contribution i s made by the C i t y each year, to the Library. 

''-Th.e Ci t y Manager c a l l e d attention to the Annual Eeport of the President of Blue Eidge Ccranunity 
College f o r 1983/84, copies of which had been made available f o r a l l manbers of Council. 

"'^'^Clty Manager flilam inforraed Cotmcil that the Ci t y had received, as a g i f t from The Eion-Bownan 
VFW Post 632, a 4' x 6' nylon American Flag, flayor Green remarked that "we are constantly i n 
need of a f l a g . " Vice-Mayor Dingledine moved that a l e t t e r be sent the organization, through the 
Clerk, expressing Council's appreciation, and assuring i t s manbers that the Ci t y i s always honored 
to receive such a g i f t . The notion was seconded by Cotmcilman Robinson, and adopted by a unanimous 
vote of Council. 

^ ^ ^ i t y flanager Milam raninded Council that a Public Hearing was held en August l l t h , cencerning 
a request of Reherd Acres, Inc. f o r rezoning of 11.1 acres frcm R - l Single Family Residential to 
R-3 f l u l t i p l e Dwelling D i s t r i c t , and that action on the request jad been deferred due to the absence 
of two Cotmcil members.

'Tkz property upon Mklzk Rzkerd Acres, Inc, Is rzquesttng a 
rzzonlng Is Intzndzd by Rzkerd Acres solely as a buffer zonz 
bztwzzn tkz R-3 and slnglz famity housing. 
Whzn sold, zazh of thz thrzz lots Mhtzh arz on thz southzastern 
sldz of Bluz Rldgz Vrlvz and thz szvzntzzn lots sltuatz on thz 
south sldz of yet unnamzd strzet, as shoMn on thz plan of dzvzlop­
mznt. Mill bz restriztzd to permit no morz than onz duplzx unit 
per lot. ' 

Ur. Ullam askzd about thz status extzndlng Bluz Rldgz Vrivz, thz Uadlson 
Uanor zondomlnlums, and thz Final Flan ,for Unit 14 of Rzherd Acres Sub­
division. Ur. VzFoy satd thz closing Mlth U.R.U.Associates has bzzn delayzd, 
but Is zxpzctzd to ozzur In a Mzzk or tiMo.. Ur. J.R.Coppzr said thz zonstruz-
tlon plans for Unit 14 havz bzzn approvzd by thz City•Englnzzr. 

Ur. Hzath thzn movzd that thz Commission rzzommznd approval of thz ll.l 
acrz rzzonlng from R-l to R-3 Uultiplz VMzlltng District for Rzherd Acres 
Inc. baszd on thz assuranzes In Ur. DzFoy's letter of July 17, 1984 that 
duplzx units only. Mill bz aJiloMzd on thz lots proposzd. Ur. Rhodes szzondzd 
thz motion and all members pres znt votzd In favor..." 

Planning Director S u l l i v a n again reviewed the requested rezoning, and pointed out the location of 
the buffer zone on a map. He reiter a t e d the fact that the "key" to the Ccmraissien's approval of 
the rezoning, was assurance by ftr. DePoy that only duplex units weuld be constructed. Councilman 
Robinson asked i f t h i s would be by r e s t r i c t e d covenant, to which ftr. DePey r e p l i e d that i t would 
be cjonsidered as such, although there i s no Plan of Developraent at the present time. ftr. S u l l i v a n 
suggested that i t would be best handled through instruments as written into the sales contracts. 
Councilman Robinson said h i s concern was based on "dewn-the-road with other contractors." Fellowing 
the fact of no opposition to the rezoning expressed at either the Planning Ccmraission or Council's 
Public Hearings, Councilraan Rhodes offered a motien f o r the recenmendation of the Conmission f o r 
rezoning of the 11.1 acres of Reherd Acres, to be approved. The raotion was seconded by Councilraan 
Robinson, and adopted by a unanimous vote of Council. 

y ^ C i t y Attomey Lapsley presented f e r Council's consideration, an ordinance amending Section 
15-2-30 of the Harrisonburg C i t y Code, e n t i t l e d : 'Dog License Tax", i n that request was made by 
City Treasurer Sinmons. He explained that the request i s f o r an additional tax of $25. to be 
included i n the present ordinance f o r a kennel, representing a minimum ef f i v e (or more) dogs. 
Although no provision i s made i n the present ordinance section f o r a kennel license tax, the 
Treasurer has been charging the amount of $ 15. for as few as three dogs, i n that the 1980 Local 
Government Laws of V i r g i n i a s p e c i f i e s a maximum of 25 dogs to conprise a kennel, but sets out ne 
minimum number. Councilraan Robinson said he had a problem with the month of January being set out 
as the required time f o r payraent of dog license taxes, i n view of the various times people have 
to corae into the o f f i c e to get c i t y autcmobile s t i c k e r s , pay taxes, u t i l i t y b i l l s , etc-. He was 
assured that the deadline f o r acquisition of dog license would not be enforced i n the same manner 
as other license taxes ( i . e . autcmobile, r e a l estate, etc.) Fellowing a b r i e f discussion,Ceuncilman 
Rhodes moved that the ordinance be approved f e r f i r s t reading, amending Section 15-2-30 of the Ci t y 
Code. The notion was seconded by Vice-Mayor Dingledine, and adopted by a unanimous recorded vote 
of Council.

Attorney James Sipe appeared before Council, along with a representative of the firm of Hunton 
81 Williams (Richmond,Va.) and l i r . James Deskins, Executive Director ef the Harrisonburg Redevelop­
ment 81 Housing Authority, to present information conceming issuance of Housing Revenue Bonds by 
the Harrisonbiirg Authority, f o r two proposed multi-family apartment projects i n Prince William 
County. He noted that approval of resolutions by Council, represents the l a s t step i n the procedure, 
i n that they had explained the issuance of bonds to Council several months ago. The Authority had 
then held a Public Hearing, with no opposition expressed, and approved proper resolutions. He added 
the fact that Judge Robinson had validated the order f o r issuance of the bends by the Harrisonburg 
R 8c H Authority. Attorney Sipe pointed out the fellowing: (1) Issuance of the bonds f o r Prince 
William County would place no l i a b i l i t y on the C i t y of Harrisonburg; (2) Issuance of the bonds 
weuld not go against the bond power indebtedness of Harrisonburg; (3) Issuance of the bonds would 
mean additional revenue f o r the R 8s H Authority; (4) Issuance of the bonds f o r Prince William County, 
by another l o c a l i t y , would be permissible, i n that the Prince William County has no R 81 H Authority. 
V̂hen Vice-Mayor Dingledine s a i d he wanted to be assured that issuance of these bonds by the R 8s H 

Authority would not affect the City , i n any way, insofar as development i n Harrisonburg under bond 
issues, Attomey Sipe assured him that the issues would be excluded from any funds which may be 
requested frcm the state under the D e f i c i t Reduction Act. Mf. Deskins said he f e l t the R 81 H would 
be able to issue the bends, with 20% set aside f o r moderate income units (not low income), and 80% 
for medium inccme units. Revenue derived frcm issuing the bends weuld be used by the R 8s H Authority 
te continue projects i n the downtown area of Harrisonburg. The f i r s t resolution was presented f o r 
Council's consideration, as follows:

Cletus Houff, Jtr. Roy Erickson and Attorney Henry Clark, with President Davis also serving en same. 
The are presently i n the process ef updating the l i s t of stockholders (over 200) to determine who 
presently owns stock, and where they are located, i n that stock was sold i n 1954. Mr. Davis stated 
a problem i n giving out information with regard to holders of stock, i n that t h i s i s private i n f o r ­
mation. Coimcil deferred action on the nomination of two menbers to serve on the PJX Board of 
Directors. 

Manager Jlilam c a l l e d Council's attention to correspondence ef June 14, 1984 from the Director 
of Court Services, requesting Harrisonburg's approval of a Resolution whereby i t would p a r t i c i p a t e 
i n the establishment ef a formalized Board for the Di v i s i o n ef Court Services f e r the 26th J u d i c i a l 
C i r c u i t (formerly known as the D i v i s i o n ef Court Services) and to appoint two members (one ef which 
s h a l l be a meniber of the Governing Body) te serve on the Administrative Board to operate the Program. 
He reninded menbers that action had been deferred at the June 26th meeting, pending action by 
Rockingham County, and noted that a l l l o c a l i t i e s , with exception of Harrisonburg, are new meribers. 
Following a b r i e f discussion, i t was agreed that the matter be again deferred, wdth instructions 
for the Ci t y Jlanager to obtain additional information f o r a clearer understanding of the matter.

He said residents had been advised 
by the ccrapany that cable would not be provided anytime i n the near future, and that he had personally 
contacted the General Manager of Warner Anex concerning the p o s s i b i l i t y ef a waiver.

* As follow-up of h i s l e t t e r of Septanber 17th, Attorney George H. Roberts, J r . appeared before 
Council as bond coimsel representative f o r Cassco Corporation's I n d u s t r i a l Development Revenue 
Bonds i n ajneunt of $ 1,200,000. He noted that Council had been provided with a report ef the 
Industrial Development Authority's public hearing held t h i s morning, and the Financial Impact State­
ment which speaks to the finances ef Cassco Corporation. The purpose of the issue i s expansion ef 
the cold storage f a c i l i t y en Pleasant Valley Road. Attorney Roberts noted that Council's approval 
of twe resolutions was necessary: (1) approval of issuance of bonds by the Authority to Cassco 
Corporation to the extent required under Section 103(k) of the Code and Section 15.1-1378.1 of the 
V i r g i n i a Cede; (2)to allocate $ 1,500,000. of Harrisonburg's a l l o c a t i o n i n t o t a l amount of 
$1,897,500., representing "private a c t i v i t y bend l i m i t " f o r 1984, f e r projects within the Ci t y , with 
the remainder of $ 397,500. to be allocated to Cassco Corporation, and request f o r the amoimt over 
and above that approved for Cassco, and up to the $ 1.2 m i l l i o n , to be made available through the 
State Reserve. Councilman Rhodes asked i f the allocations had been f i n a l l y decided, t o which Atty.

Request was made f o r the granting of a dance 
permit f o r the business, while i n operation as "Hie Mystic Den." Ci t y Manager Milam informed C o m c i l 
that the p o l i c y ef r e f e r r i n g requests f o r dance permits to the P o l i c e Chief, F i r e Chief and Building 
O f f i c i a l , had been followed, with reports received from each, following investigation of the 
premises: F i r e Chief S h i f f l e t t reported that the premises appears i n good repair since renovation, 
but expressed concem of the p o s s i b i l i t y of overcrowding. The premises i s adequate to handle an 
occupancy lead of 200 people with regard to f i r e extinguishers, recently ranodeled exhaust hood 
suppression systan, and s u f f i c i e n t e x i t s . He noted that the BOCA F i r e Cede requires a 36" a i s l e 
space between a l l tables and chairs, while occupied. No reason stated by the F i r e Chief f o r permit 
not te be issued. The Building O f f i c i a l ' s o f f i c e reported no problan i n the issuance, providing 
the occupancy maximum of 200 people i s complied with. P o l i c e Chief Presgrave reported that the new 
owner i s the former owner of "The Broken Spolce" on East Market Street, which he mderstands w i l l 
be closed. Inasmuch as problans have been encomtered at both E.Market Street and Liberty Street 
while operating mder the former management. Chief Presgrave noted that h i s department would of f e r 
no reccranendation, either f o r or against the permit. Mf. Saylor was present i n the meeting, and 
expressed a hope to get mere college trade at his South Liberty Street business establishment. He 
added the fact that the BOCA Code has been conplied with insofar as a i s l e distance between tables 
and chairs. With regard to problans, Mr. Saylor said that more control would have te be exercised. 
Following discussion, Comcilman Rhodes meved that the Ccranissioner of Revenue be authorized te 
issue a dance permit f o r "The Mystic Den" at 29 South Liberty Street, subject te ccsnpliance with 
Code l i m i t a t i o n s . The motion was seconded by Comcilman Shank, and adopted by a manimous vote of 
Co m c i l .

The ordinance, approved f e r a f i r s t reading 
on September l l t h , makes provision f o r a kennel license tax of $ 25.00 for f i v e (5) er more dogs, 
i n addition to other license taxes inposed mder that section of the Cede. Comcilman Rhodes moved 
that the ordinance ben approved for second Ss f i n a l reading, with authorization f o r the Mayor to 
sign the ordinance and the Clerk to attest same and spread i t upon the pages of the City's Ordinance 
Book. The motion was seconded by Comcilman Robinson, and adopted by a manimous recorded vote of 
Com c i l . (Refer to Ord. Book L, page 31). 

Cit y Manager Milam presented an Agreanent between the Ci t y of Harrisonburg and Department of 
Highways Ss Transportation, f e r adjustment ef water and sanitary sewer f a c i l i t i e s , which i s necessary 
p r i o r to constmction of a section of 1-81 and Port Republic Road Interchange, as proposed by the 
Highway Department. He noted that the water l i n e comes from the Forest H i l l s area, and must be 
changed from the southern to northern l i n e . The sewer l i n e r m s i n a southerly d i r e c t i o n , and was 
cmshed while outside the City , p r i o r to amexation. The Ci t y Engineer wrote a l e t t e r to the High­
way Department, after the Water/Sewer Superintendent took issue with regard to replacing the l i n e , 
which resulted i n the Highway Department agreeing to pick up 100% of the cost . A contract w i l l be 
l e t i n January, 1985, and the Ci t y has been asked to prepare plans and specifications, and to 
supervise the work. Manager Milam said he f e l t the agreement i s a good deal fo r both parties, and 
suggested that i t be approved, with the mderstanding that the state w i l l pay 100% f o r the u t i l i t y 
adjustments. On motion of Comcilman Shank, seconded by Vice-Mayor Dingledine, and a manimous 
vote ef C o m c i l , the Agreanent was approved with the mderstanding ef 100% payment by the state. 
The c^ty Manager and Clerk were authorized to sign the Agreanent en behalf of the City. 
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^ Ci t y Manager Milam reminded Council that request had been made at the l a s t meeting for Chief 
of P o l i c e Presgrave to contact James Jladison University concerning the danger posed by joggers and 
improperly equipped bicycles ( i . e . no r e f l e e t o r s , l i g h t s , etc.) He presented a Memo frcm the 
Chief, s e t t i n g out the following actions taken since that thne: ran newspaper Ad; po l i c e o f f i c e r s 
have put safety spots on l o c a l radio stations; news story run i n l o c a l paper; story given te the 
"Breeze" (JJ.lU's paper); o f f i c e r s instructed to be more a l e r t to v i o l a t i o n s . Chief Presgrave noted 
that he had also talked with a member of JI,IU's Safety Committee, who expressed appreciation f o r 
Cornell's concem f o r students. The report was f o r infoimation. 

On motion of Yice-JIayor Dingledine, seconded by Councilman Eobinson, and a unanimous vote.

C i t y Manager Jlilam presented a Deed to the Ci t y , dated 9/17/84, for three s t r i p s or parcels of 
land, 60' i n width, and connecting East Jlarket Street and Reservoir Street, f o r the sum of $10.00. 
The Deed was signed by B i l l V. Neff, Linda H. Neff, J.C.Neff, Partner and B i l l V. Neff, Partner. 
He noted that negotiations f o r the land had been underway f e r the past four years, i n order to use 
"University Boulevard", which i s a c r i t i c a l l i n k i n the City's eastem annexed t e r r i t o r y . The 
Boulevard runs between Valley JIall and Kroger Jlarket. Jlr. Neff agreed to deed the 60' right-of-way 
to the City, i n exchange f o r the C i t y agreeing to grade, base and pave the street, and i n s t a l l 
storm sewers, by December, 1986. Under normal circumstances, Jlanager Jlilam explained that developers 
are required to i n s t a l l curb, gutter and storm- sewers, and to prepare the street's foundation, before 
the C i t y w i l l accept the street into i t s system. He noted that upon ccrapletion, "University Blvd." 
w i l l run frcm JMU's Convocation Center parking l o t , to East Market Street, thereby lessening the 
d i f f i c u l t y of access te the Center. He suggested "that Council may desire to refer the raatter to 
the Planning Canmission, i n that i t deviates frem the standard operating procedure i n accepting 
streets into the City's systan. On motion of Councilman Rhodes, seconded by Vice-Mayor Dingledine, 
and a unanimous vote of Council, the raatter was so referred. When the Mayor asked Jlr. Neff i f he 
had plans f o r water and sewer, Jtr. Neff r e p l i e d that i t -was understood that t h i s was the responsi­
b i l i t y of the developer, although no plan i s in-hand at the present time. JIayor Green then asked 
about maintenance of the street, to which Jtr. Neff posed the question, "doesn't the C i t y plow every 
other street?" Manager Jtilam pointed out that water and sewer was included i n the City's description 
for annexation inprovanents, to mn frem 1-81 to "University Boulevard", and added an opinion that 

purchasers of the l o t s would provide water and sewer services. When Vice-Mayor Dingledine asked i f 
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the state would p a r t i c i p a t e i n the new construction, Jlanager llilam r e p l i e d that i t would not, but 
would make maintenance payments follo\ying completion of the street. The Mayor expressed apprecia­
t i o n to Assistant City Manager Driver and Mr. Neff, f o r t h e i r work and time i n negotiating toward 
a Deed for the right-of-way.

Planning Director S u l l i v a n presented two maps showing the Heatwole Farm and the 2-lot subdivision 
comprised of 4.3 acres and 1 acre. He pointed out the fact that a house and bam are situate between 
the two l o t s . Mr. Sul l i v a n informed Coimcil that the land i s zoned i n d u s t r i a l and the recaimendation 
to approve the subdivision was i n order f o r the owner to s e l l some of the acreage. The owner i s w i l l ­
ing to donate to the City, a 10' s t r i p which w i l l allow Liberty Street (presently a 40' right-of-way) 
to be b u i l t as a 60' wide c o l l e c t o r street. C i t y Manager Milam referred to a l e t t e r dated 9/21/84 
from Attorney Donald L i t t e n , on behalf of Holly Farms, Inc., purchaser of the Heatwole land. The 
l e t t e r stated that "the law does not permit a requirement that a private c i t i z e n dedicate land to 
public use without just compensation. Nevertheless, because Holly Farms i s c i v i c minded and w i l l i n g 
to cooperate, i t has authorized me to of f e r to donate the ten feet i n question to the C i t y of 
Harrisonburg free of charge. This o f f e r i s made subject to the understanding that i t i s not a con­
d i t i o n of approval of the subdivision." In conclusion, the l e t t e r noted that Holly Farms would 
move i t s fence back 10' from the o r i g i n a l boundary l i n e , but i t would l i k e f o r the C i t y to place 
stakes on the front l i n e s where the highway i s to be widened. Following discussion. Councilman 
Robinson offered a motion for the reconmendation of the Planning Canmission to be approved, with the 
word "dedication" changed to "donation." The motion was seconded by Vice-Jfeyor Dingledine, and 
adopted by a imanimous vote of Coimcil. 

K Council received the following Planning Ccranission report frcm i t s September 19th meeting:

Leigh noted that the streets w i l l nm east/west, with 
southern exposure, and expressed a desire f o r the hemes to be within the $ 60,000. range. Although 
the completed F i n a l P l a t had not been received, Vice-Mayor Dingledine noved that the reconmendation 
ef the Planning Conmission be approved. The inotion was seconded by Councilman Eobinson, and adopted 
by a imanimous vote of Coimcil.

Ci t y Manager Milam pointed out that t h i s i s one case where the F i n a l Plan for a subdivision i s 
cemdng to C o m c i l before construction plans have been reviewed by C i t y S t a f f . He added that normally, 
s t a f f has to review t h i s , p r i o r to i t s being referred to the Planning Commission, and said that 
although the developer has closing dates to meet, and project should not be delayed, i t s t i l l 
presents a d i f f i c u l t s i t u a t i o n . Comcilman Rhodes (a manber of the Plaming; Coimission) pointed 
out that the reconmendation of the Coatmission was to appreve the p l a t , subject te adding easanents 
and acceptance of plans by the Ci t y Engineer.

He offered an opinion that i f the property i s zoned business, and an 
owner has a purchaser for a portion of same, he should be permitted to make the sale, i n that i t 
i s impossible to plan f o r the entire acreage at one time without the knowledge of potential 
purchasers, or type of businesses to be operated. Mr. Neff noted that i f property i s situate i n 
the County and zoned for business, the only requirement i s f o r a 50' frontage to a street. He 
suggested a review of the City's Ordinance. Councilman Rhodes (a manber of the C i t y Planning 
Ccranission) noted that the Ccranission has plans to review the ordinance, very shortly. Planning 
Director Sullivan said that e a r l i e r t h i s year, Coimcil accepted a Mnor Subdivision addition to 
the ordinance, which i s not taking care of what the Comnission had intended, and i t was r e a l i z e d 
at an August meeting that the Subdivision Ordinance should be evaluated. Although most people refer 
to a subdivision as housing, Mr. S u l l i v a n noted that the C i t y operates under the same ordinance 
for a l l subdivisions of land, liayor Green asked the Director to expedite a review of the Ordinance, 
and report back to Council.

On motion of 
Vice-Mayor Dingledine, seconded by Councilman Robinson, and a unanimous vote of Council, the request 
was referred te the City Planning Caimission for review and report. Councilman Rhodes, a manber 
of the Planning Conmission, informed Council that question had been raised by one of the Coranis­
sioners as to why the plats for subdivisions, lot line adjustments, e t c , other than zoning issues, 
had to come te Council f i r s t , rather than going straight to the Coimission. City Manager Milam 
replied that i t i s a matter of policy, with Council reserving the right to determine whether or not 
the request should be referred. Following a brief discussion. Councilman Rhodes offered a motion 
for developers to present their requests fer land matters, other than rezoning issues, directly 
to the City Planning Ccranission, with Council notification of the action. The motien was seconded 
by Councilman Shank, and adopted by a unanimous vote of Council. 

'Mitorrespondence was presented fron The Reverend Calvin N. Baltimore, pastor of Fi r s t Baptist 
Church, 611 Broad Street, Harrisonburg. Council was advised that F i r s t Baptist plans to open and 
operate a conraunity and county-wide Senior citizens' Daily Hot Lunch Program, along with afternoon 
acti v i t i e s at the church. The church bus would be used for transporting senior citizens te and 
frcm the church, where they w i l l be provided with a hone-like atmosphere. The correspondence noted 
that the church i s applying to the state ef Virginia fer funding the program, and Council was asked 
to adopt a resolution i n support of the proposed canmunity center. Mayor Green said he had no 
knowledge of state funding, insofar as Programs of this type. Vice-Mayor Dingledine, Chairraan of 
the Price-Rotary Senior Citizens' Advisory Board, said he would l i k e to present the letter fron 
F i r s t Baptist, at the next meeting of the Advisory Ccranittee, fer more information concerning state 
funding, in that funding i s provided for the Price Rotary Center, and other Centers i n the County. 
Councilman Rhodes offered an opinion that more information i s needed, prior to Council approving a 
Resolution. Mayor Green asked the Vice-Mayor to present the correspondence at next week's meeting, 
and report back to Council. 

Assistant City Manager Driver, Secretary of the Harrisenburg Transportation Safety Canmission, 
reported the following aftions taken at the Septanber Mth meeting concerning situations at various 
intersections as set out i n a letter fron Mf. George Conrad: 

1) The pedestrian cross-walk lights at the Mason & E.Market Street intersection: 
"Chief Presgrave provided ccranittee members with surveys conducted at this 

intersection and noted that there had been on accidents involving pedestrians 
at this intersection. He noted that while 296 walkers did use the current 
walk lights, 143 chose to "jaywalk" and did not even use the existing pedestrian 
safety systan. Jean Grimes also noted that, based on her experience as a crossing 
guard at Port Republic Road and South Main Street, even though the four-way stop 
pedestrian crossing light reconmended by Mr. Conrad was safer for pedestrians, 
most pedestrians were too inpatient te wait fer this slower systan and would 
cross the street long before the lights could function. Also, i t was noted that 
this type ef light would further congest the flow of t r a f f i c . Based on a l l of 
these considerations, the coimittee members were i n agreanent to reconmend that 
the pedestrian crossing system at the East Jlarket and Mason Street intersection 
net be changed. 

2) The lack of a l e f t turn light for northbound t r a f f i c at J/lason Elizabeth Streets: 
"Chief Presgrave reported that there was not enough width to permit the constmc­
tion of a l e f t turn lane and that over a period of two years and nine months, enly 
5 ef the 14 accidents at this intersection had involved vehicles making turns. 
Noting these facts, as well as the fact that a l e f t turn light without any lane 
would not only be useless, but would also further congest t r a f f i c , the conmittee 
manbers were in agreanent to reconmend that the current t r a f f i c signals at the 
Jlason and Elizabeth Street intersection not be changed." 

3. The turning radius of the Mason 8s Elizabeth Street intersection fer northbound 
vehicles en Mason tuming east onto Elizabeth: 

"Before any discussion was started on the concems. Chief Presgrave noted that 
according to Assistant City Jlanager John Driver, the tuming radius of the 
Jlason/Elizabeth intersection was already scheduled to be widened as part of a 
constmction project by the Harrisonburg Electric Conmission at this intersection. 
Noting this, the conmittee manbers ne longer considered this point for discussion." 

Mr. Driver informed Council that the widening project by HEC would be done no later than Apr i l or 
Jvlay of next year. On motien ef Councilman Rhodes, seconded by Vice-JIayor Dingledine, and a unanimous 
vote of Council, the feport ef the Harrisonburg Transportation Safety Ccranission was accepted. 

' ^ i t y Manager Jlilam called manbers' attention to their draft copies of a proposed Deferred Cora-
pensation Plan Ordinance for the City ef Harrisonburg, which had been reviewed and endorsed by 
the Harrisonburg Electric Cenmission's General Manager and Attomey. Jlr. Steve Adkins of the law 
firm of Litten, Sipe 8s Miller was present in the meeting to present an overview of the proposal. He 
noted that the Plan i s a vehicle te provide fer employees of the City te set aside a maximum of 
$ 7,500. of his/her annual salary for sone type of investment which would be tax free, and provide 
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for those participants upon their retirement. The City Manager would be granted authorization to 
supervise, administer and. implement the Plan, including the power to contract with private corpora­
tions, persons or institutions for seivices i n connection with the Plan, and added the fact that 
the Plan offers f l e x i b i l i t y with regard te investments. Vice-Mayor Dingledine asked i f the Plan 
provides an option for the eraployee to choose the type of investment, and Attorney Adkins replied 
that i t would, with forms to be mailed out to those desiring to join i n the Plan. The Vice-Mayor 
then asked i f every anployee would have to invest in the same institution or conpany. The attorney 
replied i n the negative, but added that some limitations would be placed, with regard to transfers, 
etc. Manager Milam noted that once adopted, the Ordinance would apply to a l l Beards and Commissions.

\ f i r . Roy Erickson, a representative of Harrisonburg on the Shenandoah Valley Airport Comnis-
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sion, was present i n the meeting to review the annual audit report covering f i s c a l year beginning 
7/1/83 and ending 6/30/84. fi r . Erickson said he was pleased to represent Harrisonbm-g on the 
Ccramission f o r the ai r p o r t , i n which the C i t y had been a leader i n i t s establishment. The f a c i l i t y 
i s valued at $6 m i l l i o n and operates as a f i x e d base operation. Funds from the three p a r t i c i p a t i n g 
c i t i e s (Harrisonbirrg, Staunton, Wajmesboro), and two counties (Rockingham and Augusta), received 
annually, are used to support c a p i t a l InproveBents on the airp o r t . Mr. Erickson noted that the a i r ­
port supports public transportation and said that Piedmont, which used to "pop i n " for 6 - 8 
passengers, i s no longer federally subsidized. He sai d there i s a need f o r a new f i r e truck to r e ­
place the 1960 model presently i n use. In conclusion, ftr. Erickson said that the airport supports 
both industry and transportation, and expressed a hope that Harrisonburg, as w e l l as the other 
p a r t i c i p a t i n g l o c a l i t i e s , w i l l continue t h e i r support to the airpo r t , which also receives state 
funding. New hangars are proposed f o r construction f o r private plane use and r e n t a l . The ftayor 
expressed appreciation f o r the report. 

'^flessrs. Ken Huffiimn and Steve Stroop of the CPA Firm of Phibbs, Burkholder, Geisert & Huffman, 
were present i n the meeting to review with Council the City's annual f i n a n c i a l report as of June 30, 
1984. Various graphs were presented, with s t a t i s t i c s conceming General Govemment Revenues and 
Expendittpres; Property Tax Assessment; Property Tax Levy i n Dollars and Net Bonded Debt Per Capita, 
f i r . Huffman said that more c i t i e s and counties are submitting sani-annual tax statanents, with pay­
ments made twice a year. He offered an opinion that t h i s would be b e n e f i c i a l to the c i t y , as w e l l 
as the taxpayer, but added the fact that the Ccranissioner of Revenue and C i t y Treasurer were not 
i n favor of t h i s change because of additional work which would be necessitated. Vice-ftayer Dingle­
dine brought up a problem with taxpayers lo s i n g 6 months intere s t . Councilman Rhodes asked what 
month weuld be considered delinquent en the f i r s t payment and Mf. Huffinan r e p l i e d that an e a r l i e r 
date, about the same as the end of the year. Coimcilman Robinson asked how Fixed Assets, as reccm­
mended, would effect bond indebtedness, as to improvanents. Although Mf. Huffman said he had no 
answer to the question, he noted that although the C i t y does have seme l i s t s of assets, they are 
not coordinated. He offered h i s firm's services i n compiling both r e a l and personal assets, at a 
lesser amount than an out-of-town f i r m would charge. During the review and discussion, the matters 
of Reserves f o r Encumbrance and issuance ef food stamps across the counter rather than by mail, 
were approached. Mayor Green said that t r a f f i c flow had hanpered issuance of food stamps while 
the Social Services Department was housed i n t h i s building, and suggested that the new procedure 
may again be discussed, since the department has moved to i t s South flain location, with ample park­
ing. Appreciation was expressed for the review by representatives of the Accounting Firm. 

- ^ ^ i t h regard to the Harrisonburg E l e c t r i c Conmissien Einancial Report as of June 30, 1984, ftr. 
Kenneth Frantz, General Manager, said i t was h i s understanding that he, and Commission representa­
t i v e s were to answer any questions Council may have, rather than to review the entire report. He 
explained increases i n operating costs since the addition of 400 customers i n annexation, and said 
they are presently i n the process of receiving i n d u s t r i a l custcmers into the c i t y ' s system. No 
deposit w i l l be required ef those residing i n the annexed area, but a deposit w i l l be required of 
new custcmers moving i n to that area. ftr. Frantz asked that no action be taken by Coimcil with 
regard to an ordinance amending Section 8-l-4(a) of the C i t y Code r e l a t i n g to appointment of 
Ccranission manbers, u n t i l such time as they can meet with Council to discuss the matter. Mayor 
Green noted that time would be allowed between a f i r s t and second reading of the ordinance, f e r 
discussion, should Coimcil prefer to act at t h i s time.

Planning Director S u l l i v a n pointed out the area on a map, noting that Section 1 has been recorded, 
and i s p a r t i a l l y developed. He said that the street extension w i l l improve t r a f f i c flow, and that 
the l o t s , although primarily f o r single family residences, may attract seme duplex housing units. 
According to the Director, a l l d e t a i l s , insofar as the drawing, were sati s f a c t o r y . Councilman 
Rhodes said that ftr. f l a r t i n was very conplimentary about C i t y Engineer Wilcox. Vice-Mayor Dingledine 
moved that the reconmendation of the Planning Conmission be approved.

Planning Director S u l l i v a n c a l l e d attention to the survey sheet attached to the report, and noted 
that some storm pipe had to be moved i r o n under the warehouse, and another easanent added. Also, 
s l i g h t a l t e r a t i o n was necessitated insofar as the square footage. C i t y Manager Milam said that to 
h i s knowledge, a l l had been taken care of f o r the subdivision which i s located on the east side of 
S.Main Street's 4000 block,near the c i t y l i m i t s .

The motion was seconded by 
Councilman Robinson, and adopted by a unanimous vote of Council.

Planning Director S u l l i v a n c a l l e d attention to the P l a t attached to the Ccranission's report, and 
noted that Mr. Sarco was i n need ef the additional s t r i p of land i n order te iefiden the road. The 
subdivision i s situate east of The Valley Chin-ch ef Christ, which fronts on V i r g i n i a Avenue, north. 
On motion of Ceuncilman Robinson, seconded by Vice-Mayer Dingledine, and a unanimous vote of Council, 
the reccranendation ef the Planning Commission was approved. 

]/^ Ceuncil received the following Planning Conmission report fron a meeting held on October 17, 
1984: 

Mr. John Sowers, 25 Maplehurst Avenue, was present In support o{ a. letter signed 
by 30 residents, requesting that 'Through Truzks Rrohlbltzd' signs be placed at 
three locations: 1st, at the Intensectton o{ Maplehurst and South Main Street; 
2nd, on hlewman Drive at the Interszetlon o{ Maplzhunst and Hlttcrest; and 3rd, In 
thz allzy conneetlng Maplehurst and J.M.U.'s maintenance area behind Wampler Building. 
Thz Izttzr notzd that Maplzhunst Avznuz Is bztng uszd as a shont-zut and pass-through 
by J.M.U. malntznanzz truzks making deliveries to Mlstzr Flip's Mtnl-Mant. It also 
says signs prohibiting through truzks arz lozatzd on Hillcrest Drlvz and Mo{{ztt 
Terrace where they Intersect with Port Republic Road. Mr. Sowers statzd that tkz 
Commission's truzk routz rzcommzndattons suppont or mark all o{ thz Maplzhunst 
Addition as a ' no through truck' anza. 

Mr. Rhodes movzd {or the Commission to rzzommznd that City Councit havz thz City 
Manager Install 'Through Trucks Rrohlbltzd' signs as rzquestzd. Mr. Trobaugh szzondzd 
thz motion and all mzmbzns przsznt votzd ayz. 

Assistant City Manager Driver obszrvzd that zn{orcemznt will bz dl{{tcult, espe­
cially concerning the alley behind the Catholic Student Center, since the trucks are 
delivering goods. It was suggested that discussion with J.M.U. and Mr. Flip's Mtnl-
Mant may help reduce the problem..." 

Pollowing discussion, and with the knowledge that enforcement may be d i f f i c u l t with regard to 
d e l i v e r i e s , Ceuncilman Rhodes offered a motion f e r the recoimendation ef the Planning Ccranission to 
be approved. The metien was seconded by Vice-Mayor Dingledine, and adopted by a unanimous vote of 
Council,

"...The Director and Assistant City Manager John Driver reviewed the proposzd

Thz Commlsslonzns studlzd thz map, and suggestzd onz change: make Vine Street 
a 'major street' slnzz It wilt zvzntucitty bz zxtzndzd across north Harrisonburg to 
Inters zct with Virginia Avznuz and Mt. Clinton Rlkz. Port Rzpubliz Road, alrzady 
shown as a 'major strzet' was discussed as a project needing priority attention, 
especially east o{ Intznstatz 81. Un{ortunately, this portion o{ Pont Road Is not 
tlstzd {or Improvemznts In thz 1995 Harrisonburg Thorough{arz Ptan. Mr. Milam 
suggestzd that thz Commission rzzommznd approval o{ the proposed Major Street Plan, 
to be a guide {or City Sta{{ and developers, zspzclally whzn thz question comes up 
o{ how much nlght-o{-way Is desired as road {rontage Is developed. 

Mr. Hantman o{{ered a motion {or the Commission to recommend approval by 
Council o{ the 'Major Street Ptan as a guide." Mr. Trobaugh seconded the motion 
and alt members present voted tn {avor. {The changes Included making Vine Street 
a major street and de{lnlng 'major' to have nlght-o{-way 'over 60'..." 

"...As an addendum to the Commission's July 18, 1984 discussion and recom­
mendation regarding adoption o{ a 'Major Street Plan', the Director reviewed the 
Deed between Bill V. Uz{{ and thz City, conveying 'University Boutzvard' to thz 
City. Mo ting that this will bz a 60' wldz strzzt {rom East Market to Reservoir 
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St/LzeJ:, the. CommtsittoneAS a.QAe.zd that tt bz addzd to thz map as a zolZzzton. 
sttLzet. Thzy also tnst/iaztzd thz Vtftzztot to show andzvzlopzd Links oi 
iutuAz Vtnz StAzzt on thz UajoA StAzzt VLan as a majoA stAzet to bz dzveZopzd. 

Planning Director S u l l i v a n pointed out the various streets on a map ot Harrisonburg, showing major 
streets as a 60' - 80' right-of-way, c o l l e c t o r streets with up to a 60' right-of-way, and minor 
streets as a 50' right-of-way. Vice-Mayor Dingledine suggested that the Planning Connission report 
show a major street as 60' and over, rather than over 60' as stated. When question was raised, i t 
was noted that state a i d i s received on major type streets only. The Vice-Mayor asked why Univer­
s i t y Boulevard wasn't designated as major rather than c o l l e c t o r , due to i t s importance. Assistant 
C i t y Manager Driver said there was no chance of getting state a i d on the boulevard, but added that 
he had no qualms with making University Boulevard a major street. The City's maintenance ends at 
J.M.U. property, and from that point, i t i s t h e i r r e s p o n s i b i l i t y . Mayor Green suggested that 
University Boulevard be a through street f o r t r a f f i c from Port Republic Road to Route 33. Mr.Driver 
said there had been objections by developers f o r a major street to run throijgh a developed area, 
but said he could envision a through street from Port Road to Reservoir Street and through University 
Boulevard to Route 33. Council agreed that i t would be easier to make University Boulevard a major, 
rather than c o l l e c t o r street at t h i s time, instead of l a t e r . Pollowing discussion, Vice-Mayor 
Dingledine off ered a motion f o r C o m c i l to approve the reconmendation of the Planning Coimission 
with two amendments as follows: (1) d e f i n i t i o n of Major Street to be changed to read "60' and over", 
rather than over 60' as stated, and (2) University Boulevard be designated as a "Major Street" fron 
East Market to Reservoir, and as a "projected major street" to Port Republic Road. The motion was 
seconded by Comcilman Rhodes, and adopted by a manimous vote of C o m c i l . 

Attorney James Sipe, comsel f o r the Harrisonburg Redevelopment & Housing Authority, was 
present i n the meeting te request C o m c i l approval, by resolution, the issuance of the Harrisonburg 
R & H Authority's multi-family housing revenue bonds i n an amomt not to exceed $ 10,000,000. to 
assi s t (The Partnership), Dimension-Amberton Associates, Ltd., a Texas l i m i t e d partnership, f e r 
the acquisition, constmction and equipping of a 190 m i t m i l t i - f amily apartment project i n Prince 
William Comty, V i r g i n i a . He noted that the proper procedure had been followed, through submission 
ef a l l necessary documents. Inasmuch as Prince William Comty has no R & H Authority, and issuance 
of these bonds i s almost i d e n t i c a l to others already approved, Attomey Sipe requested approval by 
C e m c i l of the fellowing resolution: .

C i t y Manager Milam c a l l e d attention to the revised Deferred Ccopensation Plan wldch had been \ 
discussed at Coxxncil's meeting on October 9th, with ordinance for same approved f o r a f i r s t reading ; 
at that time. He explained various changes which had been made from the o r i g i n a l ordinance, which 
included one provision that a member of Coxxncil could serve on the Board, i f so desired. Manager 
Milam noted that to the best of h i s knowledge, a l l was now i n order for the docxxment to serve as 
a vehicle f o r pxxtting into motion a Plan f o r employees of the Ci t y , and members of Boards and 
Conmissions, to invest a portion of t h e i r annual salary, xxp to a maximum of $ 7,500., tax free, 
toward t h e i r retirement. He noted that a si m i l a r Plan had been presented i n 1974, but met with 
Insurance Canpany canplications. Attomey James Sipe said that the Plan, following Coxxncil's 
approval, would have to be fox:-warded to the state fo r approval. Eollowing discussion, and on 
motion of Vice-Mayor Dingledine, seconded by Councilman Rhodes, and a xxnanimous recorded vote of 
Coxmcil, the Deferred Carpensation Plan Ordinance, as revised, was approved f o r second h f i n a l 
reading, with authorization f o r the Ci t y Manager to sign the same. 

^ Eor consideration of a f i r s t reading, an ordinance amending Section 8-l-4(a) e n t i t l e d : 
"Appointment, terms and removal of Conmissioners; f i l l i n g of vacancies", was presented. The section, 
as amended, would peimit a l i s t of nominees submitted by the E l e c t r i c Conmission to be considered, 
along with nominees subnitted by members of City Coxmcil, to serve on the Conmission. Althoxxgh 
request had been made by HEC's General Manager f o r the ordinance to be postponed x m t i l the amend­
ment could be discussed, Mayor Green pointed out that Coxmcil had two altematives: to approve the J 
ordinance f o r a f i r s t reading at t h i s time, or defer the matter xxntil a futxxre meeting. Coxmcilman j 
Rhodes offered a motion for the ordinance to be approved for a f i r s t reading. The motion was j 
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seconded by Councilman Eobinson, and adopted by a unaniraous recorded vote of Council. 

''"'^Throvigh correspondence te the Mayor from Itr. Wayne King, Superintendent of C i t y Schools, request 
was made f o r City Coxxncil's approval f o r the boirowing of an amoxxnt not to exceed $ 250,000. (at 
5% interest rate) from the V i r g i n i a Literax^^ School Fund, f o r the pxxrpose of replacing the heating 
xxnits at Thcmas Harrison Jxxnior High School. The coxn^espondence pointed out that Harrisonbxxrg's 
camposite index i s .6711, which r e s u l t s i n the C i t y ccming within the 5% interest range. Indication 
frcsn Eichmond has been that fxxnds are available f o r projects such as t h i s , and i n s t a l l a t i o n of the 
new b o i l e r s i s desperately needed i n order that they may be i n , by the next heating season. Inasmuch 
as the payback period begins ene year after cjorapletion of the project, and i f ccmpleted by October 
1, 1985, the amoxmt w i l l be r e f l e c t e d i n the School's 1986-87 budget, and paid i n 20 annual payraents. 
When question was raised i n Coxmcil cjonceming the ccmpesite index. Superintendent. King explained 
that i t i s based on income i n the l o c a l i t y ; amoxmt ef personal property taxable, ajid the tax rate, 
a l l of which deteimine the amount of state funds to go into a l o c a l i t y . Following discussion and 
on motion ef Councilman Eobinson, seconded by Ceuncilman Ehodes, and a unaniraous vote of Council, 
the request of the School Board to borrow an amount not exceeding $ 250,000. from the V i r g i n i a 
L i t e r a r y School Fimd, was approved. 

A request was presented from Eecreation Director Gilkerson f e r approval of a Supplemental 
Appropriation i n amount of $ 112,500.00, representing an Anticipated Grant from the Caimission on 
Outdoor Eecreation, to purchase additional land at P u r c e l l Park. Coxmcil was reminded that a 
Resolution had been approved on Ju l y 24th, authorizing the C i t y Manager to provide pertinent i n f o r ­
mation and enter into such agreanents as may be necessary to permit the formulation, approval and 
funding of the P u r c e l l Park Addition Project. Councilraan Ehodes moved that the appropriation be 
approved f o r a f i r s t reading, and that:

Eeview ef the McGaheysville Dam weuld be reviewed by the Ccmmission on Novanber 19th i n F i s h e r s v i l l e . 
C i t y Manager Milam noted that someone had applied f o r a project permit i n the area, which i s l e g a l , 
and the Ccmmission must make a f e a s i b i l i t y study. Councilraan Ehodes questioned why Harrisonburg 
Associates was set out on the map, when the dam i s owned by the C i t y of Harrisonburg. 

^''ilirough correspondence of October 16, 1984 from C i t y Treasurer Beverly Simmons, request was 
made f o r Council authorization to advertise delinquent r e a l estate f o r the years 1982 and 1983, 
as required under Section 4-1-29 ef the Harrisonburg C i t y Code. On motion of Ceuncilman Eobinson, 
seconded by Councilman Shank, and a unanimDus vote of Council, the C i t y Treasurer was so authorized.

Attorney John Flora presented a proposed resolution f o r Council's consideration of approval and 
noted that i f approved, the resolution would be forwarded to the General Assanbly f o r approval. 
He reported that the Heme had conpleted a new addition to the f a c i l i t y with a 15 bed capacity. 
According to the attomey, the f a c i l i t y i s s i m i l a r to the V i r g i n i a Mennonite Home, which was 
granted a tax exenption e a r l i e r t h i s year. Conmissioner of Revenue Vic t o r Smith said i t was h i s 
duty to get as much revenue for the c i t y as possible, and offered an opinion that t h i s organization 
should be tax paying c i t i z e n s of the c i t y , i n that i t i s operated much the same as some of the 
nursing hones which are funded throiigh medicare and medicaid, as w e l l as c l i e n t fees. Although 
they have been approved by the State Corporation Coimission, Jfr. Smith noted that t h i s exempts than 
fron federal income taxes enly. He suggested that rather than approving the resolution, that 
Council indicate i t had heard the case and makes no reccmmendation. He said he f e l t the C i t y was 
^ t t i n g too many tax exanpt organizations, with the c i t y subsidizing than. Mr, F l o r a said he did 
not f e e l the organization had much chance of gaining the l e g i s l a t u r e ' s approval, without a favorable 
reconmendation from the City , There being ne others desiring to be heard, the Mayor closed the 
public hearing at 8:06 p.m. and the regular session reconvened.

'^As a follow-up of his November 8th l e t t e r to the C i t y Manager, Mr. J . R. Copper appeared before 
Council to request that a j o i n t public hearing be held by Council and the C i t y Planning Cenmission 
fo r vacation of 16 acres of H i l l t o p Farm Subdivision (approved as Stonefield V i l l a g e Subdiv i s i o n , 
i n northeast Harrisonburg. He explained that the property i n question i s a portion of property 
that was subdivided i n 1970, conprised of 70 acres, with p l a t recorded. The o r i g i n a l p l a t f e r the 
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16 acres was recorded, i n 1917 and not ref erred to i n the subdivision p l a t . Mr. Copper noted that 
i n 1942, the property was foreclosed and sold, with a change ef hands several times since then. He 
said that the overlap ef two subdivisions was not picked up i n the t i t l e search, but had been sold 
off as acres f o r many years. K & K Partnership would l i k e to have the portion vacated i n order that 
seme construction can begin before the ground freezes. Planning Director Sullivan said the C i t y 
had received a l i s t of subdivisions which were on record i n the county p r i o r to annexation, and 
noted that f o r several years the City's Block Map had not shown those large t r a c t s of land, portion 
ef East Washington Street or an unnamed street. He pointed out that some of the property ccoprfsing 
H i l l t o p Earm i s into Vine Street, not te mention East Washington Street, and added the fact that 
the futrn-e of two p u b l i c streets i s involved i n t h i s request, i n that a piece of land w i l l be 
stranded a l l to i t s e l f . Mr. S u l l i v a n said that some property owners may be interested, and express 
views at a j o i n t Hearing, which would be the quickest route i n s e t t l i n g the matter. C i t y Manager 
Milam expressed concern about property owners along Old Eurnace Read, as w e l l as l o t measurements 
which extend out onto Washington Street. He suggested that seme overlays or surveys be made, and 
said that he was f e r whatever could be done to expedite the matter, adding however, the fact that 
more than one property owner i s involved. Mr. Copper said the infoimatieri re overlays, surveys, 
etc. would be ready p r i o r to a public hearing. Mr. S u l l i v a n s a i d no property owners had been con­
tacted, but that the public hearing would be advertised.

Assistant C i t y Manager Driver presented s l i d e s of the various r a i l r o a d crossings i n the City 
insofar as the state of repairs. He noted that a suggestion f o r making sidewalk bike t r a i l s on South 
Main Street had met with pres and cons, with concems expressed about the use of sidewalks for 
bicycles, the nuraber of entrances coming onto the street and c y c l i s t s being hurt at the entrances. 
Another question raised was how the sidewalks would be cleared of snow i n time f o r use. Mf. Driver 
reported that week before l a s t , he had met with, and discussed situations at the South Main and 
Comtry Club Crossings with Street Superintendent Smith and P o l i c e Chief Presgrave, which resulted 
i n the fellowing recommendations: to b u i l d , on the east and west sides of S.Main Street, a 5' asphalt 
pathway adjacent to the e x i s t i n g pavanent for a distance of 50' on both sides ef the r a i l r o a d tracks, 
with a white l i n e painted at the edge of the pavanent, and signs erected, designating c y c l i s t s to 
stop, and walk bicycles across the tracks; and further, te request the r a i l r o a d to b u i l d the cross­
ing at Comtry Club Road i d e n t i c a l to the S.Main crossing, and m t i l t h i s can be done, the c i t y 
plan to do tenporary patching en the e x i s t i n g crossing, sometime next spring. Mr. Driver offered an 
opinion that should the recommended procedra-es be carried out, the c i t y would have dene i t s part, 
and suggested that safety t r a i n i n g be offered at JMU f o r students. Although the r a i l r o a d has not 
responded insofar as the cost of mbber t i e s , or te what extent i t w i l l p a r t i c i p a t e i n repairs, 
Mr. Driver noted that mbber would be quite expensive. He offered an opinion that the ccxipany 
should i n s t a l l another r a i l inside the track, er place a wooden wedge on one side. His personal 
preference would be a s t e e l r a i l , i n that i t does not wear down l i k e wood, and that asphalt,rather 
than wood, be used between the r a i l s . Eollowing discussion, Comcilman Rhodes offered a motion for 
Mr. Driver to be authorized to proceed with the S.Main and Comtry Club crossings, as recommended, 
insofar as b i c y c l e asphalt pathways en S.Maon, and request f o r the r a i l r o a d to b u i l d the Comtry 
Club crossing i d e n t i c a l to the S.liain crossing.

Mr. Robinson suggested that Commissioner of Revenue Smith, C i t y Auditor 
Peterman and C i t y Attorney Lapsley check to deterraine what tax revenue weuld be derived when dealing 
with out-of-town firms i n awarding bids f o r purchases. Comcilman Rhodes noted that care should 
be taken where the l i n e i s drawn, i n that t h i s could work i n reverse when the comty makes purchases 
frora the C i t y . Comcilman Robinson said he had been approached about the loss of a b i d by a l o c a l 
firra when the amomt of difference i s very small. Mayor Green offered an opinion that reaction of 
our state representatives sheuld be sought. Vice-Mayor Dingledine suggested checking with the 
V i r g i n i a Municipal League to determine hew other l o c a l i t i e s are handling the s i t u a t i o n . Assistant 
C i t y Manager Driver said that conpetitive bidding i s needed, or piorchases would cost much more, 
l o c a l l y . C i t y Manager Milam c a l l e d attention to Sections 47 and 48 of the V i r g i n i a Procm-ement Act 
r e l a t i n g to Preference f o r V i r g i n i a Products and Firms, and P a r t i c i p a t i n g Small Businesses. Follow­
ing discussion, i t was agreed that the City Attomey check with the V i r g i n i a M m i c i p a l League, 
giving both sides of the discussion, and report back to C o m c i l with his findings. 

Inasrauch as the f i r s t terras of Messrs. Malcolm N. Cockerham, Percy M. Johnson and Lyle W. 
Sweet w i l l expire as of November 29, 1984, as members of the Harrisonburg Redevelopment & Housing 
Authority, Mayor Green asked Comcil's wishes conceming appointments to the upccming vacancies. 
Comcilraan Rhodes offered a motion f e r the three present merabers to be reappointed f o r second terras 
ef four years, expiring on November 29, 1988. The motion was seconded by Comcilman Rebinson and 
adopted by a maniraous vote of C o m c i l . 

Vice-Mayor Dingledine raoved that a supplanental appropriation i n amomt of $ 112,500., requested 
by the Recreation Director, representing an Anticipated Grant frora the Caimission on Outdoor Recrea­
t i o n to purchase additional land at P u r c e l l Park, be approved f e r second & f i n a l reading, a f i r s t 
reqding having been approved on October 23rd, and that: 

$ 112,500. chgd.to: General Fmd (2404-2404.10) Conmission en Outdoor Rec.Grant 
112,500. approp,to: General Fmd (8101-7009.00) Land 

The raotion was seconded by Comcilraan Robinson, and adopted by a maniraous recorded vote of Cornells 

A request was presented frora F i r e Chief S h i f f l e t t f o r approval of a supplemental appropriation 
i n amomt of $ 1,879.02 frcm the Accomt of Recoveries & Rebates, i n order te place fmds fron 
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donation, sale of old equipment and from the Harrisonburg E l e c t r i c Commission, into the proper 
account. Councilman Rhodes moved that the appropriation be approved for a f i r s t reading, and that:

1,879.02 approp.'to: General Eund (3201-7001.03) Cap.Outlay- Equipment 

The raotion was seconded by Councilraan Robinson, and adopted by a unaniraous recorded vote of Council. 

'^Through correspondence from the Jefferson National Bank (formerly Old Dcminlon Savings and 
Loan), request was raade f o r i t to be placed on the City's bank l i s t f o r the annual rotation of the 
c i t y ' s checking account. City Manager Milara explained the procedure f o r receiving b i d quotations 
from the banks for C e r t i f i c a t e s of Deposit, and noted that Section 4-1-37 of the c i t y code would 
have to be amended to include Jefferson National. I t was pointed out that the present code section 
i s i n error with regard to bank names l i s t e d , due to various changes i n naraes since the section 
was approved. Vice-Mayor Dingledine offered a raotion f o r the C i t y Attomey to draw an ordinance 
amending Section 4-1-37 by eliminating individuals names of the banks, and r e f e r r a l to l o c a l 
cormerclal banks i n Harrisonburg. The motion was seconded by Councilman Robinson, and adopted by 
a unanimous vote of Council. 

'^'^r inforraation and recordation i n Council minutes. C i t y Manager Milam reported that the 
Deed for certain easenents and water l i n e s f o r extension of the c i t y ' s system i n the southern 
portion of the C i t y (through Willow Springs properties to the southeast corporate l i m i t s ) , has 
been received, signed by 0. Lynwood Byerly, Chairman of the Rockingham County Board of Supervisors. 
A check has been sent the County for the f i r s t of two payments, i n exchange f o r the Deed. 

C i t y Manager Milam inforraed Council that he had been advised through correspondence fron the 
V i r g i n i a Department of Highways & Transportation that i f requests are received, a Ccmbined l o c a t i o n 
and Design Public Hearing would be scheduled conceming the proposed improvenent of Route 710 
(extension of Reservoir St.) frora the East Corporate Liraits of Harrisonburg to the intersection 
of Route 659 (Port Republic Road). I f no requests are received, the Departraent w i l l proceed with 
the project. He noted that the section referred to, i s outside the City. Assistant C i t y Manager 
Driver offered an opinion that i t could be a very good access from Port Road to the Valley M a l l . 

C i t y Manager Milam presented correspondence frcm Mr. Laurence Sauder, Project Manager of Park 
V i l l a g e , Inc., requesting that the C i t y p a r t i c i p a t e i n the i n s t a l l a t i o n of approxhnately 870 l i n e a l 
feet of sidewalks on the east side of Park Road i n Park View, frora the south to north boundaries 
of Park V i l l a g e property and en the south side of V i l l a Drive between Park Road and the intersec­
t i o n of Spmce Court and Linden Court. I t was noted that Belmont Builders had quoted a cost of 
$ 9,940. to provide a l l labor and raaterial f e r the project. Manager Milara offered an opinion that 
sidewalks i n t h i s area would be most h e l p f u l , and reconmended that the C i t y p a r t i c i p a t e i n the 
i n s t a l l a t i o n by assuraing 50% of the cost, based en the quotation of Belmont Builders. He noted 
that $ 5,000. would have to be appropriated by the C i t y at some future date, i n that the Code 
provides that sidewalks be constmcted on a 50-50 basis between property owners and the C i t y . 
Eollowing a b r i e f discussion, Comcilman Rhodes offered a motion for the C i t y to p a r t i c i p a t e i n 
the sidewalk i n s t a l l a t i o n , at 50% of the quotation by Belmont Builders i n amount of $ 9,930.00. 
The raotion was seconded by Comcilraan Shank, and adopted by a maniraous vote ef C o m c i l . 

^''''^Ihrough correspondence frcm the C i t y Treasiorer and C i t y Auditor, request was made f o r an 
ordinance amending Section 13-l-15(b) of the C i t y Code, e n t i t l e d : "City Motor Vehicle License", 
reducing the number ef license or c e r t i f i c a t e of regustration form, setting out purtenant informa­
t i o n , from 5 copies to 4 copies. Auditor Peterman noted that the Auditor's copy could be e l i m i ­
nated, i n that a copy i s f i l e d by the C i t y Treasiu'er. He added the'fact that 4 copies of the forra 
would decrease the p r i c e on h i s order. Eollowing a b r i e f discussion, Vice-Mayor Dingledine moved 
that an ordinance araending Sectien 13-l-15(b) of the c i t y code be approved f o r a f i r s t reading, 
and referred to the C i t y Attorney te be drawn i n proper forra. The motion was seconded by C o m c i l ­
man Shank, and adopted by a manimous recorded vote of C o m c i l . 

^ Comcilman Robinson informed C o m c i l that concern had been expressed about four houses en 
anith Street i n Park View, that the road was never properly dedicated or picked up by the C i t y . 
Assistant C i t y Manager Driver said he had talked with some of the residents on several streets 
s i m i l a r te Smith Street, md given then assurance that sometime t h i s winter, the C i t y Engineer 
would check info the rights-of-way to determine whether or not the streets q u a l i f y f o r acceptance 
into the state's system. The required rights-of-way w i l l have to be obtained to meet state high­
way standards. 

Comcilman Rhodes brought up a problem with cars going north on Main Street and turning l e f t 
onto south Com"t Square, i n that no sign i s presently i n place. Chief Presgrave said he would 
check into the matter of the missing sign. 

/^Comcihnan Rhodes said he f e l t the City's refuse ordinance was not being properly enforced, 
i n that refuse i s placed on the streets i n the downtown area before the s p e c i f i e d time, both en 
holidays and at regular pickup times, which r e s u l t s i n a l i t t e r problem when i t i s strewn ever 
the streets by wind, animals, etc. 

At 10:15 p.ra. on motion of Comcilraan Rhodes, seconded by Vice-Mayor Dingledine, and a mani­
mous vote, C o m c i l entered an executive session to discuss r e a l estate, persomel and a l e g a l 
matter. 

- At 11:59 p.m., on raotion duly adopted, the executive session was closed and the regular 
session reconvened. There being no further business and en raotion adopted, the raeeting was 
adjeimied.

He offered an opinion that seme thought 
sheuld be given to signs, or something else te promote safety. Councilman Rhodes said that r i g h t 
turns enly should be designated at the varieus cutoffs i n the M a l l area. Vice-Mayor Dingledine 
then seconded the motion te refe r the p e t i t i o n , with study to be requested also on the Route 33 
t r a f f i c . The motien was adopted by a tmanimous vote of Council. 

/ C i t y Manager Milam informed Ceuncil that Item 3(b) ef tonight's agenda was l i s t e d , i n that 
request had been received, through correspondence of Novenber 16th from Mindy Carris, to be heard 
concerning request f o r Music Television to be made available by Warner Amex. He noted that Miss 
Carris had been advised that the Novenber 27th meeting was cancelled, due to the National League of 
C i t i e s ' meeting i n Indiana. Inaanuch as no one was present tonight concerning the issue, i t was not 
discussed. 

Correspondence was presented and read from Norris and Lyn Weaver, requesting action conceming 
the re-occurring parking and trespassing problems along Crawford Avenue and Port Road, by providing 
fo r twenty-four hour, seven day, resident parking only, along Crawford Avenue. On motion of Vice-
Mayor Dingledine, seconded by Councilman Rhodes, and a unanimous vote ef Council, the request was 
referred to the Madison/Canmunity Relations' Committee, for study and report. 

<l At 7:52 P.M., Mayor Green closed the regular session temporarily, and c a l l e d the j o i n t public 
hearing by Cotmcil and the Ci t y Planning Canmission to order, with the following Ccranission members 
present: Joseph Enedy, Richard Flening, Dwight Hartman, Robert Heath, Elen Rhodes, Marvin Milam and 
Robert Sul l i v a n , J r . C i t y Manager Milam read the Notice of Hearing as advertised i n the Daily News 
Record on Novenber 17th and Decenber 6th, as follows: 

T'he Eavrisonbur'g Ci-ty Councit and Planning Cormission will hold a joint 
Public Bearing on Tuesday, December 11, 1984 at 7:SO P.M. in the Council Chambers, 
Municipal Building, to consider vacating lots Sl through 40 in Eilltop Farms Sub­
division. These lots ave located on the novth side of 'East Washington Street on the 
fovmer Mary Simmevs tract. Request is from K & L Partnership, ovmevs. 

Section 15.1-482, Code of Vivginia, vequives that these lots be vacated by 
ordinance pviov to recording of any new lot layouts. 

All pevsons intevested ov affected by this mattev will 'have an oppovtunity to 
expvess theiv views at this Public Eeaving. 

CITY OF HAREISONBUEG- Marvin B. Milam, City Manager 
Planning Director S u l l i v a n pointed out the area location of the subdivision en a map, noting that 
the 16. 16 acre t r a c t te be considered f e r vacation as north/side ef East Washington Street at the 
intersection of Vine Street. He raninded those present that the t r a c t of land had been subdivided, 
with p l a t recorded, i n 1917, which was not discovered during a t i t l e search which led to Council's 
approval of the subdivision on Novenber 2nd of t h i s year, designating the acreage as "Stonefield 
V i l l a g e , Sectien K." Result: a request f o r t h i s evening's public hearing by the Cotmcil and Planning 
Coranission. Mr. Sul l i v a n noted that the Ccranission had met t h i s evening at 7:00 o'clock, and received 
a 2-page l e t t e r frcm the K & L Partnership, s e t t i n g out four actions requested of the C i t y with r e ­
gard to the property, as w e l l as certain actions by the Partnership and Armentrout Estate. Mr. Kevin 
Leigh said that Vine Street i s proposed f o r constmction a l l the way through the subdivision, and 
presented a request frem the Partnership and Armentrout Estate f e r the fellowing actions by the 
City: 

(1) Vacation of the portion of East Washington St. conprised ef the portion ef 
the present street l y i n g within K & L's boundary. 

(2) Vacation of those i n t e r i o r l o t l i n e s conprising Lots 31 through 40 of'Sub-
d i v i ^ i o n of H i l l t o p Farm" contained within the K & L parcel. 

(3) Closing of East Park Drive from the northern l i n e of East Washington Street 
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^ northward to the south side of a 60' wide s t r i p of land proposed to be 
conveyed by the Armentrout Estate to the C i t y f o r the extension of Vine Street. 

4..Construction, at the City's expense of Vine Street f o r use as a through street, 
upon a 60' wide s t r i p leading from the eastern boundary of K 8s L's land northward 
to previously dedicated Vine Street at i t s telminus on 'the boundary l i n e between 
the Armentrout land and Harris Gardens'; Said construction would be ccmplete within 
24 months from the conveyance of said 60' wide s t r i p by the Armentrout Estate. 

Mr. Leigh said that K 8s L agrees to convey, at t h i s time, a 60' s t r i p to the C i t y f o r extension of 
Vine Street through i t s land and to complete construction of Vine Street frcm the north of Vine 
(shown on approved plat of Stonefield V i l l a g e , Section I) and continuing on a cirrve i n a northerly 
d i r e c t i o n to the eastern boundary of K 8s L t r a c t , with ccmpletion within 24 months ef the dedication 
of Stonefield V i l l a g e , Sectien I. The Armentrout Estate agrees to convey to the Ci t y , at t h i s time, 
a 60' wide s t r i p f o r construction ef Vine Street through i t s property. Agreement has also been 
worked out between K Sc L and Armentrout Estate, whereby a 25' wide s t r i p would be provided the 
Estate i n a westerly d i r e c t i o n and p a r a l l e l to the extreme southwesterly l i n e ef l o t 30 of the 
Armentrout land. Mr. Su l l i v a n noted that Council had approved the Caimission's recommendation of 
September 25th, to approve Seetion I of Stonefield V i l l a g e Subdivision, subject to'the drawing 
of a E i n a l P l a t , with request by Mr. J . R. Copper at Council's Novanber 13th meeting for t h i s 
j o i n t Public Hearing, i n order to vacate the t r a c t of land recorded i n 1917. Attorney Henry Clark 
mentioned the fact that the streets would be l e f t open, to provide access to the property. Mr. 
Copper said that sane concem had been expressed from the design standpoint of the Plan, with seme 
miner changes necessitated, which w i l l be completed p r i o r to viewing ef the area by an appointed 
Board of Viewers. C i t y Manager Milam noted that the C i t y would be responsible f o r constmction of 
Vine Street through K 8s L property and the Armentrout land, with rights-of-way to be conveyed by 
both. There being ne others desiring to be heard, the Hearing was declared closed by the Mayor, 
at 8:10 P.M., and the Comnissioners l e f t the Council Chambers to consider the discussion and come 
back with a recommendation. -

^'^Lnasmuch as Section 15.1-1377 of the Code ef V i r g i n i a , 1950, as amended, requires an end of 
year bend a c t i v i t y report to be sutmitted. C i t y Jlanager Milam presented the following issues f o r 
1984 reported by Attorney George H. Roberts, J r . , Counsel f o r the Harrisonbin-g I n d u s t r i a l Develop-
men Authority: Tmck Enterprises, Inc. Project, $ 2,500,000; North Ss South Lines, Inc. Project, 
$ 1,500,000; Charles 0. Maphis, J r . Project, $ 1,700,000. The report was f o r inforraation only. 

Attorney George H. Roberts, J r . appeared before Council on behalf of the Industrial Development 
Authority, to present the following pertinent informiation concerning issuance of Ind u s t r i a l Develop-
raen Revenue Bends up te $ 5,000,000 for Rocco Eeeds, Inc.; Report of the Authority's public hearing, 
E i s c a l Impact Statanent, and proposed Resolution f o r adoption by C i t y Council. He noted that the 
purpose of the bonds would be f o r a s s i s t i n g Rocco i n acquiring, contracting and equipping a poultry 
feed manufacturing f a c i l i t y and related transportation equipment at i t s f a c i l i t y located north of 
"One" Kratzer Avenue. C i t y Attomey Lapsley pointed out that t h i s issue i s s i m i l a r to others which 
had been approved i n the past, and weuld be issued i n year 1985. Mayor Green c a l l e d attention to 
correspondence he had received frcra a resident i n the Kratzer Avenue area, expressing opposition 
to any expansion of the feed m i l l operation due to the p o l l u t i o n problem which already e x i s t s there. 
He asked i f the proposed expansion would r e l i e v e t h i s problan. Attorney Roberts r e p l i e d that other 
than the business being placed under p o l l u t i o n laws, he had ne further answer to the question. He 
offered an opinion that the expansion would not generate steam or increase problans i n the area. 
Following discussion and on motion of Councilraan Robinson, seconded by Councilman Shank, and a 
unanimous recorded vote of Council, the fellowing Resolution was approved: 

WEEREAS, a publio hearing was held by the Industvial Development Authovity of 
the City of Eavvisonbuvg, Va. (the Authovity) on Deoembev 11, 1984, in aooovdanoe 
with the pvovisions of Seotion 102 Ck) of the Intevnal Revenue Code of 1954, as 
amended (the Code), and Seotion 15.1.1S78.1 of the Code of Vivginia (1950), as 
amended (the Vivginia Code), to oonsidev the applioation of Roooo Feeds,Inc. (the 
Applicant) vequesting the Authovity to issue up to $ 5,000,000 of its Industvial 
Development Revenue Bonds to assist the Applicant in acquiring, constructing and 
equipping a poultvy feed manufaotuving facility and velated equipment at the Appli­
cant's facility looated Novth of One Kratzer Avenue, in the City of Eavvisonbuvg, 
Vivginia; and 

WEEREAS, aftev such public heaving, the Authovity filed its report with the 
City Council recommending the appvoval of the bonds and finding that the project 
would be consistent with the Virginia Industrial Development and Revenue Bond Act, 
togethev with the fiscal impact statement fov the project as vequived by Seotion 
15.1-1Z78-2 of the Vivginia Code; and 

WEEREAS, the City Counoil concurs with the vepovt of the Authovity, 
NOW, TEEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the issue of bonds descvibed above is 

heveby appvoved by the City Counoil of the City of Eavvisonbuvg, Vivginia to the 
extent vequived by Seotion lOS(k) of the Code and Seotion 15.1-1378.1 of the 
Vivginia Code, to pevmit the Authovity to assist in the financing of the pvoject. 

The appvoval of the issuance of the bonds, as vequived by Section 103 (k) of • 
the Code and Section 15.1-1378.1 of the Vivginia Code, does not constitute an 
endovsement of the bonds, the finanoial viability of the facilities or the ovedit­
wovthiness of the Applicant, but, as required by Sec. 15.1-1380 of the Virginia 
Code, the bonds shall provide that neither the Commonwealth of Virginia, the City 
of Earrisonburg, nor' the Authovity shall be obligated to pay the bonds or the 
interest thereon ov othev costs incident thereto except fvom the vevenues and 
monies pledged thevefov and neithev the faith, cvedit nov taxing powev of the 
Commonwealth of Vivginia, the City of Havvisonburg, or the Authority shall be 
pledged thereto. 

This Resolution shall take effect inmediately.

The Mayer asked Attorney Roberts te prepare information, along with the project engineering, to de­
termine what can be done to prevent further probleras i n the area of Kratzer Avenue. 



Following discussion of several agenda matters to allow time f e r a reconnendation from the 
Planning Conraission concerning the issue before tonight's public hearing, Planning Director S u l l i v a n 
presented the following proposed reconmendation: 

"Based on the teahn-ioal and legal need to officially vacate all interior 
lot lines involving Lots 32 through 40 in the Eilltop Farms Subdivision, before 
Section I of proposed Stonefield Yillage Subdivision can be recorded in the 
County Clerk's Office, and based on no inconvenience to adjoining property owners 
nor opposition being heard or presented during the City Council & Planning Ccm­
mission joint public hearing, and for the orderly and harmonious development of 
the community, Mr. Fleming moved that the Planning Commission recommend vacating 
of Lots 31 through 40 of Eilltop Farms Subdivision...and that strip of East 
Washington Street within the K & L property be vacated. The motion was seconded 
by Commissioner Eartman, with all members present voting in favor." 

Vice-llayor Dingledine offered a motion f o r Ceuncil to approve the reconmendation of the Planning 
Conmissien, which motionk upon being seconded by Councilraan Robinson, was adopted by a unanimous 
vote of Council. The Vice-Mayor then meved that a Board of Viewers be appointed by Council concem­
ing vacation ef the paper street, known as "East Park Drive", north of E.Washington St. This motion 
was seconded by Councilman Robinson, and adopted by a unanimous vote of Council. C i t y Attorney 
Lapsley said that no further action was necessary on the portion as shown on the e l d p l a t , which 
l i e s i n Washington Street, i n that i t w i l l be taken care of, i n tonight's action. The Mayor said 
that a Beard of Viewers would be appointed at a l a t e r date. The C i t y Attomey was instmcted to 
draw a proper ordinance f o r vacation of Lots 31 through 40 ef H i l l t o p Farms Subdivision and also 
that s t r i p of E.Washington St. within the K & L property. 

^ The following Planning Coraraission report was presented from i t s Novenber 20th meeting: 
"...Chairman Enedy called the Public Eearing to order, and the Director read 

the Notice as it -appeared in the Daily News Record. 
...Mr. Smith presented his case, pointing out that the Daily News Record desires 

to buy his property 'for expanding in the future. ' It is the only direction they can 
expand if they are to stay in downtown. Their inmediate need will be to widen the 
driveway adjacent to the Smith property. In order to expand the industrial access 
driveway, rezoning of some or all of the Smith property is necessary. 

Mr. Richard Morin, general manager of the Daily News Record, stated that he 
feels the News-Record widi stay at its present location, and the only change in 
the near future would be widening of the driveway which is used daily by large 
trucks. Mr. Smith's house will likely continue to be used residentially. 

Expressing concern was Mr. John Monger, an owner of adjacent J.M.Apartments. 
Ee said the Smith property serves as a 'buffer' between his apartments and the Daily 
News Record. If rezoned M-l, how close could an industrial building be located to 
his apartments? The Director reported that a 20' setback is required when M-l pro­
perty borders any residential property. 

Mr. Rhodes stated that in this case, a very reliable firm (Rockingham Publishing 
Co. ) is involved and has shown sensitivity to appearance and environment in its 
offices-newsprinting establishments here and in Winchester. Ee moved that the Commis­
sion reconmend rezoning of the Victor J. Smith property, 261 S.Liberty St,. Mr.Eartman 
seconded the motion and all members present voted in favor..." 

Councilraan Rhodes meved that the report of the Planning Cenmission be accepted and public hearing 
scheduled f o r Tuesday, January 8, 1985 at 7:30 P.M., with i n s t m c t i o n s f o r the Ci t y Jlanager to 
properly advertise the same. The motion was seconded by Councilman Robinson, and adopted by a 
unanimous vote of Council. 

Council received the follewing report from a November 20, 1984 meeting of the C i t y Planning 
Comraission: 

..The Conmissioners, having reviewed the September and October minutes, 
news stories, engineering consultants' reports, and petitions from the public, 
observed that plans to construct a 160' mill are proceeding through the city's 
Industrial Development Authority and the State-Air Pollution Board. Closing of 
Gray Street and Kratzer Avenue, if closed, will have to be considered by a Board 
of Viewers and also discussed further in a public hearing by City Council. 

Mr. Eeath, noting the inconvenience affecting many people and other businesses 
and industries, moved that the Commission reconmend Kratzer Avenut not be closed, 
and Gray Street be closed, providing the City retain a 50' wide easement for existing 
utilities. Mr. Trobaugh seconded the motion and all members present voted in favor..." 

Planning Director S u l l i v a n presented a drawing ef the area, and a sketch of the proposed stmcture. 
He noted that Gray Street, recoramended f e r closing, i s paved, with street sign. Vice-Mayor Dingle­
dine offered a motien to approve the reconmendation of the Conmission which includes the closing 
ef Gray Street, with proper easement retained by the Cit y . Mr. Robert Atkins of C o l l i c e l l e Street 
said that i f Council was considering the expansion of the feed m i l l , a public hearing sheuld be 
scheduled due to opposition which would be expressed by those i n that area. Attorney George H. 
Roberts, J r . pointed out that the state statute provides f o r a Board of Viewers te be appointed 
with any street closing, which would apply to Gray Street, and that a public hearing should be 
held. Mayor Green said that i f the reconmendation of the Planning Cenmission i s approved, there 
would be no public hearing. C i t y Attomey Lapsley said that "Council may appoint viewers, but does 
not have to.": Vice-Mayor Dingledine said he did not f e e l i t was to the best interest of anyone to 
drag t h i s out any longer." The Mayor then referred to Code Sectien 15.1-364, noting that a public 
hearing i s required f o r the a l t e r a t i o n and vacating ef streets and a l l e y s , which would apply to 
the closing of Gray Street. Vice-!layor Dingledine then re-introduced h i s motien to approve the 
Cenmission's reconnendation to leave Kratzer Avenue open and close Gray Street, with proper u t i l i t y 
easenent retained. The motien was seconded by Councilman Rhodes, and adopted by a manirious recorded 
vote ef Ceuncil. The Vice-Mayor then moved that a Board of Viewers be appointed to view the area 
with regard to the closing of Gray Street, and subnit i t s report. This motion was seconded by 
Coxmcilman Robinson, and adopted by a imanimous vote of Council. Mayer Green noted that the Viewers 
would be appointed i n the very near future, with public hearing scheduled following i t s report. 
He suggested te John Driver, Secretary of the Harrisonburg Transportation Safety Conmission, that 



the matter of possible relocation of access to the Safeway parking l o t be reviewed by the Coranission 
with expeditious report and recommendation. 

'LTlie following Planning Conmission report was presented and read: 
..Under other matters, Mr. Rhodes reminded the Cormissioners that diseussion 

of honoring .Ralph Sampson in a special way has occurred over the months, and having 
' discussed the amtter with his parents and Vice-Mayor Dingledine, Mr. Rhodes moved 

that the Planning Commission vecommend to City Counoil that Northeast Pavk he named . 
aftev Ralph Sampson.^ Mv. Tvohaugh seconded the motion and all memhers present voted 
in favor..." 

Councilman Rhodes said he had received encoiiragement frcm a l l areas of the c i t y to honor Ralph i n 
seme say, and offered a motion f o r Northeast Park to be renamed "Ralph Sanpson Park." Vice-Mayor 
Dingledine informed Council that he had discixssed the proposal with both Ifr. Gilkerson and the 
Parks & Recreation Conmission, and added that Ralph, a native of Harrisonburg who attended the c i t y 
schools, has gotten great credit frem t h i s conmunity, not only f o r h i s sports a b i l i t y , but i n other 
ways. He seconded the motion to rename the park, which motion was then adopted by a unanimous vote 
of Coimcil. 

'city flanager Milam presented the following Planning Conmission report f o r Council's considera­
t i o n of i t s reconmendation: 

"...The Commissionevs studied the pvoposed Final Plan fov Reherd Acres Suh­
division, Unit 16, which includes thvee duplex housing lots, located on the 
southeast side of Blue Ridge Dvive. The Divectov noted that Blue Ridge Drive is 
now under construction at this location, and 20' utility easements are proposed 
on the hack side of these lots. They are within the newly rezoned R-Z area just 
novth of Meadowlavk Dvive and Bvoad View Dvive. 

Mv.' Eeath moved that the Commission recommend approval of the Final Plan for • 
Reherd Acres Subdivision, Unit 16. Mr. Trohaugh seconded the motion and all memhers 
pvesent voted in favor..." 

Planning Director S u l l i v a n pointed out the area on a map, noting i t s location as north of Meadowlark 
Drive, facing Blue Ridge Drive. Pollowing a b r i e f discussion. Councilman Shank offered a motien f o r 
the reccranendation of the Planning Conmission to be approved. The motion was seconded by Ceuncilman 
Rhodes, and adopted by a unanimous vote of Council. 

'^'"^or Council's consideration, the fellowing Planning Ccmmission report from i t s Novanber 20th 
meeting, was presented: 

"...The Divectov vead a letter fvom Mv. Winston Weaver, dr.. President of 
Rockingham Builders, Inc., asking that the newly dedicated 60' street on the 
northeast side of Rockingham Square Shopping Center -e named 'Eidden Creek Lane. ' 
Mv. Sullivan added that this street will extend into nearhy R-S high density 
residential land, and will cvoss the wet-weather stream which passes through 
Eillandale Pavk. 

Mv. Tvobaugh moved that the Corrmission recommend naming the 60' dedicated 
road 'Eidden Creek Lane. ' Mr. Rhodes seconded the motion and all members present 
voted in favor... " 

Councilman Rhodes moved that the recoranendation of the Planning Connission be approved, which 
motion, upon being seconded by Vice-Mayor Dingledine, was adopted by a imanimous vote of Council. 

The following Planning Cenmission report from i t s Novanber 20th meeting was presented: 
"...The Director described a preliminary site plan showing 38 apartment units 

on Dennis Rhodes' property, located on the south side of Shenandoah in Park View. 
All units will he on a private parking lot, with entrance-exit on Shenandoah Street. 
Mr. Rhodes stated he hopes to build the first 8-unit structure this winter. An 
existing mobile home and house on the propevty will continue to he occupied. Mv. 
Sullivan reported that most of Mr. Rhodes ' pvopevty is zoned B-2 General Business, 
but the surrounding block is predominan tly developed as vesidential. In addition, 
a vaviance to allow ovev 20 apavtments on the pvivate parking lot is necessary. 
Maps showing the existing land uses in the block were studied and Chairman Enedy 
observed that nearby residents would pvobably prefer more housing rather than busi­
ness development. Messrs. Sullivan and Byrd suggested rezoning of the property to 
R-S, but the process would delay Mr. Rhodes for at least three months. 

Noting that he can legally obtain his building pevmits undev the pvesent B-2 
zone, Mv. Tvobaugh moved that the Commission vecommend appvoval of the proposed site 
plan, based on the determination that ovev 50% of the block is developed vesidentially. 
Mv. Eavtman seconded the motion and all membevs pvesent voted in favor..." 

Planning Director S u l l i v a n pointed out the area on a map, noting that the matter was being brought 
before Council due to the fact that Mr. Rhodes' property i s zoned B-2 Business, and i s surrounded 
by R-3 Residential zoning. He said there w i l l be some plans subnitted by the C i t y Engineer with 
regard te storm water, etc., and added the fact that suggestion has been made te Mr. Rhodes that 
following construction, there be a change i n zoning c l a s s i f i c a t i o n . Following a b r i e f discussion. 
Councilman Rhodes offered a motion for the recommendation of the Planning Conmission, as stated i n 
the report, to be approved. The motion was seconded by Vice-Mayor Dingledine, and adopted by a 
unanimous vote of Council. 

^ With regard to the issuance of $ 13,000,000 Multi-Family Housing Revenue Bonds f e r the Dale 
Forest Apartments Project (bond series 1984), i n Prince William County, by the Harrisonburg Redevelop­
ment & Housing Authority, C i t y Manager Milam referred to correspondence frcm the fi r m of Hunton & 
Williams, enclosing Revenue Service Form 8038 for f i l i n g . He noted that subnissien of the form i s 
a requiranent under the Internal Revenue Serv i c e Code of 1954, as amended, with copy to be returned. 
Council acknowledged receipt of the form, and instructed the C i t y Manager to sign and return the 
requested copy te Hunton 8s Williams. 

y 
Mayor Green informed Council that he had been requested l a s t week by WSVA/WPQO to issue a 

Proclamation designating December 23 - January 1 as Drunk Driving Awareness Week. He noted the 
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importance of the proposed project i n making people aware of the problems and hazards with drinking, 
p a r t i c u l a r l y during the upconing holiday season, and presented the following proposed Proclamation 
for consideration of approval: 

WEEREAS, WSVA/WQPO will be conduoting a oampaign fvom Deoembev 23 - Januavy 1 
to bving awaveness to oitizens of this avea ooneevning the pvoblems of dvunk 
driving; and 

WEEREAS, during this period, WSVA/WQPO will be devoting consideration air time' 
to publicize the hazards of dviving undev the influence of alcohol; and 

WEEREAS, during this peviod, bveath testevs will be made available, through the 
Eavvisonbuvg Police Depavtment, to all vestaurants and othev businesses selling 
alcoholic beverages or liquor-by-the~dvink, fov distvibution to oustamevs fov 
theiv pevsonal use; and 

WEEREAS, Blue Cross/Blue Shield of Vivginia is sewing as Co-Sponsor of the 
campaign, 

NOW, TEEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that I, Walter F. Green, 3rd, Mayor of the City 
of Earvisonburg, do heveby proclaim Deoembev 23 through January 1 as 

"DRUNK DRIVING AWARENESS WEEK: 
in the City of Earrisonburg, and urge all our citizens to be aware of the problem 
and to participate in any way with WSVA/WQPO in its campaign.

On motion of Vice-Mayor Dingledine, seconded by Councilraan Rhodes, and a unanimoTis vote of Council, 
the Proclamation was approved. Mayor Green noted that the City's Transportation would be p a r t i c i p a t ­
ing by making vehicles available to transport those i n need, during holiday high r i s k hours. 

Mayor Green c a l l e d attention to the October 1984 report from the Harrisonbm"g/Rockingham Task 
Force to Combat Drunk Driving, which report had been presented to C e m c i l at i t s October 23rd 
raeeting and reviewed by Dr. Paul Cline, Chairperson f e r the Task Force. He noted that raanbers had 
been provided ample tirae to study the report, and expressed a desire f o r i t to be approved. Through 
correspondence of Novanber 21st from Dr. Cline, C i t y Manager Milam said he had been informed that 
of the $ 1,000. Grant, the Task Force had spent $ 560.85. A possible use for the balance, i f se 
approved by C o m c i l , would be f o r a Director ef Resources f o r Highway Safety and Substance Abuse, 
as provided i n Reccmmendation No. 5 of the report. Dr. Cline pointed out that the Rockinghara/ 
Harrisonburg Alcohol Safety Action Program would be w i l l i n g to as s i s t i n preparation of the Direc­
tory. Follewing a b r i e f discussion, Comcilman Sliank offered a raotion f o r the October 1984 Task 
Force report to be approved, as w e l l as the proposed usage f o r fmds ranaining i n the Grant. The 
motiCTj, was seconded by Vice-Mayor Dingledine, and adopted by a manimous recorded vote of C o m c i l . 

For consideration of a second Ss f i n a l reading, an ordinance araending Sec. 13-1-15(b) of the 
Ci t y Code, was presented. The araendment provides f o r a reduction frora f i v e , to fom-, copies of the 
c i t y motor vehicle license or c e r t i f i c a t e ef r e g i s t r a t i o n form, which w i l l reduce cost of the order. 
Auditor Peterman said i t was not necessary f o r him to r e t a i n a copy of the form, i n that they are 
f i l e d with the Ci t y Treasurer. Comcilman Rhodes moved that the ordinance, approved f o r a f i r s t 
reading on November 13th, be approved f o r second Ss f i n a l reading, with authorization f e r the Mayor 
te sign the ordinance and the Clerk te attest same and spread upon the pages of the City's Ordinance 
Book. The motion was seconded by Comcilman Robinson, and adopted by a manimous recorded vote of 
C o m c i l .

C i t y Manager Milam c a l l e d merabers' attention to t h e i r copies of the following reports subnitted 
by the Harrisonburg/Rockingham Conmmity Services' Board as of Jme 30, 1984: Administration; 
Client Services Coordination Program; Cl i e n t ; Pear Street Center Financial Reports; Mental Retafda- i 
t i o n Director; Sheltered Employment Program; Parent Ss C h i l d Education; Massanutten Mental Health 
Center and Massanutten Mental Health Center Day Support Program. The f i n a n c i a l reperts were prepared 
by the CPA fir m ef Yomg, Nicholas, M i l l s Ss Conipany. C i t y flanager Milara noted that copies of the 
reports would be available i n h i s o f f i c e . 

' ^ I n discussing appointments to various Boards & Conmissions, i t was noted that the f i r s t terms 
of two manbers en the Ci t y Planning Caimission would expire on December 31, 1984. Comcilman Rhodes \ 
offered a motien f o r Messrs. C. Robert Heath and V/alter R. Trobaugh, J r . to be reappointed to second^ 
terms on the Cenmission, of four (4) years each, expiring on Decanber 31, 1988.

''''city Manager Milam requested permission of C o m c i l to b i d on 86 acres of land (small & large 
t r a c t s ) situate between Old Furnace Road and Spotswood Comtry Club, which w i l l be sold (regardless 
of price) at public auction on Saturday, December 15th, at 10:30 A.M. Purpose of the land weuld 
be f o r future development of a recreatienal park, i n the same general area as indicated by the 
c i t y i n the 1981 annexation t r i a l . He pointed out the land location on a map, as w e l l as location 
of e x isting park areas. Manager Milam expressed a hope that at least one or two t r a c t s ef the t o t a l 
acreage may be acquired, i n that purchase of recreational land at t h i s time would save taxpayers 
"an awful l o t of money." Eollowing a review ef the area, and discussion, Comcilman Shank offered 
a motion f o r the Ci t y Manager to be authorized to b i d on the 86 acres t h i s Saturday. The motion 
was^s^onded by Vice-Mayor Dingledine, and adopted by a manimous vote of C o m c i l .

( i . e . pin-chase of phones, maintenance; various altematives by which consumers may save money, etc.) 
He asked i f the ccmpany could be requested to give sone "straight answers," i n order that the public 
may be more f u l l y informed. On motien of Councilman Rhodes, seconded by Vice-Mayor Dingledine, and 
a unanimous vote of Council, the Ci t y Manager was directed to contact Continental Telephone, reques­
t i n g c l a r i f i c a t i o n . 

At 10:10 P.M., on motion duly adopted. Council entered an executive session to discuss 
personnel. 

At 11:32 P.M., en motion adopted, the executive session was declared closed and the regular 
session reconvened. There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
